mementoes of the great civil war of England,
and of the events that led to it. There are in
It specimens not of the mere handwiiting,
lut of the correspondence, of Charles I, Prince
Itnpert, Lord Falkland, Oliver Cromwell,
Selden, Fym, Sir Harry Vane the younger,
tSIr Thomas Fairfax, and other leading men of
that stirring and stormy period. Front the
king himself there are several, each set off by
a rare portrait in one instance, a carious
equestrian ene by Hollar, with a battle-fiel- d

visible nnder the horse's legs; in another,
also by Hollar, what seems to be a le

of the statae at Charing Cross;
In another a Vandyke, engraved by
l'eter de Jode; in another, another Vandyke
ly V. Sharp; in still another a head by
Mytens from the inimitable burin of Del ph.
Here is one that lacks not a circumstantial
interest. It is a holograph despatch to Prince
Rupert, dated from the Held of EJgehill, and
written at the top of a foolscap sheet which is
much stained and frayed. The outside and
the address are wanting. Thus it runs:

Nepheu, I have glveu order as you have do.
syrcd, so that 1 U'out not but all the foot and
cuuon will bee at EvtKeuiil betymes this morn-
ing, where you will also fynde

Your loving Oncle ana faithful frond,
Charles TC.

A different and far graver Interest attaohes
to my next citation from the same source; nor
is there probably extant any single letter from
the king, which affords to the student of his
tory and of human nature so deep an insight
into his strangely complicated character. Often
did the Puritans accuse him of a leaning to-

wards Roman Catholicism, and of active sym-
pathy with its professors. This confidential
communication would seem to dispose of that
charge; yet, at the same time, it is impossible
not to recognize in it a snspioioua readiness to
temporize, and to adapt his policy to ciroutn-Btanc6- 3.

At any rate, without farther pause
upon its merits or its meaning, it is repro-
duced as a document well worth attentive
examination. Nor do I believe that this letter
of Charles I. to the Marquis of Ormond, then
administering the Government of Ireland, is
known to one reader in a hundred since it has
never been published heretofore, save
in Carte's Memoirs of that nobleman, a work
not in many hands. That it was written with
deliberation is evident from the neatness and
plainness of the text, all by the king's own
Land. The envelope in which it was enclosed
is very ragged and worn. Two small seals,
with the royal arms thereupon, yet remain
unbroken, though the silken fastening has
disappeared. The contents are as follows;
but, before giving them, I may add that, sub-
sequently to the acquisition of this state-pap- er

(as it may well be called) there fell into
Mr. Old's possession a letter from Charles
to Prince Rupert, dated July 2i, 1045, in
which he says: I am sending a
new despache into Ireland wherein I
not only seeke to hasten the supplyes in gene-ral- l,

but lykewis in particular to incourage
the Marquis of Ormond himselfe to come
over." Five days later another proof, per-
haps, of the caro with which the missive was
concocted the hard-drive- n sovereign thu3 ex-
pressed himself:

Cakdif, SI July, 1613,
Ormond, it hath pleased Hod, by m-iti- suc-

cessive misfortunes, to reduce my n Hot Ires of
lale from a very prosperous condition to so
low an ebb us to be a per.tcl tryel of all men's
integrities to mo, and you being a person whom
I conbldcred as most entyrly aud generously
reHolved to Htand aud fall wltu your Klu, I
doe principally rely upon you for your utter-
most HHHlstnnce In uiy present hazards. I
Lave commanded Dluby to acquaiute you at
Jarge with all particulars of my oiudUlou.what
1 have to hope, to trust to, or leare, wtiertn you
will fynde tnat if my expectation of relileout
Irland be not In Home good measure, and
fptedily answered, Iain lyKely to be reduced
to great extreruties. I liopo aoine of those ex-
presses I sent ynu, since my mist'ortuue by
the liattalle of Naze by. ar come to you, and
am therfor coutldeut that you ar In good for-
wardness for the sending over to me of a const-derabl- e

supply of Men, Artillery, and Amunl-tlo- n.

All that I have to add is, that tne
necessety of your speedy performing them la
made much more pressing by new disaster,
bo that I absolutely command you (what hazard
soever that kingdome may run by it) personally
to bring up all the Forces, of what sort soever
you cau draw from thence, and leave the
Government there (during your absence) In
the fittest bands that you Khali Judge to dis-
charge it, lor I may not want you hecre to
cornand tnobO forces which will be brought
from thence, and such as, from hence, shall be
joyned to them. But you must not under-btand- e

t his, as a permission for you to grant to
the Irish (in case they will not otherwise have
a Peace) anything more In matter of Kill glon,
than what I have alo wed you allready, except
only, in some convenient rarisues, wuore tne
much greater number ar Papists, I give you
power to permitt them to have some places,
Which they may use as Ohapeils for thelre De-
votions, if there be no other impediment for
obtaining a Peace, but I will rather chuse to
Bufler all extremities, than ever to abandon my
Religion, and particularly ether to English or
Irish Kebels, to whlali elTect I have coiuanded
Dlgby to wry t to their Agents that were era- -

