ROBBERY.

$12,000 Btolem from the Sam Framclsco
Mint.

Hhe Alla Ca’ifornian of July 17, says:—

Rome five or =ix monibs since another defal”
eation or swindle was discovered in Lthe sub”
treasury department at the mint in this city:
It was found that the Government had lost
some $12,000 by an fogentons system of frand.
An outside broker would buy *‘low bare," that
is to gay, bars of low grade gold, suy six huan-
dred or seven huudred tine, aud deposit them in
the mint for coinage. The computing eclerk in
the sub-tressurer’s office would then make his
returns on the bars at o higher grude, say eight
bundred and upwards, aud by collusion with
otlier parties, as is supposed, cortificatos of peeny
representing  considerable more  thun the
actunl amouat deposited would be issued to the
broker, and by him sold,

To do this quite a cemplicated system of alte-
rations and false entries was required, but the
ciuge of the dedeit was well covered ap lora
long time. The broker aud Mr, Bil), the com-

uting clerk, were indicted, and the latter,
enving big bond=smen in the lurch. left for the
Enst. Marshal Rand followed him East, but the
fugitive doubled on him and returned here some
two weeks since, Yesrerday It was ascertaived
that he was concealed in this city, and Deputy
Murshal Worth, Captain Lees, and Detective
Fuller found bim st the Vernon House and ar-
rested him. The trial will probably now take
place immediately.

A serious affair, having somewhat the charac
ter o1 a regnlur row, occurred last night shortly
alter 8 o'clock, at Front aud Waluut steets, Tue
hour ot 9 1o the evening slways bripgs to that
section ot the city comparative qilet. The
plices of business sre all closed; the very lights
of the Iampe are gloomy—esecmingly dim. Un-
like the more crowded streets near by, where
both citizgens and officers congregsale in nun-
bers, the neighborhood ol the streets mentioned
is almost destitute of the tirst, while the latter
ure but rarely seen together, and wre stationed
at intervals rather remwote. Winle walking
there you instinetively grasp yonr cane with
lilrm hold, and are wary of corners and narrow
alleys,

AE policeman James Camne, of the Third Dis-
trict, wus pattolling there ot the time stated, be
encountered 4 womun, A word or two of salu-
tavion pessed between them as they passed, At
this juncture a man approached, nddredsed a
remnrk to the womaan, aod, without further
warning or sny provoeuwion, canght her by the
throat and struck ber tu the fnce. The pollce-
man witnessed the blow—heard her ory, sud at
once hastened to interfere. Seizing the man he
aeked him the cause of his attack, With an
onth the other made reply that il he was ot re-
leascd he would strike bas captor,

Nothing duunted, the ofticer, an old soldier, o
man of powerful apd athiletie irnme, determined
pnow to arresttbe fellow. e was just tightening
his hold when Lo was surrounded by a party ol
gome Oitecw or twepnty men, evidently the comn-
panions of Lis prisoner, He did not hear their
comipg—they appeured o & body—and must
have been lurking close at Lund., This was on
Waulnut street, between Front and Water, 1n-
stanlly o fight ensued, The prisoner was torn
from the officer’s gra<p, auvd he himeelf was
knocked down,  Almost defenseless, lying upon
the ground, he et made such resistance as he
could with his billy. OF hutle avald; that poor
slick, they jnmped uponu bim, kicked bim, aod
stabbed hun, A severe cut waes inflicted under
his right arm, suother across his breast,

Wounded, n8 he was, atded by the darkness,
be munsged to eruwl irom under their feet, and
gel upon the ouiskiris ot the balf-drunsen,
riotons crowile  Rising (o his feet he azain
went gt them.  Commiugled smoog themselves,
wuny upon oue, they fwled to notice him At
frst, and struck, for a time, wildly at each
other. Camac alsy sazseeeded 1 knocking
down some three or four of the fellows,

Reserve Officer Jumes D, Howley, hiearing the
clamor, hurried up, but onty 1o recelve treat.
went stwilar to that which Camae recetved,
He was lkewlee felied to the eround several
times, and, although he had his loaded pi-tol in

| his hund, such was Lhe contusion nnd press thut
| betore he could use i, the borrel was broken

from the stock. He made his milly do good ser-
vice, however and mansged to keep the crowd
at bay until the arrival ol Officer Willism Blan-
ford of the Third Distriet, and Ofizer H, P.
Hupter, of the Hurbor Police,

The former of them was strack in the head,
the latter, ng the lellows were beginning to be
frightened at the rapid coming of the police-
men—and were dispersing, escaped withoat

wuuludn were yery eerious, but not necessarily
fatal,

The healthy condition of his bm]ly aopd his
powerful constitution will, in «ll lkeihood,
eive hias lite. The doctor also said, however,
tnat it would not be advisable to admil the

¥iis Visit to His Old fiome,

The President of the Galenw Bank, writing to
# relative in Boeton, gives the following account
of Geveral Grant's reception In Galena, on his
retarn from Colorado, and of his deportment
among the friends of his former home:—

‘‘General Grant is here, quietly spending a
fortnight in his home. I sent yon a paper
contalning an account of his reception. The
reception was epontanesus and informal, but
ﬁenninu and hearty. At the serenade at his

ounee it was not expected that there would be
any speaking, but the erowd called gome of ue
ont. I was taken entirely by surprise, baot
could not back ont, as [ was standing on the
porch near the General, and had to say a few
words, Heisin fine Lealth and spirits. He
wallks about town every day in plain citizens’
dress, the most unpretending man in the

lace. He spent most of the forencon to-day
sitting with us in the bank, He s one of our
stockholders. In private heis very social, likes
& joke and enjoys company. He reads the pa-
pers diligently, keeps himsell posted, and has
a pretty good idea of the political situation.
On Bunday he and hig wife and family walkad
to the Methodist Church, about hall a mile,
instead of riding in & carriage, as most great
meén would bave done; and this, too, when
his friends have placed horges and oarringes
at his disposal whenever he chooses to call for
them. Dut heis a radical Democrat in the
true sense. If the good people who are dis-
tressed by the stories told by his enemies in
regard to bls habits could ouly look into that
olear, calm, serens, and candid face for a fow
moments, they wounld say that its wearer
could not be a man of bad passions or vicious
babits. It is astonishiog how such slanders
of public men, if persistently repeated, will
come to ba believed by their political oppo-
nents, aud by and by even perplex and dis-
tresa their friends, The ounly really bad
thing his enemies say of General Graut is—
that he drinks.
