Disraeli and the English Aristocracy.
Nomrerous as are the humiliations to whioh the
aristooracy of England have of late been sub-
jeoted, we oan conceive none more mortifying
than their present position in being led by Me.
Benjamin Disrasli, the younger. Formerly
they were constrained to sanbmit to the yoke
of Canning; but he was a man of transcendant
ability, and had been always consistent, having
entered political life as a follower of Pitt, and
remained 80 to the last, thongh he had the
merit of becoming Liberal in his age, as that
great gtatesman really was in the ontset of his
oareer. Next they wera led by Peel; but Peel
was the son of a millionaire, and became popu-
But Disraeli,
the gon of an old Spanish oigar seller, possesses
no such merita., Entering life as an attorney’s
clerk, be was long noted for his ultra-repab-
lican, evem regicidal opinions. The noted
Bcotoch money-gambler, Joseph Huome, was
the first individual under whose sanotion he
attempted to gain entrance into Parliament,
and, it must be added, that possessing a mind
of ocongenial baseness, he remained on the best
of terms with that vile political pedlar to the
last. But Daniel O'Connell, under whose patron-
sge he next attempted to enlist himself, dis-
covered his true worth, and contemptuounsly
cast him off in terms of indigoant dis.
dain whioch will mever die. BSuaddenly veer-

| ing round to the opposite extrems, Disraeli
| then entered Parlisment as a red-hot Tory

through the medinm of the wealth of Wynd-
bam Lewis, E:q., whose companion he bacama,
in two or three successive Parlinments, as
representative of the borough of Maidstons, in
the county of Kent. Mr. Lewis dying shortly
afterwards, Mr. Disraali sucoaseded in obtain-
ing possession of the heart and the vast for-
tune of Mra. Lewis, thus raising himself to a
position of great wealth and influence.

It must, we repeat, bs mortifying in the
extreme for the British nebility to be led by
an adventurer such as this, for he has not
even the merit of being faithful to his creed,
haviog renounced Jadaizm when it stood in

his way, just as mechanically as he abandoned i

his former republican and regicidal opinions,
No one now professes to be a more devout
believer in the Thirty-nine Articles of the
Church of England than Mr. Benjamin Dis-
rasli, and no one, we will venture to say, more
intensely langhs in his sleeve at their absur-
dity, if indood he uoderstanda thom at all.
His attitude at the outset of the late Parlia-
mentsry session we were disposed to l.dmiru'
inasmuch a8 he wundoubtedly possessed the
right of remaining in office against the hostile
decisions of a Parliament not chosen by him-
self, until the supplies of the year were voted;
snd the conduct of the Queen in sustaining
him in this respect was perfectly constitutional
and justifiable. But nothing oan exceed his
rapacity and meanness of apirit in retaining
office in the face of the majorities after the
gupplies were voted, and the majority will in
all probability have bitter reason to regret the
uncongtitutional support they have since
given him.

Disraeli’s conduot in opposing the reform of
the Irieh Church is, of course, wholly hypo-
oritical. At heart he cares just as little for
the Irish Hestablishment as he does for the
English; and it is notorious that hs is of no
religions principle at all, though of late we see
it stated in an English newspaper, that he has
been pleased to give in his adherencs to Uni-
tariapism. Mr, Benjamin Disraeli's religion,
however, ig of that accommodating principle
which suits best with the condition of his
breeches' pocket, and if Mahomedanism or
profession of the dootrines of the late
Joanpa Bouthoote were more likely to
fill that receptacls he would undoubtedly
adopt them. Imbued with rapacity, Mr. Dis-
raeli will unquestionably retain possession of
office and itz emoluments uantil he is signally
kicked out, even although he has to sup-
port the enormity of sustaining a Church
maintained by money extorted from the poor-
est and most suffering people under the sun,
and of upholding bishops and other such
church dignitaries who are to ba found at
every watering-place in Epgland, never visit-
ing their flocks at all unless for the purpose of
fleecing, or rather flaying them.

