Second., The man or person agniost whom no
open or particular set of rebeliion, secession,
dislosaity, or Soathern sympathy is known or
can be brought, but whose associations dariog
the fliebzliton were mostly, il not eotirely and
altogether contined to and were altogetber with
Rebel:, sccessionists, nud those persons whose
feelivgs, opinlons; and sentiments and sympa-
thy were kuown, and believe ), and understood
to be for ana wita the Rebell.on, cannot nor
will be registered as qualified voters, unless he
removes, beyond a doubt, by competent evi-
denee requized by rwie b of these lustructions,
the presumption of disloyalty raiscd aguiust him
by such associaticus und the compuny bhe kept
during the war.

Third. Young men who have become of age
gince the closing of the ln:t gencral regisiry
made in 16866, and whese as-ociations, connecs
tions, sud avtecedents are, and were Rebuls,
disloyalists, Foutliern sympathizers and rebel-
Hous o feeling and sentigient, can no' nor will
not be registered as qualified voters, unless they
remove, beyond n doubt, by the competent
evidence required in Rule 5th of these 1ostrue-
tions, the presumption ol \
gpa net them by beluy 8o conuecled or assio-
1nted,

i Fourth. To establish his right to be registerad
as a qualified voter, the person presenting him-
gelfl beore Loe Bonrd of Hegis'ration must
prove, beyond a doubt, by the competent eyi-
derce required in Rule Gth of these iustractions,
that he 8 not nor never has heen guilly of any of
the sets specited in rbe Constvution of the
Btute of Missouri aod the Reelstration law,

Fifth. The comypetent evidence spoken of In
the foregoing rules, aund which you will impera-
tively require, in establisbivg the right ol any
one to be registered as s quuelitied yocer, is, auda
must, sod shall be, men who were unconditional
Umon men trom toe vecinmng to the end ot the
war, and who were openly and publiels known
to ve aud recognized asuctive, uncompronnsing,
uncondivonal Upion men from the wmception of
the Rebellion to s close, and who have since
the suppression of the Rebellion demeaned
themeselves a8 active haters and opponenta of
the Itebel eause, snd who have not united and
afliliated pohiically with Rebels, secessionista
and Southern symuuiblizers gmce the putiing
down of the Rebellion,

Seventh, Tagine su onth that a person {8 not
nor never bhas been -.zum_r ol any ol the acts or
aisqualitientions =peeiued in the Constitution of
ine State, shull vo. be conclusive evidence of
his loyslty, nor swoearng that he has never been
disloyal «r sympalbized with the Soutn, shall
not be conelueive evidence of his right to be

The New York Tribune’s Washiogion corre-
