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The Peace Question In
nntd Spadn,
Fromihe N. Y. Herald.

By one of onr Iatest oabls despatolhies wa are
made awars that a prominent member of the
reigning houss in Hpain has been sent to
Paris on a most {wportant missfon. Ths
Prince Girgenti, by birth and by his recent
marriage a prominent member of the honse of
Bourtou, has arrived in Parls. Hia mission,
it {2 gald, is to assure the Emperor Napoleon
that in the event of his engegivg in & war
sgainst Prossia Spain wonld undertake the
gnardianship of Rome and the Holy Fathar,
on condition that the Emperor will bind him-
gelf to protect Queen Isabelln and her throne.
If troe, it §8 & fauny proposal. From one
point of view it iz ridiculous; from another

ofut of view it is full of meaning. Qasen
sabella cannot maintain her own position;
therefore her promise of assistance to France
is absurd., Buot Queen Isabells, maintaived on
her throne, will lend all her halp to Feanow,
Therefore her proposal to Frauce js deeply
suggestive.

What is the lesson ? It is naither mora nor
leas than this:—that Karope does not believe
in the peace intentions of the French Govern-
ment. Spain, the most helpless and the most
neady of all the Earopean nations, has nol
been able to keep gilence any longer. Trem-

bling for the immediate fature, 1t seeks in '

advance—and, therefore, betrays the situation
—to make the beat terms possibla with
Franoce. It is no business of ours what rancs
may do with Spain.  We have again and again
told Napoleon what he shonld do with that
country; but the present movement of the
Spanish Government is proof suflicient that,
so far as Spain is judge, Karops iz on the eve
of a great war.

We have no hesitation in repeating wha' we
have said before—that the necessity of Franoce
and the wellare of Kurops equally point
to an early and terrible war., [rance, whioh
periodically must let off a certain amonat
of blood, has reached that stage once again
in her history when she must either have
civil war or a flerce struggle with one or more
of her neighbors. Miohelet, in his excellent
history of France, says that his conntry needs

eriodical bloodlstting, and that if it has it not
ome way it must have it in another. The
time for such bloodletting ssems again to have
arrived, and it is not difficult to ses whick of
the two ways is more to the advantage of the
present ruler of France. A foreign war, if a
civil war is to be avoided, has become an abso-
lute necessity to France—a necessity felt
equally by the people and by the Government.

The welfare of Europe is equally concerned
in this matter. War burdens are bang borne
by all the nations. The fear of war is felt te
be n heavier tax on industry and capital than
war itself. Mattera have reached a point at
which there must be either war or general dis-
armament. Of the two war is infinitely the
more probable. Whether we shall have or
shall not have war will depend very much on
the course which the elsotions now in progress
shall take in Franca, If the early symptoms
are unfaverable forsign war must be con-
gidered certain. Nupoleon is bent above every-
thing else on establishing his dynasty. Rather
than fail without effort he is prepared for any
struggle and for any resnit. Wa leave it to
Napoleon to do what hs may with Bpain. Ha
is already master of tha south of Europs. His
difficulty—and the difficulty is not a slight one
—ig with the North.

The Legal Tender Acts

There are strong reasons for belisving that
the act making United States notes a lawfal
tender for the payment of debts, is legally in-
congistent with the Constitution. While the
Congstitution expressly forbids any Stlate to
make anything a legal tender except gold
and silver, it does not confer the power to do
g0 npon Congrees. Nordoes such power seem
to be incident to any of the other powers ex-
Ereuly oonferred upon Congress. If, then,

ongress has no powers except those enu-
merated in the Constitution, and those which
are pecessarily incident to these, will it not
follow that it cannot pass & Legal-tender aoct?

A cage direotly involving it is now pending
in the Bopreme Court of the United Siates.
The argument was postponed at the last term,
for some reason mnot publicly anuonnved; but
the case musat probably be heard and decided
next winter, If the decision be that the act is
wvoid, what will be the eifaot of it npon the
rights and obligations of debtors and ore-
ditors ?

It is & mistake to suppose that such a daci-
gion will snddenly unsettle the basiness of the
country. BSome have supposed that ix would
destroy our banks, drive all debtors into
bankruptoy, put a stop to trade for want of a
metallic currency, and imperil ths ultimate
solvency of the Government. Dut there is no
reaton to apprehend such evils from it.

Iu Great Britalo specle payments ware sng
pended during nearly the whole of the firat
quarter of this century. The suspenczion was
an act of the Baok of Eagland, sustained by
an “*Order in Conneil,” which had nonw of the
force of law, aund follewed by all the baunks of
the kingdom. Parliament at varions times
recognized the state of suspensien by law; bat
smud no legal tender act. The ourrency was

epreciated at times almost as muoch a3 our
money i8 now; but the force of paublic opinion
was found strong enough to regulate trade,
and the notes of the Bink of Esgland were
everywhere pald and recsived as the money of
the nation, until the resumption of specie
payments.
ere the Legal-tendar act repealed by Con-
ress to-day, there is no doubt that trade and
guninans, the borrowing and lending of monsy,
and the payment of debts wonld go on as now.
Custom and publio opinion would regulate the
ourrency practically, and quite as well as law
regulates it now. The chisf change wonld ba
in this, that contracts made for coin counld
then be enforced acvording to the intention of
the parties. Dorrowess of gold, or purchasera
of goods for gold, or bankers with whom gold
deposits are made,or trastees into whose handy
gold assets fall, wounld no longer ba legally
encouraged and protected in cheatlng the trus
owners of one-third of their money, Why
should a decision that the law is unoonatitn-
tional do more harm thau ils repeal !

