Every instinet and every habltof a lawyer must
be agalnst nn{ comprenensive and sammary
treatment of the matter upon the partloulars
and mcullmi!.leu of which he hns spent alife of
careful and skliful Investigation. “The Irlsh
Chuarceh,” Sir Roundell says, *'i8 not wo muoh;
it s wanted where it is; 1t i usefol where it is;
nobody else wants 11; nobody else knows what
to dowlth IL,"" Why, then, take It away ? Why
wake any change? He seems Lo gaze ab the
doomed heritage with fond professional eye,

* & ¢ The truth I8, ail this reasoning pro-
coeds on AN erroneous estimate of the provinoee
of staleamenshlp—ol the snccesses 1L has Lo alm
at and be content with., No reasonable belng
pretends to hope, or to think it possible, to
BaLlsly elther the Irish people or the Roman
Cutholies generally. Little blame Lo them that
A8 thelr pretenslons arée beyond the range of
possibililles, they never ean be satlsfled. No
reasonable bulng oun expect to be able to ¢lose
the long acoount between us. Thelr ambition
ascends to the tamporal and spiritual dominlon
of the world; and even thougo they would not
avow what they cannot st present hope for,
they wonld find It lmpossible to point
to the goal beyond which they coald
never aspire.

either Adoptin & new unit altogather
for all natlons, or one of the
existing units by all of them, or n correlation of
all the different nnits, The first plan, of adopt-
ing & plece of five or ten [imlnu of gold as a new
unity, would be impossiole, because It would re-
qulre a ﬁenaral recolunge of ail natlions. The
second plan, that of cooosing one from the ex-

FRANUCE.
M. Thiers on FPoliticeal Conlitions,
From Galignani's Messenger, of Paris, August 25

Some sensatlon was caused on Saturday even
Ing by seelng iu the Palrie an article strongly
reprobatory of politioal coalitions, bearlng tne
signature of M, Thiers. Every one asked by
what extraordinary concatenation of clroume
slances the honorable gentieman had been in-
duced to return as a leader writer to the Paris
press, and sl more, how he had declded
Lo select the journal in guestion as the me-
dium of his commanlestion with the pub-
lle. After a moment's conslderation, as neither
eventually appeared at all probable, the con-
clusion was come o that the article in
question, If really written by M. Thiers,
must have been publshed in the olden
time, when he was not far advanced In his
career, and that it had been exhumed by the
Pairie and again given Lo the world without a
word of explanation—a course of p ing
always highly objectionavle, as it might have
the effect of misleading some stray readers,
Our contemporary now feels the inconveni-
ence of what It has done, and finds itself uader
the necessily of giving explanations respeoting
its mystification, It does so in these words:—
“We are asked whether the article by M.
Thiers on politioal coalition I1s new., We hasten
to reply that it is not. The opinion of M,
Thiers on the subject, as given in the lines
quoted by us, does not date from yesterday.
The nonorable Deputy for.the Selne wrote {n
that strain about thirty-seven veard ago, con-
cernlpg the ‘shamefol' alllances of which
the election ot Grevy has been
the resull, Thirty-seven years! That is
a long time, some lll-nalured persons
will say, M. Thiers has probably changed his
mind since then, Besides, they will add, he
might be the enemy of coalitions under the
fovammem of July,and cease to be so under
ne ilmperial regime, We reply that M, Thiers
has oftened denled those charges of mobllity
of 1deas andof convicllons., He certalnly thinks
at present as hedld In 1581, when he wrote a
@nmphlet entitled “The Monarchy of 1830,

hen he defended less the Government than a
political dootrine which has not slonce grown
old; he opposed less an exceptional sltaation
thau n growlog iImmorality. {s opinlons will
therefore have for those persons who respect
the character of M, Thiers as much forece and
valoe In 1865 as In 1881, We trust that it will
not be bis frlends who will ecniradiot us,

The government organs, and especlally the
France, are addressing urgent exhortations to
the conservative parlr. conjuring the liberal
monarchists not to give any ald to help the
demoeratie eandidates; they rebuke the teme-
rity and carelessness of that party, and display
before thelr eyesa the plelure of demagogleal
efforis again disturbing the bases of the soclal
pyramid, The France, two days back, published
an article the title of which alone wounld cause
consternation to the well disposed, namely,
“Vive la Republigue!” That journal, in the
course of it, saldi—Ah! you oppose the Pre-
fects! you dare to clalm necessary libertles!
You do not desire that the government, by se
lecting eandidates, should spare you the trouble
of selecting! Well,short sighted conservatives,
after baving commenced a8 in 1847 by the cry
of “Reform forever!” you will end, as 1n 1348,
by that of *Vive la Republique!”

The &iecle now replies in these terms Lo the
above:=Our contemporary writes so wilbhout
thinkiog that Intelllgent conservatives might
easlly send back the lesson to lwself.

