“Upon this rests o circular base, forming the
immedate base ol the temple, upon whien is
represented o bas vélief’ composed of thirty-six |
femule figures, liwad 1o baud, symbolieal ot the |
union of the wnfriv-rix states, Upon ths rize the
elght columus ol the temple, supporting n cor-
nice, upon which are inscribed vhe concluding
words of the Emaveiparion Proclamation:—*Aund
upon this, sincerely belieyed o be ao act of jus-
tice, I invoke the considerate judgment of man-
kind aud the gracious tavor of Almizhty Goi.!

“Within the temple a statue of the dead Proesi-
dent rests upon a sarcophagsus, and the foar
mouraivg Victeries, witlh trumpets reyversed,
which gusrd aud surround the whole, record the
great sorrow of the natiou, stricken down at the
moment of proclaimiog its triumpl,”
