regurds It as & military, ns well as s politionl
organlsation, and has evidence that at thelr
mtellnr they dridl for hours, a8 Lhe same men
did while In the Confederate nrimmy, Thelr pur-
poses, as showan by evidence In his session,
ure Loe disfranchisement of the blkoks, and the
ex puision from the State of sil Northera men
who fought tn the Unlon army, who are 1oy
now in sympathy with the Democratie p riy.

Anto the Intentlon of the Rebels o overtiirow
the Ftate Governmen!, the Colonel sald:—

He belleved that Generals Cheatham, Brown,
and Maory, and some others, were sincere In
thelr professlons of a desire to have peace and
order restored. He had not the same oplolon of
Forrest; was detarmined to enforee wthe Fran-
chise Jaws at all hagards; had no lnformation of
an lmportanl scheme to lmport negroes from
Kentoeky to vote the Republliean ticket, and If
such & thing abould be attempted wonld orash
it a8 oheerfully as he would disperse a Ku-
Klux-Kiun,

parties not to have a miiltia force,”

“Would the Governor rather have Federal
troops to ald In enferciog the law, or does he
prefer the State forces ?"

""He would ralher have national tronps.'

“Does the GAvernor ¢ lok that the President
would exscute In good faith any promige he
might make to carry oul the franchise law, and
insure a fair election in 'he Biate 7"

“That he does not know. If the President
should leave General Thomas In command of
the department, he wounld regard It a8 an evi-
denoe of the honesty of his Intentions, but, if
be should remwove Thomas, and send Gordon
Grapger, or some such man, Lo take command,
tbe Guvernor would conslder it an inteniion to
vio ate any &omm, and to Lry to oarry the
Biste for the Democralic party.

“Will the Governor make any effort to pre-
gerve order without ealling out the militla, even
11 the bill now becomes a law?"’

“He will, Itis bls intention to appeal to all
the people, by proclamation, to obey the laws,
und to asgist Iu maintaining order. He 18 re-
golved not Lo call out the millula ooly &4 a last
regort,”

DISASTER.

Phelan & Collender's New York Billinrd
Manunfuectory Destroyed—Loss, 176,000,
This morning, abont 1 o'clook, a fire broke
out in the lmmense flve -story billlard establlsh-
ment of Messrs, Phelan & llender, sltuated
on Thirty-seventh streel, near Tenth aveuue,
and running through the entire block to Tolrty-
sixih street. It was discovered on the first floor
of Lthe bullding near Thirty-seventh streot b
Officer Houghton, who was at that time patrols
ling In the Immediate viclnily. An alarm was
apeedily glven, when a lurge of engines
soon arrived, but not in @ Lo ohook Lthe
Bmgreu of the flames. The fire seemed Lo be
urning slowly throughout the entire floor
when the doors were smashed in, The light
materialsi—billlard tables in readiness for ahlp-
ing, and articles for thelr constractlon—were
n such great quantities everywhere that water
seemed o buve llttle effect in quenculng the
flames. Although the firemen worked with
great asslduity, dolpg hoonor to themselves, the
smonldering demon darted from foor to floor
and st 2 o'clock this morning the three first
were entirely gutted, with a portlon of the
fourth, It seems pecullarly nofortunate that
