Official Report on jthe Earthquake.

WasHinoron, Sept. 14.—Master O. White, of the
United States stesmer Wateree, arrived here this
morning as bearer of dispatehes from Rear Admiral
Turner, communding the South Pacific Squadron,
to the Navy Departmoent, giving the detalls of the
earthiguake, wost of which have already been pul-
lished.

Mr. White left Arlea on August 16, The re¢port
incloses others from Commander GU= of the
Wateree, and Captain Doty, of the Fredonia,

Commander Gillis reports that his vedssl was
foreged on shore st 720 §'. M, Dut one of the crew

is known to have perished, though several are miss-
Ing, they haviug been dont sshore to render asaist

ance and not ﬁ:l\'lng returned, The crew of the
Waterce remuins on board during the daytime, but
as there Is continued recurrence of shooks, the Pe-
ruvian corvette Amerion lyving bromdside almoat
directly In front of her, if another heossy sei should
oceur the Wateree wonld ces wsinly be crushod. Pre-
eautions have bevn tiken to move the officers and
orew on shore at night, Admiral Turner's report
is dated Callso, on board the Powhatan, 20th Aug,
He would sall the next day for Arica, and keep on 4
strong bead of steam while there, so as to be able to
put to sea at o moment’s warning on the approach
of any imminent danger. Admiral Turner hnd an
interview with the President of the Republio on the
20th, and proffered Ns services to thke down provi-
sions, stores and nurses to the extent of the capacity
ol his ship. ) ;

Tlhere ig not n vestige left of the Fredonia, The
Iast seen of her sho was being carried entirely
around the isiand of Alasaran, where she mauast
have been dushed to pleces on its shores. It would
cost more than the orignnl worth of the Watereo to
extricate her from ler l-rv.-cul position, and the
undertaking would probably be ussless. The vessel
is vory much strained but still perfect. The bodies
of Acting Muster Organ, and five of the crew, have
been washed on shore, and Captain Gillis was
making arrangements for their burial. The fol-
lowing only of the offigers and erew of the Fredo-
nin remain alive: Captain G. W. Doty, Paymaster
W. W. Willinms, Passed Assistant Surgeon F. L.
Dobois, Master-at-Arms Charles Seville, Quarter-
master August Tanner. Oaptain Doty, of the Fre-
donla, inform the Navy Department on August 16
he thought It best to remain at Ariea to look out
for the remaing of the crow of that vessel and give
them decent burinl.

It appears from the offieial record that the crew
of the Fredonin consisted of thirteen potty ofMcers
and fourteen seamen, none of whom were natives of
the United States. They wereoriginally from Clina,

Jectors of customs and others: The additional regu-
lations in regard to commerce and intercourse with
forelgn contiguous torritory, dated October 18, 1868,
and on the enme subject dated June 19, 1368,
are amended fn the following purticulars, which
shall be strictly observed and carried cut by all con-
cerned, viz:

Yirst. Any case contalning foreign merehandise,
and senled by the United States consul, vioe consul
or commercinl aﬂunt in foreign contiguons territory,
ahall bo admitted o the privileges granted by such
additional regulations, 1t must appear to the col-
lector of customs at the first port of arrival in the
United States of such case, ete., that the loading of
Buch caees were superintended in person by the
consul, viee consul or commerclal agent, which fact
must be certifled to by sald oMeer in dundruplicate
manifest, under the act of June 10th, 1868, above
referred to.

Second. The foregoing conditions being complisd
with, and seats in the car appearing intact on its
arrival st the frontier post, the collgotor of cus-
toms thereat will allow the car and its contents to
procecd to thelr destination, on the owner, con-

on, John Hilllard Cameron, counsel for the de-
feénee, began by alluding to a ntmuf prejudice ex-
jeting ngaﬁunl he prisoner. Ho aald the evidence
in the oase consistodof thros kinds—eiroumstantinl,
direct and admissions of the prisoner. He pointed
out the danger of rolisnce on the firet, and quoted
nnmerous sxmmples,

He considered the clrpumstantial  evidonoee
browghit forward In the present case a8 wholly un-
relinble, and showed the improbability of the direct
evidence given by Turner and Wade. " Heoeoxaminsd
the evidenes of Lncroix, and showod how improba-
ble it was, and how unlikely he shouw! not have
oon Any one or been sotn, when nambers of people
wire abrond at every turn, and had considercd the
distanee to go after lenving the scene of murder.

