The aunouneement of a mission te the Conrts
of Burope from u government whose past iroat-
ment of its relatons with Western nationa hal
well migh onnsed despair in those who had
looked forwsrd with hope, when the trour of
Tientsin was aigued, to the undisturbod develop
met of friendly intércourse with the Chinese
people wni halied here with satfsfiction. The
prospect held out by the ultersuces of the
Americo-Chinese Envoy on his arrival In New
Yorks=that “*Cluna finde that she must come
fnto relationg with this civilization that is
pressing up around her; leellug that, she does
not walt, but comes out 1o you and extends hor
band"—<implying that the Uhionese ralers cou-
uimp\ahtl u step forward in the direction of fal-
fiiment of thelr opligations, contrucied sud un-
contracted, was more than weloomae,

We me interested far beyoud any olher
country in s trade which alrendy amounts to
one hundred milllons sterliug in the year, We
arg alive 1o the lumwense peuedt whick cannol
Iafl 10 accrae to us from the development of
tliat commerce 10 the proportions possible to I;
those propociions menoling, bestdes other things,
the not inglgnificant advaotage Lo U8 As & mauu-
facturing people ot clothing the teeming mil-
Hors of that empire, causing China almost to
aurpass India in worth to us  We harbor no sin-
ister designe on the rights of mther Hovernment
or people. Of this we hava given praciical
proul by the terms to which, o common with
the French Goveroment, we restricted onrselves
when wedicinted at Pekin toe econvention of
1560, Our sole desite s thut the Chigese Goye
ernmwent may not be tem pted to revert azaln Lo
its policy of Isolation and hostility, which It
once fnitly standoned, and thut so Intely ax the
year last nawed, thay we may be spaved furihear
corflier, and our legitimate commerce Lelng
suflered Lo expand In secunity, Ireg from under-
hund interierence, we may gain the opportunity
of eementing by the ties of 4 common lntercst &
niendily alllance with the Chinese people.

For reasons of the above pature, the cordial
roéeption of n mission with & chwracter such as
thnt announced by ite envoy wus puariuteed,
sithough we might, it so minded, have tokan
umbrage st the selection thut hins been made, to
the exclosion of our own countrymen in favor
of an American gentlemnn who does not even
count amoug his quuliications any knowledge
of the lmugunge of the court from which he
comes wccredited, Wader no obhigations to the
United states, the Chinese government is under
obligatious positive and weighty to ourselves;
for, oddly evough, ever since the termination of

oer Iast war in 1860, we have been
doing little elee 1 Chiua than rendering
it #ervice, 8o acting doubiless nonder (he

impression that wo should thus place beyond
question the stncerity of the friendship prof.
tered, From the latter halt of the year 1861 to
1864 we were crushing the Taeping IRebollion,
which there 1s no room for doubt wonld, but for
our asld, bave triumphed. ®ther imporiant
gervices wight be curonicled by which the tot-
tering dynasty obtained a new lease of life. In
establishing 4 (rustworthy administration,
which was ofjour devising, and the assent to
which on the pert ot the wenty powers was due
to our instromentality, tor the collection of the
revenue upon foreign trade, whieh has now

renohed the bigh nunual of 12,700,000 sterline,
and which the Chivese Government, left to its
owu resources, would be utterly ineompetent to
collect, we bave contributed o no mesn degres

to the mamtensoce of & Government long since
bankrupt 1 its exchequer. Henee, it would
bhave exhibited & gracetul appreciation
of such services hLnd {the Chinvse Gov.
ernment made choice of an Englishman with a
knowlcdge of Lhe lunguage iu place of an Ameri-
can without it. Bui, donbiless, the choice is
justified by the objects which the treaty clanses
concluded by the envoy with the United States
discloge, 1ts aim weuld seem to be nothing less
than the reinforeement of the Chinese rulers in
their old sttitude of passive resistance and
unirlendlincss, 1t Is a pity that the foreign
counsellois whom they have at their elbow
thonld baye supplied them with advice so mis-
taken and misclilevous, A retrograde policy on
the part of Chins at this date Is simply out of the
queetion; it 1s at variance with the tendencies of
the age, is condemuned by all the experience of
the pust and can bear but oue fruit—chronio

place in 1844. St more slugaler than this lite-
rary eritielsm s the remark that ‘a nstional
drama and a natwual muosic are takiog their
place as parts of the great social life of the coun-
try.)

