THE HISTORY OF CHEMUNG VALLEY,

Adventores of the Colonists—~Cooperss
town—ied Jackert,

An interestiveg pamphlet entitled “*An Historl
caljSketeh of Chemung Valley, ete,, by T. Napo-
leon Cheney,” has been published at Watkins, in
this State, the aulthor’s residence, It gives an
acoount of the early settlement of that beautiful
1egion, with such notices of its history before it
wis occupied by the white race as can be
githered irom the records of the Fremch and
kpglish expeditions and explorations of the
country, and from s first euvlonizution by the
whites brings down the narcative o the present

day.

fﬁr. Cheney has ghown preat research in
gathering materials for Tus work, and has col-
lec od & mass of wmformation which has enabled
him to construct a parrative more capabls of
fixing the attention of the general reader than
such local histories commonly are. TYet let us
pot speak disrespectfully of local histories,
Some writers have earned groat fame 1o writirg
them, Oamden’s Britannia is wholly composed
of sproial histories of the different counties of
Great Britain, and is read yet with interest, The
aunals of the Chemung Valley, during the firat
twenty or thirty years of Its occupstion by a
civilized race, were exceedingly eveniful, aud
the adventures of some of it %mrdy colonists
are full of interest, We copy the nurrative of
one of these:—

“Colenei Campbell returned, with his family,
to Cherry Yalley in the spring ot 1784, and to-
wards the close of sammer ns constructed a log-
Lhiouse on his farm, as A& place of resldence, Soon
after be lind moved into the log dwelliug—for on
his first return to the va!ic]\; he had hastily put
up & rude cabin in which the family lived until
the more substantial lcg bullding was erected—
he received information that General Washing-
ton designed and would erelong muke a journs
through Cherry Valley, etc. COolonel Camphel
received the visit of the illustrious Washington,
who was accompanied by Governor George Clin-
ton, Geners! Hand, ete., within the log house
which he bad recently boilt, and the distin-
ruisbed guests of this worthy family were
iere  enterinined as  well, and with far
more generous and cordiml feeling, than
they would have been in any palace
amid the courts of Burope, Governor Cunton
tent for a Mr. Robert Bhankland, who was a
resident of the vicinity, and had been distin-
guished in the times of the Revolation as one of
most earnest and daripg putriots along the fron-
tier, and the bold borderer sooa cume and jotned
in the pleasant diversions of the party.

Road Making by Steam.

A London paper says:—"Last vear we called
attention to the rapidity with which tlie roads
in 8t. James' Park were being formed by the aid
ol apowerful steam roller. Our readers have
now an opportunily of eecing the process in
operation upon an improved plan in the same
pluce, and gome of the metropolitan parochial
authorities mns study ihe system with advan-
tage, Therond s firet prepared by belog loos-
ened with pickaxes, then covered with the
ordinary broken granite; above this a dressing
of sand is Iald; the whole is then well watered,
At four o clock each morning un immense roller
is propelled by steam, and moved slowly over
the prepared surface, It exerts a pressure of 28
tons, and the result 1s that in an unusually shor
time & irm and compact macadamized road i3
formed so smoothly that the lightest vehicles
may be immediately driven over it without fear
of ipjuring the springs, The engiue works
glmost without noise, snd urpenra to consume
pearly all its own smoke. It has the appesrance
of a large railway break van. The work is con
tinued daily from four A, M. to four P, M., anl
excites covalderable interest, Itis a pity that
fomething 18 uot done to Improve Lhe lootpaths
in this park. They are 1n a disgraceful condition,
especially that portion beiween Buckingham
and Marlborough gates. The slightest storm
turps it into & muddy swamp, snd in dry
weatber the rough stoues are very trying to
epdesirians,”
