Firma tumm Mommixe.—At four o'clock this
morning fre was discovered in the cellar of the
extentive bosiery masnufactory of H, Becker &
Co., No, 426 Moyer etrect, in the Eighteenth
Ward, The alarm was soon given, and notwith.
etandiog that the firemen were goickly on the
ground, the flames, owing to the combustible
noture of the material, which was shoddy,
spread rapidly and desiroved the entire contents
of tlie spuriment, The dre then ran up the
way through which the bell ruos to the upper
Eurt of the building, burning the wood work on

oth the second and third floors, "he machinery
and materlal on the frev loor were either
barned wp or rolved, The tlnmalp,r: done the
bullding Is about $1600, whieh s fully covered
by insurance in the Fire Association, The loss
on the muchinery and stock willnot be less than
#5000, on which there i» an insurance in the
Fire Association and New York companies, The
fire, origioating amwone the shoddy, is supposed
to bave resulted from spontaueois combustion,

The four-story buildine, No, 666 Minor strest,
occupied ou the firet floor by A, W, Ouilins,
manuigelurer ol printers’ cards, and on the
second, third, and lourth fleors, by Thomas W,
Price, bookbinder snd slationer, was consider-
ubly dumsged by fire st half-past 6 o'clock this
morping, It broke ont in the third story, the
contents of which, consisting of presses, ete.,
were entitely destroyed, The flames extended
to the tourth floor, which was also materislly
damaged. The first and second stories were
completely fooded with water, and the loss on
the stock and machinery will be heavy,

The loss sustained by Mr. Price will reash
about $800, which is fully coverel by insurance
io the Xtna Iusurance Company. The building
belonged to the Waguner estate, and the loss will
be about $600, which s covered in the Girard
and Green 1ree Companies, Mr, Collins'loss is
by water, and Is tully insured,

The alarm at 114 o'clock was caused by the
gnmal destruction of the roof of building No.

16 Gothic street, ocouplel &8 a cooper shop by
Bumuel Lee, It fa supposed 1o have originated
from the chimuey.

MEXICO0.

Industry FParalyzed—A Crisis Anticls
Ppoted,

The English ateamer Yarsey brings dates from
the City of Mexico tu the 30th ult, and from
Vern Cruz to the Sth mst. Kt Globo of the 281h
ult. says in ita gemi-monihly review, that there
are indicalions of a social” erisls, such as has
never hbeen experienced jn the countrys that the
cormmerce and industry are completely pars-
Iyzed; that pearly all the cotton and other
factories have been closed, and that a large
uumber of the poorer class have been thus
deprived ol the means of esrning a subsistence,

he Minlstry, it adds, contines to be withous
abend. A rhort time sgo rumors wers in olr-
culation to the effect that either Senor Romero,
Minlster of the Treusory, would tuke charge of
the Depariment of State, or that that office
would be intrusted to Senor Riva Palacio, ol the
Bupreme Court. The probability is, however,
that the sinle of di:organization will sabaist
vntil Congress meete, The first parliumentary
trauvsactions will probably determine the reor-
ganization of the Ministry. Some of the pregent
members will go ont, and s eombination will be
eflecred novel in personal but not In political
churacter,

With referenee to the public peace, there Is
certalnly importauce 1 the prooosed submission
by the leaders of the revolutionsary movement
in the Slerra de Puebln. Nevertheless, it does
not appear to us that this event settles the po-
Ittical questions now agitativg that Btate,
Although armed hostilities may be suspended,
the sntegonism will remain, ns also a decided
rancor between the people of the Mierca and
those of the Plaios,

Eruption of the Voleano Ixiacthuntl,

The Gefe Politico of Huejotzlngo sent the fol-
lowing report on the 1stinst. to the Governament
of Puebla:—

The constitutional alealde of the village of
Nopoposlco in this municipality, informs me,
under date of the 21st of July, that the day
previous aboul 10 o'c ock in the morning, & loud
poise had been heard in the mouatain ealled
“Ixtucibuatl;” that a few moments alterwaurds it
was observed that the mountain vibrated and
opened at ite most elevated point, towards the
enst, with an  loclinstion towards the
South, at a plnee called El Cuaballette,
above the Torreeilla: o sirong wind immediately
rushed forth from the opening, together with
buge fragments of rock, which, rolling down
the ¢ide of the mountniu, uprooted large trees
in their passage. The smallest of these rocks
could mot be moved by two hundred men.
There also came out of the erater at the same
time a huge streum of water having the odor of
sulphur, ot & dark color, and In such quantity
that it carried away the dam, presa of the sald
village ot Nopopoalco, destroying the aqueduct
in au instant, and followed its course to the
river Aleececa, On the enme day I ordered an
examination of the localitles, when it was dis-
rovered that the amount of water coming ont
of the opening was quite small, and on the 224
it had ceased running altogether,

Beveral persons engaged in cutiing ice on the
rides of the mountain, fled on hearing the nolse,
three among them unot baving time to save
themselves were carried away by the current,
and up to the present time | bave not learned
whbat has become of those unfortunates, who, I
have been told, are natives of the village of San
Mu'eo Osoleo, municipality of Culpan, ln the
aietrict of Cholula,

The Mummies of Arica and Aregquipa.
To the Edior of the N. Y, Times:—

In your paper of to-day, September 16, is an
almost incredible statement, veritied by General
Kilpatrick, of a singular and hormble sight
that oconrred on the south side of the ruined
city of Arica. "As the ecarth opened and
yawned tLere came up five hundred mummies,
who stand iu long lines lacing the ses,” ete. The
further statement that **the spot where these
mummics now stand was once &n old cemetery,”
is fully affirmed by sn Boglish Gazeteer, which
elates, “*about a mile from the town is an ancient
cemetery, on the side of a hill, in which the
budies appear to have underzone a kind of
putural process of preservation,” Thus, this
apparent mystery is stripped of its ghostlike
appearance. Arequipa, the capital of a pro-
vince of the ssme name, is sltuated fifty miles
north ot Arice, being elevated 7776 feet above
the rea. Tt is represeuted as belog a beautiful,
hen’lth{ city, lymg in the valley of the Quilca,
about thirty-six miles from the ocean. It was
founded by Pizzaro, iw 1636. In order to avoid
the consequences of the frequent earthguakes
fo which it is lisble, the houses are low and
sirongly bmlt, It was devastated by violent
earthguakes fo 1600 and in 1725, The Audeas here
rise in & volesnie cone 18,000 feet above ihe sca-
level, overlooking the doomed ocity.
