JOION QUINCY ADAMS.

His Letter Accepting the Democratie
Nominntion for Governog,

A despatch to Tem EveNiNGe TELBGBAPH yvou-
terday gave extracts from the letter of Hon,
Joln Quincy Adamus, acoepting the Democratic
nomination for Governor of Massachusetts. In
addition to these, he comments on our national
currency and the Reconsiruction asots of Con-
gress as follows:—

This dishonored paper which we are all com-
pelled, ua I think nnoomstitutionally, o accept
08 money, is not only astanding disgrace to the
uation, but 1t I8 destroying the auncient habits
of economy and thritt, and undermining our
old-fashloned honest ideas, by the constant
#peolaole and example of an insolvent Govern-
ment, 1t lays upon the poor man a burden
heavier than becan bear. Itlilpjares trade, in-
dustry, and all productive industry esch year
more than the whole sum of doabtful gain
which might accrue from cancelling our debts
bf' promises to pay whioh wa do not redcem.
If persisted in 1 ihink it must revalt in repudi-
ation end bankruptoy, In that event the re-
|ponl1blll.=f will resl primarily with the party
whieh made the notes and then refused, when
they bad the power, to make them good, and
next with the Deimnooraey, If they are tempted
to follow that bad lead. It i with pecallar
pleasure, therefore, that I read your demand
for & sound and honest currency. Buat even
it I differed wilh you on this subject, and
saw any rallef In the partv culaﬂr rasponalble
for our present deplorable financial condltion, [
regird the second or vital question of suoh mo-
ment, that any political aotion would be gov.
erned by the attitude of the opposing parties in
reference to thut alone, The 14508 which, In mny
mind, dwarfs all others is, Shall the Constltu-
tion or shall a party mandate bs Lhe suprame
law of the land? Fidellly to the Coustitation
should be the finxl test of poiltieal atfiliation to-
day. Buttoact with the party which has raled
the country with saopreme dominlon for three
years past, must agree wilth them
that the Constitution contemplated an
ultimate absorptiom of the most important
fanciions of the Execatlve Department by
Congress; that lts falr constraction wiil ag-
thorize tbhat body to wrestfrown the Judiolary
Department the jurisdiction im cases where
ita judgment upon constitutional gquestions of
the first magnilude may possibly confliot with
that of a majority therein; I must stand ready
to fix my name to & declaration of pollitleal
falth which expressly makes approval of the
impeschment of the President a lestof party
fellowship; and, finally, I must be able to say
upon my consclencs that I ocomslder “recon-
struction,” for ithe sake of which all this and
mueh more has besn done, 18 wise, statesman-
like, and constitutionsl. Now, I have always
thought with Mr. Beward that the wisast way
1o 1reat the wounds left by Lhe war was Lo leL
them heal “by Arst intention,” But “recon-
sirootion” bhas torn them u?en day by day, until
they are now & masa of well nigh Incurable gan.
grene. Il belleve thallruestatesmanship wonld
nave Imposed on the Bouthern leaders the task
of brlni thelr people back Into the Union
by frankly and confidently offering to them,
the day they lald down their arms, the
right band of oblivion of Lhe past and recon-
cliiation in the tatare, which they might reject
if they wishea or dared, ‘‘Heconstruction’ nas
scorned their protesis, repelled thelr ald, In-
gulted thelr misery, and inflioted on them an
abasemoent which they felt to be Intoleranls, ln
posting over them Lhelr slaves of y tday Lo
sesure thelr pledge of submission o the Con-
stitntion.
