we watit the Aoglo-Saxon combnation of the
two, Thoe brain must glow with Nature's fire,
and not depend upon & spirit-lamp,  Mens sana
mn corpore sano; feed the body, but do not eloud
the mind. You, sir, with the heotic flast, the
fire of your eyes burnt Jow in theirsockeis, with
beak s sharp ns 8 woodeock’s Irom living upon
suction, with pallhd face aud shuklv hand=our
gume disda'ns such ghost-liks volaries, Riso
with the lsek and &eeut Lhe moming air, and
drink from the bubbling aill, and then, when
your velus are nmo louger fevered with aleohol
nor pofied with tobacco smoke —when you have
roctitled sour ilhelt spirits and claritied your
unsetiled judgmont—"come again and devour
up my discourse,”

There is & wide difference betwaen a good
workman snd & bug of teols, however sharp,
We must have heaos us well a8 hands, Yoo
may be big enouvgh and sirong enough, but the
question is whether, a8 Virgil says: —

“HEpirhus futus a'ly, letnmaue infuss per arius

Moens nglint mo.om, b rKgus s« corpore miscst,'

And in these lines Virgil truly describes the
rigbt wort of man for a cricketer—plenty of life
In hm; not barely soul ensugh (as Hobert
Bouth suid) to keep bis body from putrefuction:
but, however large his stature, he must have
vous m proporiion, and ke instinct with scnse
all over. Then, says Virgil, igneus est ailis
vigor—he must always have the steam up; and
then our bard procecds to describe what discl
piine will render those who suffer the penaliies
of idlevess or intemperance fit "to joiu the
chosen few In the ericket-tield :—

“Hxinde per nmplom
Mithwur Eiyslam et paucl m a arva tenemus,"

Wa miuke no apology tor classical quotations,
Al the schools and universities, ericket and
scholarship. very geverally o \ozether. Heads
vE. Heels was ouce sugue ted, and it js doubrless
ouly to avoid an iuvidwus distinetion that it
has faited to be gy annual university match,

“A rubber of whist"” eass the aathor of the
''Disry of & Lute Phygicizn” in his ' Law Studies,”
*‘calls into requisition ull those powers of mind
that a burcieter most neeos:” and nearly as
much may be sald of o solentific game of cricker,

But the criketer mus:. pos-ess other qualitica-
tious; not only physical and intellectunl, bat
mornl aunlideations wlgo. Of what ava'l s the
head 10 plan aod hand to execute, if a sulky
temper paralyzes exertion aud throws o damp
over the deld; or if impaticnee dethrooes judg-
ment, and the mau h ts acrosa a. good balls,
because loose buils sre loLg in comiug; or,
again, il & contentious aud lmperious disposi-
tion leaves the cricketer all alone in his glony—
voted the pust of every eleven? KEleyen good-
lempéred men, other poiuts eqoal, wonld bant
eleven sulky or eleven irritabie gentlemen out
of the feld,

Cricket ia not solely 8 game of skill—chanea
bis oway cvough to leave the vanquished au if
and a but. Thi= very m certainty gives the game
its interest, 1t Hayward or Carpenter were sure
of runs, wiio would care to plag? Bat as they
somelimes muke five aond sometimes fi(ty, we
still contend with flesh and blond, Even Achii-
les was vulnerable at the beel; or, mytholozi-
cally speaking, he could not stop a shooter on
the leg stump.

umor or out of hamor; but an Bleven is of the
nature of those commonwenlths of which Closro
said that, without some regard to the cardival
virtues, they eould not poss bly hold togethor,

Games of some kind men must have, and it 13
no small praise of cricket that it ocenpies the
place of less inuvocent sports. Without spors
oun have no healthfal exercise; to refresh the

ody you must relax the mind, aud to this end
cricket *'dowh most strongly tend.”

The Paraguayan War—A Stubborn Fight
nt Flomaitn,

The New York Herald's correspendent writes
as follows fromn Buenos Avies, B. A, Aug, 16:—
The latest stirting eveut here has been the
escape of the whole garrison of Homalta to the
{mnimulaoppmlte the fort, It was first said

here were 4000 men, later accounts sald 3000,
and now official documents sinte there were in
all 2600, O thesa 1250 at last surrendered, 1100
had escaped, leaviug 150 u8 the numbsr who
had perished by ehell, shot aud famine, Though
surrounded on every slde, with few pieces of
caunon, and provisious for ounly a few daye, and
ouly canvesapd fntboats 1o ¢vade o besieglug lino
of iron-¢luds, yet they held ot until by dasperate
eflorts nearly kall their number did éseaps, and
the rest ywlaed oply after five days of iamiae.
They were persuaded by a Spanish priest, who
went with a flag of truce and besought them to
save their lives by a4 surrender. Bome were
wounded, and among them were women and
children,  They seized the blscuits thrown
to them with ravenous wilducss, The surrender

“was on the Sth of August, and the prisoners
were tuken at ovee 1o Humalita, and were there
divided into three compunies, und sent one to
each ol the three powers carrying on the war.

Our shme arrived here to-oay. The officers
were allowed o keep their swords and choote
their reildence. There were four chiefs, nlusty-
five eflicers, und twelve hundred apd 81ty m=o,

Thers is some anxiety here now over the
subjeoc of peaco withiu therepublic, The cause
of Lhe feur is thisi—A little before the clection
for President in June Jast 1t was =cen that the
ten elecloral voles of the provinea of Corrientes
were sure for Gepern! Urquiza, and a small
party united and seized the reivns of government,
threw Governor Evarista Lopez lu prigon, and
ruled aflairs fn their own way, The day of the
election came, and affa'rs were too much disor-
ganized to admit of auy election at all, and the
eleetoral votes were losr,  Duoring the twe
months of the imprisonment of Gorvernor Lopex
his friends took vp arms in his defense, and the

revolutionary party also cslied out every
available man for their army. One Geaoeral
Cacervs leit s place in the ustiousl army
and placed bimsell at tho bead of the
torees of Governor Lopez, Tue {roops
of the two factions grew In pumbers and

in rancor wll they came to blowe, and already
peverul very bloody skirinishes have been
fought. Oue of these was on the borders of the

rovinee of Enlre Rlod, Geueral Urquiza had
0 the meantime become Governor of Entre
Hios, snd gave bis moral rupport to the forces
of Governor Lopez, and bis troops claim {o be
neutril, but piteh in whenever they can. The
complicationis in the fact that the gencral gov-
ernment has declared iiself in favor of the revo-
lutionary party, and culls General Caceres, by a
proclamayion, Lo wppear belore a court mariial,
A note bas also been addressed by the national
government to Geueral Urquiza, censuring his
position, The ro‘fly of Gieneral Urquiza is oalin
and dignified, aud while he strongly urges pesce
us the only ga e course fur all parties, ha de-
clares thut he will oppoge revolutions as u eood
citizen. "1t will reaulire & greac deal of yoodenee
