Lecture by the » Wickedest Man” Ane-
thor,

The New York Zribune of this morning pub-
Mehes the foliowing mccount of Oliver Dyer's
lecture at Cooper Institute lust night on “*What
1 bave Been in New York.,”

The lecturer was introduced by 8, 8. Packard,
o whose Monthly he first called atteution to the
existence of John Allen’s dance-honse in Water
street, and awakened an interesl in the popular
mind which seems to he cn.u? incrensing, He
opened by remarking that it had taken him
fourteen years to learn what he knew of the
dark slde of Rew York life, which would
require at  lemst 1threc times as long to
impart. One of his last experiences
BMon th: poor, usked wretches that
bide ﬁu‘ pelting of the pitiless storm—whose
houseless heads, and unfed sides, and looped
and windowed raggedness cannot delend them
from the cold of winter—was with a'poor sewlog
womaun in Fish street. He found ber plying her
needle In the open air. It was & bitter day, yet
her dresa congisted of but one thin garment,
and her head, sud neck, and feet were bare.
Down lu her dark and cold room, under ground,
was her babe, 4 mere skeleton, A litule boy of
five yeurs was rockiog the cradle, nnd amusing
the child by jingling two tin cups, through the
handles of whieh he had thrust his thin arms,
The mother was obliged to sew outside, for
there wis no light within, and medicine and
food for her suffering etnldren hud to be earned.
Bhe (old her visitor that when times were good
she conld earn $4 a week, that she paid $1+25 for
Rer room, and that when ber little ones required
much of her time, or when werk was scarce, or
when she fell 111 with the cold, it was hard Lo
keep alive, A woman in Teuth street, with two
ebildren, ene paralyzed from the hips down-
ward, worked oul by the day, and #& uo famlily,
not even the best Christisn family o oor clty,
sald the spesker, wishes to have the serviog.
womau's children in their liouse, she was foroed
fo leave them at bomwe. When she started out
to work, she would place upon the floor a bowl
et water and a plute of broken bread to supply
her children’s wants durtug the day, and, look.
