Although we cavuot concur iu the doleful
vaticloations of the Journel of° Conunerce touoh-
ing the results of the year's recelpts and ex-
penditures, we beospl, with corteion gqualilics
tions, its view a8 to the hard realities of the
sitnation:—

fntend that 1t shall not be our feultlf the
people do uot understnnd I, Horraulog for
wrty will not fill the Treasury, Promises of

mmedinie rellof to bardened thx-payers are all
for buncombe, snd eannnot be kept, The wheal
is setting heavily in the ratof debt, und only
sturdy shoulders ean give It an onward motlon,
This work must come upon the tolling miliions
of the countyy, vole as Luey 1may o the elecilon
now before us,"

We submil, however, that though “‘there
is no poetry in the situation,'” there i3 no ns-
cesnity for represeuting thut situstion as worse
thau it is. The Jowrnu! does not hesitate to
repudiate the financial policy of the New York
Convention; and it rebnkes exaggaratad pro-
mises of Democratic orators by confessing that
Shurrahing for party' will not satiafy the
finnucial demands of the time. Why does it
oultivate the vice it cenanres by adoptiog the
absurd inventions of Delmar, and, for partisan
effuct, exaggerating the requiremants while
depreciating the resources of the Troasury I I
the Jou nal renlly desires to enlighten the
people, by all means lot it write on some battar
l-m«. than the fotions coined to order by the
doomed Director of the Barean ot Statistios.

The business and financisl condition of the
country is much better than the* Democrats
choose to admit. Withont olaiming for Re-
publican management the merit of perfection,
this at least 18 clear—it has socceeded in
largely reducing thes debt, and in diminishiog
taxation to an extent which has brought re-
lief to trade and industry. Moreover, the
general proapect of business i8 brighter than
at apy period gince the close of the war.
Neither the customs revenue nor the internal
revenue is in jeopardy; the receipts from both
promise to equal the estimates, whils, with
the exceplion of the Indian diflicnlties, there
ig at present no apparent osuse of enbanced
expenditnres,

Nevertheless, it must be admitted that the
gitustion is pot poetical. Ampla scops yet
remaing for retrenchment snd fseal reform.
The debt awaita adjnstwent on a foundation
to bs reachied n‘.li_\.' alter confidence shall have
been Inlly restored; the systew of taxation
needs more through revigion, aud the internal
revenue administration calls for increased
efliciency. Muoh work remains to be dons on
all these snbjects, work whioch to be done

roperly must be guided by intelligance and
onesty. Thus, while no reason exists for
degpondency, there is no pretext for excessive
exultation.

The guestion which behoves ‘““the toiling
mnillions'' to eonsider {8, whether the Repub-
lican or the Democratic party, under the lead
respectively of Grant aud BSsymonr, may
most safely be trusted to mest the waunts of
the fiscal and financial sitaation. Certain
facts are very strong in favor of the Repuabli-
caug. They have redaced the debt, They
bave cnt down expenditurves. They have
lessened taxation, Thess achisvemsuts in the
past congtitute the best posgible pledges for the
fature. They are proofs that the party now
dominant in Congress isintent npon mitigating
the burdens of the people ag rapidly as Lhe
exigencies of the Government will allow., The
financial policy of the party, moreover, is the
only one that ean prodnce further relief, It
aimg at the restoration of the currency toa
Lealthy basig, and at the development of a
confidence which will facilitate a large redug-
tion of the expenditures on acconnt of the debt.
On these grounds, reliance upon the purpose
and ability of the Republicans to alleviate the
ﬂumiu.-in' consequences of the war is lully jus.
til‘i"l .

Bt how is it with the Damoerats ? Thaeir
friend, the Journal of Commerce, admits that
partisan legerdemain i3 nrequal to tha ocea-
sion. “Promizes of immedista relief to bur-
dened taxpayers’'—in which Messrs. Pendle-
ton & Co. largely indulge—*'are all for bnn-
combe, and cavvot be kept,”  There must be
patient and judicious management, with har-
niony between leglzlators and the moneyed
and business intereats of the comwmwunity. Bat
this harmony the Demooratic policy would
render unattainable. Inatead of establishing
confidence, that policy would excits distruat,
zud eventually panic. It is a policy of antago-
nigm to capital, and to the interests ou which
enterprise and iodustry are dependent. It
would inereage the difficulties which now en-
compaes the situation, and create others from
which “the toiling willions” would be the first
to sutler.

The sitnation certainly calls for something
beside partisan shouting, Though much less

What
a deplorable state of things for the people of
thiz counntry to contemplate ! laormonsly
taxed as wa are, there is likely to be one hun-

| dred avd fifty-four millions of deficiency added

to the debt at the end of the present fiscal
year. Suoch is the conseguencs of incompe-
tent and radical legislation and of the mis-
management of the linanocss by an incapable
pecretary of the Treasury. 7The expenditare
for the War Department and for carryiong out
the recopstruction measures of Congress is
stupendons, and there is the greatest extrava-
gance in everything, At the same time the
taxes that have been taken ofl in favor of a
few manufacturers, and the enormouns loasas
by frauds in the revenus, arising from the
deadlock between and disorganization of the
executive departments of the (fovernment,
must leave the Treasury baukrupt unless new
taxes be imposed or & loan be made. In any
cage we do not see what i3 Lo prevent the
Treasury being draived of ils cash and the
debt increaged. ‘What the country wants now
is another and abler eet of men in Congress
than those who have brought us to this con-
dition. That is the only hope or remedy we
see, aud it remaing with the peopls to deter-
wine at the approaching Congressional elag-
tions whether this remedy shall be applied or
we are to go on in the same disastrous course.
