FRANCE.
Progress Under the New Empire,

The Reveit publishes some curions statisties
relntive to the French Empire, It appears that
the salary paid by France to Napoleon Iil in af
teen years is more by £7,800,000 than was paid
to King Louls Philippe during the same number
of years. The amount of dopations, which in
16852 was £400,000, amounted In 1866 to £920,000,
The interest ot the public debt in 1844 was aboat
£14,500,000; in 1866 it was over £46,000,000, The
total of the eivil st dotations and interest of
public debt during the first fifieen years of the
Government of July was, In round nambers
£210,000,000; during the fArel fifteen years o
Imperial regime. £364,000,000; showing an in
crense of expendilure in (wvor of the Empire of
£144,000,000,

Decline of the Population of France,

The Dai'y Newsshows the dieastrons effect
which a great urm{iha.s exereised on the popu-
Iation of France. Not only 1s the populution of
many ol meny of the healthiest departments
legs than it was twenty years ago, but the total
average throughout the country of the excess of
birtbe over deatls, in the period from 1847-1805
was lees by nearly one-hait thun the average of
the period preceding, And taking the population
ol the 863 arrondissements into which the de-
partwents are divided, M. de Lavergne's re-
searches have recently shown that in no fewer
than 185 arrondissements the population has
decressed, in 128 it hus remained nearly sta-
tionary, sand 1o 50 only has it considerably
incrensed.

ROME.
Occupntion by the French Troops,

This, more than anything else since the ocacoi-
ata or expulsion of the Austrians, has been the
source of trouble and difficulties on all sides in
the pevivsuls, The occupation of the city of
Home by the Emperor's troops has lasted now
nineleen years, und is hikely to endure a good
while yet through the powerful influence of the
French clergy. ‘Monarchists and regubllcam
in Italy shout ‘“Kome for the capital!” and the
masses earneatly join in the ery. The repeated
demands for a withdrawal of the troops are
pointedly met by officions and official state.
ments in the organs at Paris thatas the [talian
Goverument has once failed to observe the
tresty made with France in regard (o the
jnviolability of the Papal domsin when
the troope were recently withdrawn, it
cavnot be trusted in a like manuer again, It ls
certain that but for the very timely turning ur
of French soldiers at Mentans last fall the Garl-
baldiane, impelled by the national hankering
after unity, would have played havoc with his
Holiness, Besides this little irregularity on the
part of the Italians, it can scarcely be expected
that the Emperor will consent to withdraw his
foothold from Iiallan soll when his relatsons
with Prussia are so threateulng, and when
the land of Pianorl and Orslal s so lavishly
coqaetiing with Count Bismark. What be-
tween this r}uentmu of the occupation of
Kome, the bitter jenlousies growiog out of
it, and the charge of ineratitude cast Into
their fuce from Fravce, *“the Frenchman” is
almost as odious to-day amoog Italians ns was
only lately *‘the Anstr.ave,” The scale may
possibly incline slightly on the side of d fran-
cese, because faustriaco was out of all eon-
sclence too brutal; still the subjects of the Re
galantuomo persisiently decline all bonds ot
obhgation 10 any nation whatsoever, and vehe-
mently asgert that their beantifal country can-
pot permit or sccept dictation from *‘the for-
eigneérs,” On the other side, just so loudly do
the French express thelr utter inabllity to
understand why the Emperor sacrificed their
blood and treasure for such *'a set of vagabonds
a8 thore Italinns!” Bo runs the little quarrel
fn the great Latin family, It remusivs for the
BEwmperor to give in bis explandtious without
relerence to S8ayoy or Nice,

GENERAL NEWS.
Mr. Peabody's Intended Residence in
Hungary.

According to the Vienna correspondent of the
Post, Mr, George Peabody, the philsnthropist,
is about to reside, part of pext year, in the
Hupgarian capital, and hag commissioned an
agent 1o purchase an estate fOr him at a price
ot exeeeding 200,000 florins. On this estate he
will boiid a lurge steam mill, in which only
grain for export is to be cooverted into flour.
It s sald that Mr. Peubody felt so attracted by
the famous Huuearian patriot, Francie Deak,
that he entered 1nto correspondence with him,
ana aid not take the resolution to become a
landed proprietor of Huvgary until he had
nsked M. Deak’s advice on the subject,

Clerical and Fendalist Parties,

A letter from Vienna In the Northeaslern Cor-
réspondence pives some lolormation wbout
the dolpgs of the clerical aud 1endalist parties
in Austrin, Tt says Lhat these parties, which in
1866 strongly advocated an alliance with France,
are nowstoving their utmost Lo bring aboat a rap

ropchement with Prussia and Russis, and that

bey are very sanguine of success, This sud-
den chauge ol polley e stated to have been
caused by the recent gansiug of the religlous
#nd other lberal laws; Connts Thun, Clam-Mar-
tinftz, and Blome, who are the chief agitators
in the matter, hoping that the adoption of
thelr Tlam by the Bmperor will lead to the re-
es'ablishment of a reactionary regime, Baron
Beust, it appears, f8 strongly opposed to these
deslgns, and 1s oowilliug even to come to an
understanding with Prossia unless she will offer
correaponding advuntsges to Austria. Mean-
while, great alarm has been cansed in Rossia b
the pews of the Emperor Francis Joseph's
intended visit to Galicla It 1s reported that un
address (o his Majesty is being prepared by the
inbubitants of Russlan Polaud, begging him 1o
intercede wilh the Emperor Alexander in bebalf
of his opprested Polish subjects, and that other
demoustrations of sympathy with the Auvsirian
sovereign will algo be made.

