The Sweep of the Great Spanish Revo-
lation.

Wae trust the Bpanish Juota now ocontrolling
the revolution will be justified in their aszsar-
snos of popular support for the very radical
course they are pursuing,

The extraordinary series of ateps taken
within the last few days have been followed
by anolther. The Junta have seizad the pro-
perty of the Jesnits and abolished the Order,
and have also taken ground in favor of the
guppression of all religions corporations.

We most assuredly uphold aud approve
these atera, as well as all the steps previonsly
taken, with perhaps a single exception. Bal
we can hardly get rid of a doubt that the
Epanish people are prepared to support the
Junta in carrying out a polioy so sweeping as
that which has been adopted.

We know the value of andscity and radi-
calism in a revolutionary orisis such as now
exista in Bpain. We kuow the dangers of
timidity and imbecility. We also know the
falgity of the maxim that *‘revolulions naver
go backward.,”” And we koow that if the
revolution is not supported by the sentiment
of the people it will end in its own rain.

The principal stronghold of ths Jesnits has
been Spain. Originating with the Spaniard
Loyola three centuries ago, that subtle Order

had not &a perfeost a right to vote againat it as
forit. Up to this point, then, tha Dumo-
oratio party did not pass the limits of conati-
tutional opposition.

Next came the Reconstruotion acts and mili-
tary domioation in the South. Thess wera
abupdently denounced by Demooratie speak-
ers and journalists; but freedom of apeech and
the press being a olear constitutional right,
ench denunciation gives no color to the Trmes’
charge. In the progress of aflairs attempts
werse made, with the approval of the
whole Democralic party, to bring the Reocon-
struotion acts to the test of a jundieial desiaion;

"his brings forward the history to an adanced
period of the last session of Coogress, up to
which time the oppo.ition of the Deamoosratio
party, though often impugped on other
gronnds, was never charged with procesding
by irregnlar or revolntionary methods,

We next prooeed to consider the aotion of
the Democratic National Convention. Access
to the Supreme Court having been debarred
u# by Congress, the Convention decided to
submit the yuestion to the people, a3 a main
isene in the Presidential election. The people
of the Umted Btates sre asked by the Damo-
oratic parly to promounce the reconstruction
acta “‘unconstitutional, revolutionary, and
vold.” Such an issue may be jnst as legiti-
mately presentéed as any other. The veto
power having been annihilated by the ancon.
stitntiopal exclusion of members of Congress
whoge votes would have made it effectnal, and
the Supreme Court having been forbidden to
entertain the question, nothing conld bs more
in order than an appeal to that ultimate tribu-
nal, the govereign people. If they give their
verdiot Jthat the reconstruction aocts are un-
constitutional, revolationary, and void, they
will thereby merely exercise their right to re-
view and pass judgment upon the action of
their government, If they do not possess this
right, popalar elections are & solamn fares aod
the pretensze of republican government an ab-
snrdity.

The only remaining qnestion relatea to tha
means by which the judgment of the paopla
shall be exeonted if they decide against the
Congressional method of reconstruction.
Does the Democratio party, in oase of snocess,
propoge to nullify any existiog laws? In re-
spect 1o the seven “reconstructed’ States the
acts have expired by their own limitation.
They have no longer any binding force, even if
they could be supposed to have been originally
valid. They do not reqnirs to bs repealed by

have managed, amid all their adversities and | Congress nor get asde by the Supreme Court,

changes of fortnne, to maintain a powerful
hold over the Spanish mind. To them BSpain
owes, in great part, her despotism, her eccle-
siastical bigotry, aud her mental prostration.

Their extirpation was nscessary to the regene- |

ration of the country. Neither civil freedom
por religious liberty was possible while their
power remained. In peremptorily abolishing
them, Epain but follows a course that has been
taken by mearly every Catholic Government
of Kurope, and she has plenty of precedents
for the confiscation of their property. In re-
gard, also, to the measures for the extinction
of the religions corporations, which monopo-
lize a large portion of the property of Spain,
the Junta have done little more than has
lately been done by the Italian Government.

In nndertaking, on quick notice, the regu-
lation of all the affairs and all the relations of
Bpain, the Junta, we apprehend, may find
that they Lave gone further than ia B:rmiui-
ble for & Provitional Government. They have
not ofily proclaimed civil and religious liberty,
the freedom of the press, and universal suf-
frage, but they have meddled with internal
taxation and diplomatic business. They have
peremptorily settled the long outstanding
Lornade ditioulty with England by delivering
up the ship and paying damages. They have
taken np trw tariff and ordered a seriond re-
dunoction of import duties. They have abolished
inteinal taxes on domestic and foreign goods.
They have negotiated a loan. They have un-
dertaken the regulation of colonial matters.
Aud, in fact, they appear to have applied t/e
revolution to all the principles, interests, and
economies of the Government.

There was an item Wednesday morning,
among others of greater interest, that the pro-
vinces of Barcelona amd Valencia have hasi-
tated in their recognition of the Junta. Wae
trogt this does not signalize the beginning of
a reaction that will imperil the great gains
which have been so suddenly effected.

