» stranger named Morry, and a lstle girl, sister
to Mr. Hull's wite. He says:—

I tirst murdered Obarles Hall, while golne
from the cow-pen to the ferry, hall way down
the bank of the river, with a Inrge hickory stiok,
His wife, attracted by the noise, ran 1o hia ns.
sistance, sndgue met the snme fate as her hos-
band. f then drageed both bodies ifnto tha
river and started up the bank towards the hoase,
and was et by a siranger, who askasd me if Mr,
Hall was at home, sud it he could get som»
water. T drew for him the water, aud while he
wis drinking struck bim on the hesd with the
same stick, I then went into the house, and the
little girl a*ked me where her sister and Mr.,
Hall were. 1 told her they were atthe forre,
aud while ahe was going in that direction, at the
corucr of the atable, I al:0 struck her with the
gnine atick, and she (ell dead, 1 then threw the
stick under the house, returned to where 1 Killed
the sirapger, threw him Into (sgvell, carried
the litle girl over, and thraw her in also,

I then robbed the house of everything worth
earrying away —mouney. tobacco. bed clothing,
eto.—then saddled up Hall's horsey tied on tne
tobnero, boedding, eto. and started with both
Hall's and the stravger's horse for my (athor's,
some twelve miles distant,

Arrivivg home, my moither and her children
asslsted me in vupackiog and carrying futo the
houag the bedding, tobacco, ele., then staked
out both horses aud weut to the house, whero
mother and Amy, my sister, cooked supper for
me, Then went to bed, Got up Monday morn:
ing and asa'sted my iather in gathering coro.
1 carried with me from the ferry Mr. Hall’s slat
and on Thursday following my mother killod
ber with au axe. She also, asslsted by my sistor
Laura, belped we bury the bed-clothing and
Mr, Hall'a saddle. I put the money, $12-41
wh'ch 1 took out of Mr. Hall's 1rupk, in a
clothes-box. and mother took it from thers norl
puried it. On Tuesday eveniug [ left home
about tundown, and molher took the money up
from where she had boried It and gave to mo
$1°50. I was Goally arrested at Red Lop, while
packing cotlon,

Another Murder nt Peckskill, N, ¥,

The citizens of this quiet 1ittle village have
ngnin been thrown into n state of exciiement
over another bratal murder. The aflalr, caucing
the death of the victim, ocourred on Sunday
eveuing, about six o'clock. At that hour two
men, named Thomas Malovey and Alfred Dyck-
man, were engaged in a dispute near the lower
dock, In & locallty vulgariy known as “Dog-
town.” This is a despicable pluce: groggeries
of the lowest grade are there in fall blast,
and pight after night the most disgracelul scenes
are there enacted. Muloney was beastly intoxi-
eated, searcely able 1o walk, while Dyckmnan
was ailgmly inebriated, not enoopgh to prevent
him from diserimivating between right and
wrong. Dyokman was very anxlous to have
Muloney enter into a fight with another person
whose Iriends were not far off; but Maloney
demurred, strongly objecting to. Dyckman's
propoeal  Finally the latier, #eeing that there
were mo prospects ol getling up a maoss,
torned sbout suddenly, ard with a fearful blow
with his fist knocked Malouey senscless to the
earth, and then jumped vpon him in a fieudish
apd brotsl mapner, Jo s moment & man named
Huight, who stood nesr, hauled Dyckman oft
his victim. Haight then bent over Maloney and
inquired 1f he was hurt, but could gét no
avswer from him, A physician was immediately
gent 1or. The messenger roon retorned with Dr.
Bnowdon, who applied restoratives to bring the
man k 1o consciousness, but in vain, He wae
at length conveyed to his residence, where,
at 7 o'clock last evening, he died, not having
spoken a word since he was struck, Soon after
the affluir occurred Dyckman heard that his
victim wouldt probably die, and, in order to
escape arrest, starled tor New York on the milk
train, Yesterday intirmution was recelved here
that he was slill in New York, whercupon
Officers Williums and Durbin proceeded to
the ocity to arrest him, bat up to {his
hour there s no intelligence in regard to their
trip. Dyckmnn is a lawless 1ellow and a very bad
character. He has already €erved out a term in
the White Plaius jall, 71 am told that when he
was removed from the prostrsie form of Malouey
he exclaimed, “If I bave killed thal man I can
be hang like a map.” He §s 4 boatman, about
twenty-six years ot uge, Manloney has hitherto
borve a good character, his employers at the
Peckskill Plow Works speaking haghly of him,
He was a married man, khout thirty yveurs of
age, and lcaves & wile and one ehild. Coroner
McEutee held an iuquest on the body this after.
