THE VERDICT,

The jury rendered the following verdlet:—That
the enld Wasblington Hamilloa came to his
dealh from mania-n potn, saperindneed by a
upshot wound at the bands of Polica OHesr
tobert Bwuln, October 14, 1808, atl the corner of
Third and Qoristlan streets, while In the dis-
charee of his oM clal duty.
A writ of habeas corpus has already been suned
out for OfMicer Bwaly, returnable o court to-
morrow morning.
