The Worrell Nisters nt the Cheannt.
The Knglish version of Ofenbach's opers of
The Grand Duohess of Gerolsiein, now belng
performed at tho Coesnnt Bireet Thestro by the
Worrell Sisters and their New York Company,
has been sunounced as a burlesque on the origi-
nal work. This Is true in one sense of the word
and not in another, A burlesque may be either
an amnsing piece of extravaganza nod exnggora-
tion, in which things oot in themwelves Inughable
are cancatured and shown up in a humorous
manner, or it may be a sllly attempt to imitate
somelhing of recognized merit, without suc-
oeeding in dolng so. In one case we lnugh with
the aclors and in the other we laugh at them,
and the quality of our mirth in the two cases is
by no means the same. The company now at
the Chesaut give o very feeble imitation of the
super-excellent  performance of Bateman's
troupe of French ardsty, and the most amusing
portion of th2 entectninment is to see
the style in which {the alrs and graces
and gestares of the Freneh actors are minieked
by the Misses Worrell aud their condjutors, 1t
is the play of Ham/e! with the part of “Hamlel”
omitied, for all the nicety and perlection of
detall, all the vivacity and artistic finish, arg
wanling, The English version presented by the
Missea Worrell is soflicientiy good for their
purpose—~it gives all that i essential in th
original work, most of the music I3 retained
and wmih good activg and singing the plece
would be not at all an indiderent entertainment
We have belore expreased the opinfon in these
columps that one great reason for the decided
sucoeas of Ofenbach’s operas, independently o
the merits of the woiks themselyes, was the
very complete style in which they were pa
upon the stage, and the remarkably fine comie

acting of the principal perfermers, That any
American troupe following o the footsteps
of these [rench people should be able
to equal them in  all things Is not

to be expeoted, and while we are disposed
to make all due allowances, we think atleast
we bave a right to look for sn approsimation to
excellence. The Misscs Worrell have all of
them had ample experieace In buar-
lesque actiog, and with their present company
they have appeared Iln The Grand Duchess of
Gerolglein and other of Offlvnbich's operas often
enough to atllsin arearonable nmount of ease
and style in their performauce. And yet we
only find that they give a feeble imitation of the
French actors, without attempting anything in
the slightest depree original, apparently oblivi-
ous of the fact that they bave veitber the edueca-
lion nor experience of those that they copy
after, and that a3 mere imitators they must of
course appear at & dissdvantage,

Miss Bophie Worrell, as *'The Grand Duchess,”
gives some of Tostee’s shrugs and shakes, but
she has nothing of the dash and spirit which
were the most meritorious pointe in Tostee's per.
sonation. The best portions of the performance
last eveniog at the Uhesnut were the Dites Lui,
which Mi=s Sophie sung gnite nicely—much
better thao she did anything else—the trio be-
tween the conspirators, aud the “Can-can” dance
at the end of the third uct. OF the rest of the
performance we cannst spesk i very high
terms of praise. Miss Jeunie, ns “Prince Paul,”
gestigulated somewhat In the style of M, Ledue,
bat there comparison is at an end, for the real
¢ mic e'ements of the character a3 developed by
that caj ital comediun escaped her altogether,
Miss Irene, as “Wunda,” was even leas
successful than her sisters, Mr, 8, B, Villa, in
the part of “Fritz " coples ufter nobody; his
style is his own, and he is ¢ law unto himself.
It e ever saw the part performed, which we
are inclined to doubt, he has #et out with a
determination to seorn all precedents and to be
original or nothing. He= had beuter be nothing.
To do justice to Lh's gentlomay, he js more
yvivacious than any other member of the com-
pany, bul his vivacity often comes in the wrong
plave, He gesticula‘es, bends his body, aud

Jpostures in & most unsoldierly manner, and he

cannot even touch hi=s bat in & salate without
giving a flourish which i suggestive of the free
and-easy style of the amatenr stage,

We think that the company at the Chesnut
could act better if they wonld make the effort
but their present sljle of performance will have
to be improved considerably before they will be
entitled to marked commendation, Thereis now
an Epglish burlesque company in New York
who, we understand, are wivuing their way to
public favor on their o wa merits, and 1o a style
of performance in which they are at home,
This fact is worthy of aliention, and the Misse
Worrell would appear to better advantage lu a
fairly-written burlesgque, by an Awmerican o
Epglish sutbor, than they do in borrowed
plumes, which they are anable to wear gracs:
fully.