hither, giving you power to causeSloyed or suppress the letter, as you shall
Judge best for my services. To conclude, if the
Irish shall bo unworthily take advantage of
xny weake condition, as to presse me to that
which 1 cannot grant with a safe Consoienoe,
and wilhoule 11 to rejact a Peace, I comand you,
if you can, to prnoure a further Cessation, if not,
to make what divisions you ean among them,
and rather leave It to the chance of Warr be
tweene them, and those Forces which you have
not the power to draw to my assistance, then to

my consent to any such allowance ofJive as must evidently bring destruction to
that Profession which, by the graoe of Uod, I
Khali ever maintalue through all extremities.
I know, Ormond, that 1 impose a very hard
Taske upon you, but if Uod prosper me, you
will be a nappy and glorious subject; if other-wal- s,

you will perlsue, nobly and generously,
With and for him who la

your oonstant reall falthfnll Frend,
Cuaklks It.

In marked contrast with the foregoing com-
position, wherein the pathetio and the politio
are so obviously mingled, is the blunt and un
labored epistle that follows. Whatever may
be thought of Oliver Cromwell's sincerity at
certain epochs of his career, there is no room
to suspect this familiar but earnest communi-
cation. It breathes the spirit of the writer's
time, and is essentially the outspeaking of his
nature. Mr. Carlyle has found a place for it
among his gathered Letters and Speeches of the
Protector; but, in hi3 pages, the spelling and
the punctuation have been modernized by the
penman who copied it, or by the printer who
put it into print, and this juxtaposition of old
phraseology, with the lettered mode of to-da-

detracts somewhat from its effect. It is as
though one should paint old Noll in a chim
ney-po- t hat and in trowsers. I reproduoe this
Xettr, therefore, textuiuly from the original,
all the more that it is ia itself remarkable. I
made no note of the condition of the manu
script or in respect to the penmanship; bat
liere are the words writ by Oliver's own hand,

From and after the time when Napoleon
Buonaparte became First Consul, infinite
pains were taken, in all departments of the
state and through many agencies, to destroy
or obliterate every document that bore the
great man's name, spelled as it is here printed.
The n was obnoxious, because it testified
to his Italian origin, of which it was con-

sidered desirable to leave no record. Mr. Old,
however, showed me a letter from Napoleon to
the citizen Berlier, dated "Antiber, Prairial,
l'an 2," with the extremely rare signature
Luouapartc.

Againe, the flatterers of the living Emperor
of the French have taken pains to set aside an
impression possibly malicious that his ma-
jesty's grandmother wooed aud won the foun-
der of his dynasty; that is to say, that the
mother of Ilortense made more marked ad-

vances to the rising General, than are usually
considered becoming on the part of her sex.
This, 1 eay, may be all scandal; nevertheless,
here is a little billet-dou- x from the fair Jose-
phine, that has never been in print Lithereto,
and that may or may not elucidate that point.
It is dated the It--t Veutose, aud run3 thus in
tones reproachfully tender:

Au General Bonaparte.
All the world knows the story of Mozart aud

the mysterious stranger; how the unknown
one engaged the composer toawiite him a re-
quiem, paying in advance the whole or a
large portion of the covenanted price; how he
appeared suddenly at intervals, urging the
completion of the work; how the engagement
and the weird manner in which it was followed
up preyed upon Mozart's fragile nerves and
sensitive temperament; how he came to regard
this requiem as his own funeral dirge; and
how he died, nnder this impression, before the
task was iinibhed. The last letter that I borrow
from one of Mr. Old's portfolios, furnishes
convincing proof that there is no exaggeration
in the tale. I do not know to whom it was
addressed, as the superscription and envelope
are wanting. It is in Italian, beautifully
written in a fine clear hand. Several years
ago, Mr. Old allowed a fac simile of it to be
made for the opening number of tne "Auto-
graphy Souvenir," a periodical started in Lon-
don for the purpose of reproducing the most
valuable and authenuo autographs in private
collections, but not carried on beyond a few
numbers. Translated into English, these are
the contents:

Most Honored Sir: I would follow your ad-
vice, but know not how. My head Is trouoleJ.
and I can scarcely compose; yet I cannot rid my
sight ol the figure of tnls unkuown person. I
Bee him perpetually; he requests, solicits. Im-
portunes me for the work. I continue, beo iuse
composing fatigue uieless lhau repose. Besides,
I have nO longer anything to fear. I know by
my own feelings that the hour approaches, and
that 1 must bhorlly breathe my last. I have
finished before i have enjoyed the fruits ot my
talent. Yet life has been so sweet, aud my
career opened before me under such fortuuale
auspices, uut we cannot cuuugu uui ucbuuj,
Mo one measures his own daye; we must there- -

ore be resigned. Whatever rroviuence oraaius
will le accomplished, and now I conclude;
this Is my funeral dirge, I ought not to leave it
unlluished. Mozaut.