But we trust there is still virtue enongh
remaining in England to defeat this nefarious
design, and that the new oconstituencies which
have just been called fnte being will have pa-
triotism sufficlent to induce them to stand aloof
from bribery and resist Mr. Disrasli'a “No.
Popery'' ory. All depends upon their honesty
and gelf-restraint. If they have courage
enongh to refuse the money that will unhesi-
tatingly be offered them, Disrasli will be
ejeoted from power, and thig is a consumma-
tion devoutly to be wished for. If they do not,
they will simply involve their country in new
difficnities, and themselves in additional de-
bagement, to be terminated only by that ruin
and revolution which shall sweep all away,

That & crisis in the fortunes of Eogland is
approaching has long been evident. Fully
twenty years ago that profound and sagacion’
observer, the late Prince Metternich, re-
marked, on his arrival in Brighton: “The
English aristoeracy have yet au sovount to
settle with the people of England,” and sach
conduot as that of this persevering adventurer,
Disraeli, can bave no other effect but to acceles-
rite the approach of the reckoning day. It
almost iveplres one with feellngs of pity to find

of William the Conqueror, of the Hanrys, the
Edwards, and other sovereigus of Eagland
should be led to their ruin by a cold-bleoded,
beartless, and unprincipled man, whoss only
aim is money, whose role objeot is sell.

Ingh position, and can point back proudly to
what it has sccomplistied, and forward hopefully
to what it may still perform.

A careful evamivation of the system parsne )
und the work accomplished has thoroughly im
pressed us with its admirable adaptation of
meaus 1o ends. The course is severely logical,
Not an hour is epent, not a line is drawn, that
does not tend direcly to the aim in view:
Thiough a skillully and thoughtfully arranged
plan, there is produced a thorough sequenca of
studies leading from the s'‘mple mecbhanical
accuracy of drawines from the “flat,” through
outhnes from the “solid,” to the mystery of
shadivg, until the pupil by easy stiges reaches
a skill that mokes ber capable of fairly and
jwstly reproducing with her pencil the sublime
hines of antique scalpture,

This “productive ayetem™ s carricd out in
every departmeut, as well a8 in the enlire plan-
The landscape studies, similarly urrungel, pre-
seut & corlous and interesting progression from
the simplest elements of a *‘scene” lo the most
coniplicated eyolvements of au extended **view.”

The undercurrent of thought which bas
prompted this work and rendered it so complete
is the grand \des of the industrial elevation of
woman, Nooe ol that mere prettiness and pet-
tivess of execution toe which the sex has been so
long restricted, is bere inculeated, but that
wholesome, vigorous study which gives the
pupil & full understanding of her work, and
especially of its application to the industrial
1equirements of the world,

Nowhere through the scheme is the progres-
sive idea more distinetly visible than in the
method adopted in the l.ssons in design. The
practicsl idea of a form suited to some slmple
adornment for an oil-cloth, for lustance, is pro-
posed, and some simple moditication of a com-
mon geometrioal figore adyised as athemeo for
the lively fancles and nimble fingers of the
students, The most casual observer could not
fail to te attracted by the ingevulty with which
an added or detracted angle, or tha substitation
of acurved line for a straight ove 1s mude to
produce an sgreeable and appropriate design.
and to lead tbhe fsncy of the pupll into a pro-
gressive series more and more complex.

Colors, their sigviflicance, valae, and relations
are also studied In similar fashion, aud the
charts reveal many of the beautifal mysterie®
and wonderful effects prodaced hy artistic
adjustment and juxtaposition,

The adaptation of art to practical pursuits.
such as wood engraving, lithography, and de-
signing for wall papers, culico printing, carpets,
etc,, 18 the recoguized sim of the institution;
but the course is #o thorough that it would be
a belp, and not A hindrance to the pursait of
the higher ranges of art proper. Tue historic,
landscape, or porirait painter, could not in
after tiwe look back with regret on a siugle
lesson as belng s useless expenditure of time,

The admission of women into the useful pur-
suits so specially adapted to thelr taste, delicney,
and ingenuity, now only awaits their eduecation
for the work, and we are glud to chronicle the
guccess of an institution so efficiently directed
to the furtherance of this branch of study.