Buch a decision will necessarily be limited
in its Era.uliu;l effects to debts contracted
before the passage of the Legal-tender act, and
to debts since contracted which were unnder-
stood by the parties to bs payable in coin,
The old debts of the Biate Governments, and
the old mortgages upon railroads and upon
real estates in private hands, make up the
largest part of the debis where valus wonld
be changed. The currency in common nse
wonld continne to ba United Btates nolss,
and Dank notes exchangeable for thess; but
carefal debtors wonld insert a saving clanss in
their obligations specifying that they should
be payable only in the promisiory notes of the
nation. Dounbtless the eifect on publio opinion

of euch a declsfon from an authority 8o high
as the Sopreme Court would be greatly to |
increags the. anxiety for a return to spacle

payments. Buosiness wonld be gondnoted with
prester yrodence, expendiure made mord
veonotuical, aud ipstead of quoling gold at &
preminm we shonld thencaforth honestly guote
Government paper at a dizconnt.

No change would be wronght, sava fn the
direction of justios. Where all basiness has
twen transacted for years in a currency daily
flnvtoating in value, no eqoitable adjunstment
is porsible; aud until we finally retarn to
specie s gambling slament mast pervade it all,
Fat with respeot to debts contrasted bafors
1802, there j& no doubt nor difcalty. They
are due in gold onin, snd il is glnply making
rovbery lawful to contiune the law which
mnkes them pryabla in paper. The return to
honest principle in this matter cannot be long
delayed.

One ourfens reanlt will be the effsot npon
railway stock. Many railronds owe mortgages
contracted many years ago; and ag the our-
rency has depreciated, the amonnt of the in-
debtedness Lias diminished, that their
stooks have advanced rapidly. For exampla,
snppose a raflway worth in all 220,000,000
had, in 1861, & morigage debt of §15,000,000,
snd a stock of 10,000,000, This stock was
then obviously worth 60 per cent. Bat gold
advaociog to 200, the mortgags dubt was then
worth but §7,500,000 in gold, nndar the Legal
tender act. The rest of the property, or
£12,600,000 in gold, was then reprasentsd by
the stock, which beoame apparently worth 125
in gold or 250 in currency.

Homething like this happened to many rail-
ways, What did the directorsa do? Almost
uniformly they issued new stock; doubling, at
leagt, the ecapital. Our supposed stock of
#10,000,000 1hus becomes 20,000,000, atill
worth 2120 onrrenoy per share. Dat let the
Legal-tender act dizappear. The morigage
again becomes £15,000,000 in gold, The re-
maining £5, 000,000 in gold of the value of the
road I8 represented by 320,000,000 of stock,
the ghares being, therafors, worth twanty-five
per cen', in gold, or say thirty-five in car-
rency, This, or gomething like this, must be
the experfence of our now inflated market for
many railway stocks, at some future day.

As for the Btate Governments, which bor-
rowed gold and have taken advantage of the
Legal-tender act to pay their interast in depre-
ciated paper, they can wall afford to return to
gold payments, aud onghi not 1o wait for the
Supreme Conrt to tell them so. It is a doty
which New York owes to her own houor and
integrity to follow the example of Massachn-
eetts in this matter, aund to pay all arrears of
interest in coin.
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The South Carolina Address,
From the Washington Natlonal Intelligencer.,

Wa publish to day the address of the Demo”
oratic Asgociation of Charleston, South Caro-
lioa, to the negroes. [t will commend itsslf
alike to the white peopls and to the colored
peopla North and South. It is dignified, calm,
temperate, dispassionate, full of practical com-
mon sense, aud of practical suggestions, It
differs from the ordinary appeals of the radi-
cal revolutionists in the fact that it contains
nothing to stir np passion, It is purely such
a talk as the ul" masters of the deludad
negroes in the Sonth are deilyin the habit of
addressing to thew, showing them what 1a for
their own good, and advising them against
those who would stmply play upon their igno-
rauce to use them for the worst purposes,

Such appeals, free from passion or memnce,
are intelligible even to these negroes. They
are already begiuning to nnderstand that the
carpet-bag fraternity that has swarmed in the
track of the IFreedmen’s Burean are almost
invariably cheats and swindlers. Under the
pious garb of religion or the specions cloak of
radicalism, these gentlemen have approachsd
the freedmen of the South with abnadant pro-
mises, never intended to bs fulliiled, and
have cheated them not only ont of their votas,
but also of their substance. They have lived,
and fatted, and elimbed into office by the aid
of the negroes thay were pretending to serve.
They have been found ont. The excitemant
and passion of the first exnberant feslings of
freedom have passed away, and the negroes
bhave been compelled, by stern necessity, to
ask themgelves, ““How are we to sohsist ("
The upaveidable avzwer has decided their
vonrge, The earpet-bag adveulurers are of no
nga to them, except to make their broad
shoulders and empty stomachs the stepping-
gtones to pleces of profit and politieal power.