TENNESSER.

The Huo-Kinx Ontrages—Roport of the
Investigating Commitiee,

The Committee appointed by the Tenuessec
Legislnture to investigute the outrages anld
murders by the Ku-Klunx Klau, and to ascertuin
the necessity tor the passage of the Militia bill,
to give armed protection to all citizens from
farther depredations, have recently made their
report, It confirms the worst stalements In
regird to the condition of affairs in Tennessee,
and aays that therehins béen one murder a day
for the past six monthe, The report wounld dll
eight columps of Tue Evexmwe Teveenara, and
we are forced, by reason of searcity of room, to
give the following summary and réecommenda-
tion of the Commitice,

Your committee regrel that the limited time
at their disposal has prevented them from glving
to the subjlect matter referred to them a more
complete and thorough examination.

The number of ontrages which have been per
petrated in many countles of Middle and West
Teunessee, during the past tow months, have
been 0 numerous, and of such an aggravated
character, as almost baffles investigation. In
these counties a relgn of terror exists, which is
&0 absolute in its natore, that the best of citizens
are unable or unwilling to give free expression
to their opinions, The terror inspired by the
gccret organization known as the Ku-Klox Klun
is s0 great that the officers of the luw are power-
less to execute its provisions, to discharge Lheir
duties, or to bring the guilty perpetrators of
these outrages to the punishment they deserve,
Their stealthy movemen's are generally made
onder cover of the night, and under masks or
disguises, which render tbhelr identideation dif-
ficult, if not 1mpossible,

Added to the scercey which envelops their
operations 1 the fact tost no information of
their murderous acts can be oblaived without
the greatest difficulty and danger in the locali-
ties where they are committed. No one dares
to inform upon them or to ake any measures
to bring them to punishment, becadse no such

one can lell but he may be the uext vietim of
their animosity.

The members of this organization, with their
friends, aiders, and abelrois take special paius
to conceal ull their operations,

The moving principle by which they are actu-
ated, appears to be hoslility to the State and
prational authorities, and in the minds of those
men who have voted for “‘Brownlow” or the
“*Republican ticket,” or 1o be a radical” s the
greatest of crimes,

Your Committee believe that during the past
six months the murders in Teonessee, to sy
nothing of other outrnges, would average one
per day, or one jlor every twentyfour hours;
that in the great mujority of cases they have
been perpetrated by the Klan referced to, and
few, if any, bave becn bronght to punishment,
A number of eouuties in the State are entirely
at the mercy of this organization, and roving
buude of pightly marauders bid defiance to the
cavil aathorities, and threaten to drive out
every mav, white or black, who doesnot submit
to their arbitrary dictation.

To add to the gesersl lawlessness of these
commuupitics, bad men of every description
take advantage of the circumstances surroands
ing them, and perpetrate acts ot violence, from
personal or pecuniary motives, nuder the plea
ot political necessity,

Colored laborers have bren driven from the'r
homes by dishonest land-ogners, in order to
deprive them of their share of (he crops they
cultivated and the wages they have jostly
earned by their labor. Other outrages ol
simiar character are duily committed, aud the
ofticers of the law are unable or unwilling to
prevent or redress them. Your committee are
convineced, irom the evidence before them, that
& recort to vome measures that will correct evils
ol such enormity, Is an ithperative necessity.
The testimony they have taken is but a smnll
purt of the evidenee which might be laiud belore
your honorable body, showing the absolute
necessity which exista for legislative section lor
the prevention and punishment of acts of vio-
lence, for the protecuon of hfe and property,
aud for the due execution of the lays, A lorge
number of cuses brought to the attention ol
yonr committee have been passad o

over un-
noticed, becsuse time and space would not pers
mit thelr investigation. But they are satistied
that no forther evidence I8 necessary to con-
vince every thoughtiul mind that more than

1t civil law and clyvil anthority are not suffi-
clent for the sccomplishment of the purpose in-
tended, military force must be called to thels
nsslstunce, The trst and bighest duty of every
government is to protect its cilizens in the en-
Joyment of their persons and their property,
without regard to their individual or politicnl
opinions, If civil law 15 set at dedance aod its
agents overpowered or intimidated by evil-
doers, It becomes the imperative duty of the
government to call to 1ts nssistance the strong
arm of militury power. Citizens have a right Lo
appeal for protection to the government nuder
wuich they live, and thal government which
refuses to listen to their appenls or to atlord
them that protection to which they arve enti-
tled, is unworthy of the name, and forfeits the
contidence of men of all shades of polltical opi-
plon.