He spoke of the admissions aworn to by Qullen,
and cited suthorities to shiow that such admissions
were recolved with great eantion. Such words wero
easlly misrepresonted from Imperfect hearing, from
forgettulness or from malice. He strongly de-
nounced the system of spying kept up on prisoners,
and expresged confidence in the falrness of the jury.
At the close he stated that Whalen had avowed his
innocenon to hlm, and matters luy between him
and his Maker. Tho specch wus very able, and.
Iastod two hours, and produced n great Impression

Mr. O'Reflly, Crown counsol, exprossed satisfie
tion at the remarks which fell from Mr. Cameron
regarding the fairness of the trinl, Tho prisoner
hnd been defended by the best talent in the pro-
vinee, The speech fuor the defence was the ablest
ever delivered. He oantioned the jury not to be
carried away by eloguence, bot judge from facts,

The lewrned counsel sketchod the carver of
Whalen, beginning at Quebee, under the name of
Sullivan; truoing him to Montresl, and showing
bhow he dogged the steps of Mr, MeGee, He re-
viewed the evidence of the various witnesses: re-
ferred to the pistol found on the prisoner, and the
thrents he had made agninst Mr. MeGoe's life. He
showed the condistency of Torner's ovidenes. It
contiined the story of the samoe threats testifivd to
by oiher witnesses. He also referred to the evidence
of Wade, that those men met night after night to
plot the death of Mr, McGeo.

The evidence amd actions showed concpirney.
The conspirators lind not vet been resclied, bt
evitlence bhefore the Crown would track them to
thoir dens. Mr, OV Reilly tenoed the prisoner’s whole
conduct on the night of the murder; hie restloss-
ness while Mr. MedGiee eloquently pleaded she enuse
of his country., When the words “*struck below the
belt"” were used the prisoner shook his hand, peesed
It over his breoust where the pistol was, and noddod
to hiw eontedernte Locroix, an anlettered Fronch-
man, who hnd seen the deod committed. He must
be the greatest gemins that ever lyed to invent
such a stury.,

After u recess the Judge charged the jury, and
the Court adjourned until tw-morrow tw Lewr the
verdict.

Explosion of n Locomotive and Loss of
Life,

RoonrsTer, Sept. 14.—A shocking accident op=
curred in this city this evening, resulting in the
loge of five lives, The locomotive attachied to the
frelght aud nccommodation trisin on the Erie Rail-
rond, when just about to leave the depot, exploded
its boller with o réeport which shook the bLuildings
for & long distance. FPortions of the boller were
thrown a quarter of a mile distant.

The engineor, John Jones, was oiling the angine
when the eatastrophe took place, and was thrown a
distanee from the depot, and died in an hour of his
Injurica. Peter Armburst, & brakesman, whio stood
Lethind the cogine, was Instantly killed, The fire-
man was gitting In the ¢ar, and was thrown upon
one of the cars, hut escaped with slight injury,

Ella Glasgow, aged fifteen vears, who was stand-
ing near the engine, wos instantly killed. Lizzic
Sourne, aged fitteen years, was also séversly tn-
Jured, and saryvived her injuries bt o fow ailnites,
Mury Harvey, nged eluvenl venrs, wis Killed ll_\' the
tiling of the wall of her parents’ house, which was
thrown down by the explosion. Margaret Harney,
another child, wag badly injured, and two other
persons were slightly injured by the explosion.

Disastrous Fire at Gloucester, N, J—De-
siruction of an Extensive Print Works,

A fire broke out, yesterday atteruoon, about 1
o'clock, in the extensive print works st Gloan-
cester, N, J,, belooging to the Gloucester Manu-
facturing Company, of which Mr. David B,
Erown, of this city, is President, and before the
flames could be extinguished the main building,
G0 by 250 feet, and thiee stories high, together
with valuable machivery, finished aad unfinished
goods, and some smaller bulldings, were almost
totully destroyed. _

The flames were first discovered lssning from
a builoing containing log-wood, near or above
the boller-house, and from this the fAre
epread rapidly through the main bailding,
potwithstanding the active effortsof the men
employed in the works, Information was
immediately sent to the Fire Departments in