The New Bridge at Niagara Falls,

One of the chief objects of interest at Ningars
I'alis this season is the new suspension bridge,
whbich I8 slowly building. This bridge 1= ip-
tended only for carriages and foot passengers,
being too light to be avatiable for railrond par-
poses, pnd 18 much more conveulent tothe town
than the other. On the American side the
lowers are within a few hundred feet of the
I'alls, aud the cables are already SWULYE AOTOss
to corrésponding towers close to the Clifton
Houge, In some respects this bridge 18 more
remarkable than the other. In length it ex-
ceeds It 460 leet, being 1250 feet in the span,
The towers are 105 feer high, aud are bullt 13
fectaparl. Unlike the heavy stone columns o
the lower bridge, they are light wooden trestles,
1m-m_}'-elfl:t feet square ot the base and taper-
ing to the top. hen finished whey will be
roofed and weatherbosrded,

The bridge will bo sustained by two cables,
which were swuvg last winter when the ige
filled the river below the Falls, The lower
bridge is sustained by four enbles. Those of the
new bridge are composed of seven sirands of
twisted steel wire, each mensaring two and
threa-eighth inches in dismeter, which form a
cable nbout pine inches thick, The cnds are
fustened by the new shuckles wvented by Mr,
Hewlett, of Niagara, in 8 manner very different
from that formerly adopted, The strands of the
cable are untwisted at the euds, sud haug
separately from the tops of the towers, Each
15 secured to a sepurate shackle, which looks
something like a pulley with a fixed wheesl,
These are grooved g0 as to hold the cable by
menns of friction, independent of the fastenings
at the ends, it necessary, Tue shackles are of
various lengths, 50 ns to divide the strain as
much a8 possibie, and are secared to & base
firmly planted in beds of masoury eichteen {eet
sqoare. This will probably hold the weight of
the bridge against any ordinary preéssure; and
unless the shght towers are racked and weak-
ened by the lateral motion eauted by the
bigh winds of the winter seuson, It will
probably last us long as the other, The
| lnside messurement of the bridpe will be ten
| feet in the clear, As (hls will barcly enable
currinees 2o paes each other, it is 4 wonder that
an additional two feet were not added when the
‘ cables were swuny,

The work of building the bridge was begun in
May, 1667; nnd i1ts completion was promlsed

English Books abont Enssin.

In a notice of Mr, G. 1. Lowth’s **Around the
Kremtio,” just putiisbhed in London, the Speota-
tor spys:—"In the Public Library at Bt. Peters.
burg a egpecial compartment e reserved for
bnofn written about Huossin by forelgners, Thore
it is ensy to form a tolerably correct iden in a
few duys of the reports on Russian mavvers and
sustoms which Western travellers have lald
before tbeir conptrymen. Bome of those drawn
up-by Germans wre good, Huxthausen wnd
Kchl, for ipstance, huve im their different ways
gathered togetler a8 mogt eredithble amount of
inlormation, and the Gerossun  residents
in Hussia huve contribuled to the collec-
tion a phmber of useful historical and scien-
tiflc works, The books by Frenoh asthors arve
for the most part absurdly locorreor, but st
all eveuls, they often bave the merit of belog
awbsing, The Parisian tourist talks great nou-
gense, but il is #0 well vxpressed that it may be
recomended to reuders who only wish to while
away their time, But the English books for the
most part have pot even this merit, Not only
ure they almost always incorrect, but they are

cneraﬁy dull., Toe country beine little known

o Englaund,
o week at 81, Petersburg or Moscow looks npon
himself on hig return home as compeient autho-
rity on Rugsian matters, and straightway pro-
ceeds to print such extraordinary statements
sa may well make Ruosélan critics wonder wilh
what manuer ot intellect their Boglish visitors
oun possibly beendowed. The same old stories
are repeated 1o almost all their predactions,