A Formal Reeeption—The Views of the
General on the Campnaign.

The admirers of General George B, McClellan,
says the New York Ivibune ol this morning,
nstembled Inst evening In the neighiborhood ot
Macouic Hall, lu Thirteenth street, where the
formed a procession, and marched to the Filt
Avenue Hotel. The varlous McClellan Legion
orgnnigations were early on the ground, a few
of which were suppli with muslin baaners
and torehes, A section of police headod the
procession, followed by a solitary horsemau,
whose name could not be ascertained, Beveral
officers of the MecClelinn Legion were in
baroucbes, and in their rear followed wight or
nine Zouaves, who were repeatedly told by ons
of the officers to spread themselves out, so asto
tuke opthe entire width of the street. The
gentleman on horseback frequently halted the
Erocauion. for some reason only koown to

imsell.

Arriving at the hotel, the procession halted
to await the appearance of the General, At this
time there were probably 10,000 |‘mroona in front
of the Hotel, wila with enthusinsm, Calcium
lights were located on the varlous corners, which
illumipated the entire square, The Committee,
consisting of General J. Hobart Ward, Colonel
Charles Plerton, Mujor Doualderon, Cuptaiu
George M. Curtis, and Licutensnts McClenacen
Joner, and Israels, walled on the General and
ercorted him to the balcony., His appearsoce
wae greeted with deafening cheers, and it was
reveral moments before tie crowd could be
quleted, at which time @Geveral J. Hobart
Ward, in introduciog General McClellan, sald:—

Boldiers and Fellow-eltizens:—FPermit me to
introduce to yon General George B. McClellaun,
the great commander of the Arwy of the Poto-
mac. (Cheers, )

seneral MeClellan responded as follows:—

I know, my iriends, you will sot expect a
epeech from me, I amsure yoa will be content
with the expression of my most sincare and
heartfelt thanks for this kind aopd cordinl wel-
come on [y return home—more. a thousand
times, toan I had any richt to expect. You will,
1 know, excuse me from making any speech,
(Cheers,)

It ,.was some time before the crowd wounld
make way for the procession, and even then it
made very rlow progress, Wuile passing they
gave three cheers for the hero of the Antietam
and three cheers for Seymonr. Seymour’s name
waa received with many hisses, which occasloned
considerable merviment, Afler the procession
hed about hall passed, ey commenced to
countermarch, On arrivivg in fron% of the
hotel the head of the lise tried to perform a
flunk movement by crossing their own column,
which eccasioned considerable confusion.

GEORGIA.

The RHelgn of Violence Not Eaded.

course of their canvass, and wera obliged to
leave the town at night and on foot, 10 escape a
mob, A few days alter, st Camilla, in the same
districl, a Republican meeting, peaceably sssem-
bled, was assaulted by the Ku-Klux, several
were killed and many wounded, but if I should
attempt to enumerate all the outrages which are
continually being made publie, I should occapy
too much of your space. Thos=e which are only
kunown in this imwedin'e neighborhoad far sur-
puss in number those which become publie. Iun
the mesntime Governor Bullock can ounly fire
proclumations at the wrong-doers, which neither
the Ku-Klux nor the clvil officers, to whom they
are addressed, regard any more than the comel
did the Pope’s bull, WNothing will pat a stop to
this bloody lawlessuess but a show of force, The
palience with which the colored people submit
to these wropgs is wonderful. [ heard of but
one inslance in which a segro has attempled to
resist the bandittl, They visited the houss of
one in Glasscock connty, but he showed fight,
and haviog a doable-barrelled shotgun, fired
upon thewm, peppering them counsidernoly, and
they fled, pursued Ly the valiant darkey.

AN EX-CONFEDERATE DENOUNCES THE DEMOCRATIO
PROGRAMME,

Last evening the Irishmen of the Fifth distriot
of New York met to numinate George Franois
Train for Congress, Althongh the “unterrified”
of the city were supnosed (o be assembied at
the Flith Avenue Hotel, to do reverence to
General MoClelian, still the hall was orowded.
HSenator Brad ey, with & crowd of Train's oppo-
nents, was early on the ﬁtouud. led by ﬁ.e
martial notes of a enare-dram. The mesting
was called 1o order at 8 o'cleck, snd Parriok
Crowe was elected chairman, He said It was
“suspleious for the country to put forward such
a mwan as Train.” (Cheers.) Under soch a
leader the Irish will soon throw off the hated
Eoglish role. Threa cheors were thep
given for General Nugle, whose presence was
announced, General Nagle was then lutroduced,
and sald he would have been ungrateful If he
bad not come forth to support his old friend
Train, He gave a description of his imprison-
ment In Ireland, and of hls acquitial through
Train’s influence, He addressed them not s
Democtats, nol as partisasns, bot pe cltizens in
want of & man representing the whole people;
not such a stick, stone, or dummy as would be
s dead weight, (Great cheers.) Train s 8 man
nhosd of the times—(cheers)—nbend of all
politician®, (“'Hear, hear.”)