This wild, libellous tirade ia discreditable
to the journal in whioh it appers. That the
Recoustruotion acts are unconstitutional is
the settled bellef of the Demacratic party.
This belief is not a factions caprice, canght
up o the heat of partisanship. Moderate
men of the soundest judgment and of the
best trained facunlties, like Judge Curtis, of
Doston, Thomas Ewing, of Ohio, Mr. Staun-
bery, the late Attorpey-General, and hundreds
of lawyers of equal or nearly equal aminenoca,
think the coniliwt of thess laws with the Con-
stitution too clear for doubt, Thaddeus
Stevens himsell ueed to scofl at the pretense
that they were constitutional; and his asso-
ciates in Congress shared his opinion, as
appeared by the bills for preventing an adju-
dication of the question by the SBupreme
Court. We suppose that the editor of the
Times does not guestion the conscientious
plocerity of the Domocratic opinion. What

When the quarrel aroze between the Presi-
dent and Congress, the Damooratic party
sn{lpoﬂed the President merely by its moral
intloence and the votes of its few members of
Congress, The President’s own wmethod of
conducting his side of the controversy was
chiefly by argumentative vetoes, whioh,
whatever may have been their merit as arga-
ments, wore sxplicitly anthorized by the Con-
stitntion. In that stage of the controversy,
therefore, neither the President - nor the
Demooratic party was open to the charge of
“mullilcation.”

The next phase in the progress of this great
quarrel was the offer by Congress of the so-
called fourteenth amendment. This encoun-
tered no veto because it was not presented
to the Presideny for his signature, In the
Btate Legislatures Lo which it was sabmitted
Demoorats voted sgsinst it; but we do mot
kuow Lthat it was ever contendad that they

for in respect to thoss geven Htates they are
no lopger laws. In the three Siates in whish
they dare still operative, they are legitimate
eubjecta for application to the jndiciary; and
the Soprems Conrt, with tha moral support
of & mnjority of the people, would be no
longer cowed into a surrender of its inde-
pendence. The acts wonld be declarsd void
by an aunthority constitutionally competent
to make that decision, and those three States
wonld be released from military oppression.
This will have been accomplished before the
inanguration of the Democratic President.

Next will come the question of the stability
of the reconstructed governments in the pre-
gent form. The decision of the people and of
the Supreme Court that the laws ander which
they were organized were unconsatitutional
will have a great moral effect, and probably
paralyze all opposition to such changes as the
States may desire to make. There will be no
degire to nullify a Federal law, but only to
amend the State Constitutions. The right of
the people of & State to amend their existing
Constitution or adopt & new one is unqnes-
tionable. In New York, in 1840, we ocalled a
convention, and framed a new Constitntion in
disregard of the provisions of the old one, and
our highest judges, and the best legal minds
in the guta gave written opinions justifying
such a course. In mostof the ‘‘reconstruoted’’
States the white citizens are a majority, and
will have no dificulty in adopting any Con-
gtitution they may like. In these States, the
bastard governments will be sn{.gllntad by
methods whose regularity cannot be called in
nuestion. When the odious system has been
thus pencefully overthrown in all the States
but one or two where there are negro majori-
ties, it will yield to moral influence and fall
of itself in these.

Even the Southern whites, who regard the
negro governments with the strongest detesta-
tion, have made no attempts at nullification.
In expelling the negroes in Georgia they
merely exercised the right possessed by all
American legislative bodies to judge of the

ualifications of their own members. In all
those Btates, the Democratic party is engaged
in a zealous attemrt to_earry the elections
which are to be held under the auspices and
direction of the new governments. Nothing
could be farther from *‘nullification,’’ nothing
legs in the nature of revolutionary methods,
than this practical recognition of the de jacto
governments in an attempt to use them ss the
instrument of their own reformation.

This plain recital of facts suffices to demon-
gtrate that the Times' talk about nullification
is a meas of libellons twaddle.

Now,
it would flood the country with irredsemable
paper money. It believed anciently in free
trade.

It was jealons anciently of a des-
potic Kxecutive, and labored to maintain the
liberties of the people and the power of their
representatives.

It acknowledges
the power of & President of the United States
to avnul and destroy ten Btate governments,
some of which existed from the formation of
the Union, and to substitute for them new
governments dictated by himself, without any
anthority of law. What power can bs more
Federalistic, more subversive of State rights,
or more auntocratic and despotie? It then
denies the power of Congress to enable by law
the whole ]isoplo of these Btales to form Btate
governments of their own, based on universal
suffrage. What doctrine can be more flagrant
Federalism or more subversive of State rights
than that a President may create ten new
States withont consulting the representatives
of the other twenty-seven, or any portion of
the people ?

Finally, the Democratic party was anciently
the party of universal suflrage. Noali Web-
ster, himself & Democrat, forty years age de-
fined & Democrat to be ‘‘one who advocates
the extension of the elective franchise to all
conditions of men.”” But the Democracy of
to-day resta solely on the hobby of the exclu-