Not content with correspondence that throws
light on individual character, or on mooted
historical points, Mr. Old has in ins posses
sion three or lour very valuable manuscripts,
with the mention of which I conclude my
reminiscences. They are, by their form and
bulk, inadmissible into the portfolios of as
sorted letters, though curiously rivalling some
of these in interest. Thus doubly strange did
it seem to me to hold in hand a document
that once belonged to Titian; and that bears
the sign-manu- of Charles V; and well
may Mr. Old pride himself on owning it. It
is a deed engrossed in Latin, upon sheet or
parchment measuring eighteen inches by
thirteen, which after reciting that the Em-

peror had previously conferred upon the artist
a pension oi the same amount grants to mm
an additional annnal pension of a hundred
Bcudi or crowns. It is dated at Augusta m

the modern Augsburg 10 June,
154S; is countersigned by some olliuial person-
age, whose name is not legible; and ha3 sundry
endorsements, ine seal is missing, tnouga
its Dlace is marked. The signature "Carolus"
is in keeping with the text, and hia various
titles are thua recorded in the body of the
deed itself: "Emperor, Imperator Augustas
of the Koman Lmpire, and King of uermany,
Jerusalem, Hungary, Dalmatia, and Croatia,
Archduke of Austria, Duke of Burgundy and
Brabant, Count of llapsburg, Flanders, and
the Tyrol." I confess that I could not but
handle thia precious relio with peouliar reve
reuce not awed by imagiuary contact with
the holder of so many dignities, but by ideal
communion for the moment witn mm who
painted "Peter Martyr."

pitting companion to this ia another parch-
ment sheet, twenty-tw- o inohea by thir-
teen, and also writ in Latin, by
which Philip, the son of Charlea V,
recites the above-mentione- grant, and
contiuuea it to Titian's Bon Horace. This deed
ia dated at Madrid, 4 July, 1571, and is signed
"Yo El Key." It is very much stained and
worn, and the name countersigned on it ia

also illegible. It ia sealed not in wax, but
by a stamp with the royal arms of Spain.

Coming down a century later, here ia some-

thing that brings back at a glance the palmy
daja of alarly and Versailles. Five sheets of
foolscap paper, formally attached together, are
covered by a notarial contract of marriage, and
the names of attesting witnesses. The es-

pousing parties are M. Emanuel de Crassol,
Cemte de Crussol, and J uly Marie de baint
Maure.

The great onea of their time and place, who

approved and appended their recpsctive slgna
tares, are: Loois XIV; Maria Theresa, hia
wife; Ann of Austria, his mother; the Dau-
phin; Philip of Orleans, brother of the King
and father of the future Regent; Henrietta
Anne, daughter of Charles I, and wife of Philip
of Orleans; the Dues de St. Simon, de Noailles,
de Brissac, de Grammont, aud de la Roche-
foucauld; Colbert, Le Telller, and others.
They are about forty in all; and every name
ia associated with the contemporaneous
history of the abounding court-gossi-

of that period. Cannot yoa fany their tickled
pride and swelling importance, as courtier
after courtier was invited to beoome, for the
nonce, identified with royalty f

Lastly, Mr. Old oalled my attention to still
another old parchment manasoript, measuring
twenty-seve- n by twenty --one inches, and very
closely written, that was in stern contrast with
the souvenir we had Just examined. Not
greater is the difference in the relative aubjeot-niatte-r,

than in the characters of those who
took part respectively gay voluptuaries for
the most part in the one, earnest combatants
for religious freedom in the other. The docu-
ment to which I allude is a "Confession
of Faith," signed by leading Scottish
Covenanters, when Charlea I endeav-
ored to impose upon them the Liturgy
of the Church of England. Several of these
protests and exhortations to resistance, so to
say, were signed by prominent nobles and
heada of clans, and were then laid out on
tables in city and village streets for general
signature. Hereupon have signed and pledged
themselves Rothes, Montrose, Cassllls, Elcho,
Home, Montgomerie, Lothian, Wemysa, Fle-myn- g,

Sinelare, Boyd, Drumlangrig, Doudown,
Forrester, Eglintou, Balmerino, Dalhousie,
Conpar, Eraser, Balcarres, and many another,
in handwriting legible and illegible.

Enough. From these few specimens, the
reader will have perceived how wide ia the
range that lies open to the collector of auto-
graphs. He may, perhaps, not wonder that
Mr. Old'a collection ia iamoua in the small
circle of experienced amateurs.