We wish the Hepublican stnmp orators
would congent 1o learn & lésson of candor from
the speakers on the Democratie side. Haraly
& Republican gpeech is made in which Gover-
vor Beymour 15 mnot represented as a traitor
and an abettor of the New York riots. Bat,
on the other hand, the Democratic speakers
treat General Grant with marked courtesy and
forbearance, Mr. Pendieton in his speeches
in Maine, and Mr. Church in his recent
speech in this State, are congpicnons examples
of the practice generally followed by those
who have addresged public meetings on the
Democratio side. Even General Blair, who
has been the target for g0 muooh Republioan
abuge, kas not bsen provoked futo retaliation,
and bas mever spokem of Grant in a tone of
nonkindpess. But so nniversal ia the outpour-
ing of calumny on the other side, that even
Mr. Deecher, clergyman as he is, and bound
by his professisn to be a pattern of that
charity which thinketh po evil, wantonly
acouses the Demoeratio candidate of being not
only a4 traltor, but so cowardly a traitor that
Lis durst not expose himself to the proper con-
sequences of hia treason,

T'his mode of conducting the canvass tends
to belittle it into & contest of personal vitupe-
ration, in which the great questions to be
decided are obscured. It is for the interest of
the Republioahs to kesp them ont of view, for
the naked policy of their party will not bear
diseugsion. For them, it is perhaps a good
wode of electioneering to keap up & personal
warfare, with a view to provoke perdonal re-
torts upon their own caundidate, and thos
maintain & wrangle which diverts attention
froms the proper issues of the canvasa. But
for us, it is of vital consequence to conoen-
trale the attention of the couutry npon the
istues, Aside from the great questions of
policy fnvolved in this election, nobody would
copsider CGeperal Grant as s fitter man for
Pregident than Governor Beymour. On the
slmple question of personal qualifioations, the
superiority of Mr, beymonr is 80 manifest that
the thing is not worth discussiog, We might
opnoede that Grant i3 as great a general as the
most ;l_\'('nphanti:’ of his admirers olaim that
he fs, apd the gratuitons copcession wonld
vob belp them at all. It wonld be rather au
argument that he ought to remaio ia his pre-
senpt place, for which he is fitted, than trans-
fetred to anotber for whoss duabieg ha has no
quulitleations.

ITGrant fs oleoted, the Government will be
administersd in the interest of the Repablican
party, #f Seymour ia elested iv will bo ad-
ministered in the interest of the whole cotu.
try. It is & guestion belween expenaive
povernment by force and cheap governmant
by law; batween the céntralized despotism of
the European system# and tha local frewdom
which we inherited from our fathers; batwesu
enthroning barbarism and ignorapcs in tha
Sonthern States or permittiog intelligencs and
civilization to have fnir play. Whether we
are to have a more or alesa oapable man for
Frosident is a bagatelle in oomparison with
the great issues, The ahlest statesman fn the
world conld mot make a cheap govarnmant
snd a contented people on the radical plan.
Auy man of honesly and goed intenlions
could easily restors tranguility wnd revive oni
shattered progperity on the Demooratio plan.
It is proper «nough that in the begioniog of a
canvass, the charsoters of the caondidates
ghionld be keenly scrutinized—but it is a topl:
which is very goon exhausted. It takes but a
little while to fivd out about any public man
all that is worth koowing in his past higtory;
aud as decorum keeps Presidential candidates
in retirement during the oanvass, they furnizh
no new materials ‘or discussion. We snppose
nothing can be said which would masterially
obange anybody's opinion of the personal
character of either candidate until after he
Ling been tried in some new position and fur-
nishes fresh materials for judgment.

Bat the rival policles open questions of the
Iargest extent, which caopnot so soon ba ex-
hansted, They penetrate to the very founda-
tious of our politioal system. Thay raise the
question whether we shall restore or foally
snbvert tha work of onr forefathers whick
made this conntry, forgavanty years, the hap-
piest and most prosperous on esrth —the won-
der and the envy of other nations. The man-
agement of the publio debt, the lightening of
our oppregeive taxea, ihe reduotion of ounr
expensive and mischiavous standing army, the
resusgcitation of our rained shipping and com-
merce, the restoration of the Upion by some
better means than pinning one-hall of it to
the other by bayonets—these, and questions
like these, are wide enoungh in thair seope to
bear constant discussion; and if the publio
judgment can ba Froparly enlightensd in res-
pect to any considerable portion of them, a
great Democratio trinmph is certain.  Personal
discussion was very well in the beginning of
the canvags; bunl now, when the hewy work
of the campaign iz about to open, we need
every day of the two remaining wmonths for
diffusivg correct information on the vital
issues.