Your committee belieyes that the Governor
should be lpvested with full power to call out
such & military force a8 may be required Lo
secure obedionce to the lnwe, nnd it the calling
out of such u force shall be uecessary, the
responsibiiity will rest upon those who violate
the laws, aud refuse obedionce to the constituted
authorities ot the state. Itls the sworn daty
of the Governor to see that the laws are (aith-
fully execcated, wod tor that purpose ample
means should be placed at hig disposul). Much
s we muy regret that aoy necessity should exist
for eallivg in the aid of the wmilitary force, yot
when all other means fail to secure the end,

A Colored Man Bratally Murdercd,

A Loulsville (Ky.) Courier of the bth, gives
the following:—

Night before last about nine o'clock, a number
of negroes were standing on the corner of
Fifteenth and Magazine sireets, when a soldier
or & man dressed in soldier’s clothes, came up
and asked a colored man by the name of John-
son to Inform him where Alice was, Johnson
told the soldier he did not know, The soldier
then neked Johnson If there was not n negro
ball in the house near the corner, and on 'In-fm,
informed that there was not wsked whore the
ball was hield if it was not in that hoose, John-
son replied that he did not know of any
ball in the vicinity, Tue soldier asked
other questions, and in the course of the
conversation Johnson told him it was noue of
his business, as the black folks did not want
white men to attend their balls anyhow. The
soldier wok offense at this remark, and hard
words passed between them, We are informed
that Johus=on siruck the soldler with a brick or
rock, but thie is denied by Johuson and others,
At all events the soldier swore vengeance apd
wient away. In a short time he was seen re-
turning with & musket or Enfleld rifle, Joln-
son, being aware of his approach, went into the
house, & two-story frame, on the southwest
corner of Fifteenth and Magnzine streets, to
avold & collision. After he bhad entered the
hall, another negro, numed Doe. Ward, de-
scended the stuirway and turned to go in the
same direction that Johnson was going, follo w-
iu;‘: him, and being fgnorant of any danger,

While both were passing throngh the hall the
soldier stepped to the door aund fired, the ball
entering Ward's back, and passing through his
abdomen, entered the left hip of Jolnson, and
came out av the groin, and struck the door I
the rear of the hall.

Steamers Destroyed on the Great Lakow,

The Detroit Tribune gives the [ollo #iug sum-
mary ol disasters to vessels and Joss of lile on
the great lukes: —

“Since the commencement of steam naviga-
tion on these lakes, the disasters of that kind
bave not been a few, while the loss of life hus
been very great, The most eventful of these
occurrences was that of the steamer Erie, a
beautiful craft with & brief and nufortunate
earcer. The Erie was bullt ul Erie, Penusyivania,
in 1848, and commenced plying between Batlulo
und Detroit during the Istter part of that sea-
son. A more beautitul modeled or tinishod
boat hus pever been introdoced on oor inland
lakes, and of good speed; she was six bhundred
\m-eln‘ﬁurllwn. with no cabius above the muin
deck.

In 1846, during the month of Augnst, she
burst ber boiler, cnusing the death of gix per-
sons in Lthe Detroit rver; and in 1841, on the
night of August 9, she becnme a total loss b
tire, off Silver Creck, with two hundred an’
eighty liver. Those that were rescmed were
taken on board the steamer De Witt Clinton,
Captuin A, H, Squire, with muuy of the dewd,
and lunded at Buoffalo the following day. The
Erie wns commanded from first to last by Capt.
I, J, Titus, who was subsequently drowned on
the cosst of Lake Michigun, The next fearful
loss of life by the burning ot u steamer was Lhe
bhoat C, P, Griflith, w Lake Erle, below Cleve
land, Captain . C. Robby in command,

A few days prior to this sad event, the Grif-
fith changed owners at Buaflalo, and left that
port on Sunday morvioe, hiaving on bosrd a
large purty of excursionists, of which number
upwards ol 260 were eltber burned or drowned,
including the captain and bis wife, The steayer
Waushington, No. 2, was buraed off Bilver Creck,
on Juni 1, 1368, with the loss of sixty lives, She
was commanded by Cuptain J. W, Browun, The
proneller Phomix, Caotain B, G, Sweet, bound
tor Chicago, on Lake Michigan, took fire on a
cold might in November, 1846, a short distance
below Sheboygan, and was totally destroyed,
with 100 lives, The steamer Niagars, Captaiu
F. 8 Miller, some years snbsequently met a like
fule, with the loss of upwarde of 80 lives,

Of other steamers which truversed the lakes
in those times, mention might be made, that
sulfered demares or were tolally lost by the
FAWE medns, not omitting the Sea Bird on Lake
Michieap, the enrly part of the present season,
with 100 lives, The Great Western was partially
destroyed by fire at Detroit; the Thames, a total
loss al Windsor; the Little Western at Detroit,
and Oynthia near Malden; the Daniel Webster
nond Bandusky &t Buffalo, also the W, F, P,
Taylor, The Detroit No. 2 was partially de-
stroyed by fire at Newport, The steamer Ver-
million was mtlll{t:iu ed in_the same man-
ner while lying in the dock at Huron, with five
liver.
