The following is acopy of the uflicial letter
addressed by the Tarkish Minister of Foreign
Af'airs to the resivent Minister of the Uoted
Biutes at Constantinople. resp-cting the regula~-
tions of the passage ot the Dardapelles: —

Mouerey oF ForeiaN Arrains, Sept, 25, 1808,
—Hon. K, Joy Morris, Resident American Minis-
ter, Constantinople, B r:—The prolbition of
the paseage of the straits of the Dardaneiles
and Bosphorus to foreign ships-af-wur is & regua-
Iation which the Imperisl Government ba-, in
the exercice of aterritorial right, applied from
the earllest times.

The SBublime Porte, however, discover that
any abw ement in the strict application of the
gaid privciple relating to ships of-war apart
from 1he exceptions eited in articles 1 and 2 of
the Conventlon of March 39 1858, will not be
computivle with the decluration contained in
the alo-esald troaty of Purns,

It has, tberciore, been absolutely decided
that in [utore no exceptions will be made, other
than in the cnse of ehips on board of which
there may be a govereigu or the chiet of an inde-
pendent State,

The precedivg decision, having been sanc-
tioned by his Imperial Mulunlg, the Saltan, I
bave the houorto beg yon to bring it to the
mnotice of the United Btales Government. .

Frivate Detalls of the Assassination of
the Homn. G, W, Smith.

A private letter, written in Jeflerson, Toxas,
Oet. 7, raysi—

Perhaps the record of crime from the sur
render presents nothing to compare with the
killing of Bmith and others here on sunday
night. 1 shall not go buack of Sunasy. You
can read the letter of ——, whicn is correct,
and will show you how the mob were treating
Smith. On Bunday, after supper, when [ re-
marked 10 — that “'hell wasin the very atmo-
epbere, and that we might look for sometbipg
ferrible,” wpo pelsy confusion foretold dis-
oider, no mnotous drinking or loud decla-
matlons gave cavge for tear; but we con-
cluded 10 epsconee ourselved where they would
net be likely 1o look for us. At about 9 o'clock
al mieght there wrose a yell as if every demon of
Lell were unchained and doubly intoxicated
wiih puger. Toey rushed In‘o the Inclosure
Inﬂz‘l_hu citizens apd soldiers, about twelve
eachwere standing guard swrouud the calaboose
where Bmith was mpiisoned, threw their
weapons in the ‘sces ot the soldiers, and de-
munded thelr arme, Toe lieatenant in comman 4
sonendered, und they borse dowa (he jutl doors
in & pinute, The Mijor 13 commund was on the
gpot with his treops, 26 or 40 in numb.r,
who were conlemptuously lsughed at and told
to stond and ground arms, all of woich they did,
of course, betore a force of 200 prepared
aspassins. Tue Mujor went 10 tue jail
door and tried 10 talk with the mob,
He bad made three attempls, when hey
capght kim by the collar and threw
b out, telling bim that they **did ol wisn to
harm him or the soldiers, but that he must not
foterfere.” Bmith fougbt them alone and uan-
armed uotll dead, He was shot cighteen times,
Turee negroes were sbo!, two dead, About
twenly visited Judge Caldwell's house; he was
bidden in the bosties and they missed himg
twenty-tve or thir.y visited—lor me, bat furtu-
palely 1 bad not gone there that mght, and, of
couree, disappoioted them, They wentio —-—'s
bouse to ascertnin whether I was there the
night belore, On Monday, —, myself, and
——, being the remuinirg element of loysity,
were warned by our Rebel friends that it had
been determined to “'make a clean sweep,” and
the commsnning officer Informing us of hua
inability to afford us any protection beyond a
#quad to accomMpRnyY NS AWAY—We determined to
Jeave, Jodee Caldwell and I ecalled upon the
Board of Aldermen and Muyor to a:k of them an
eseort of respounsible cltizens to go with us
in leaving the ﬁ?aie——wa were going to Bnreve.
nrl. by boat, That request beat them. They

The march of ive thousand miles will carry
Mr. Westen irom  Bavgor, Muaine, to 8t Paul,
Mivpesota, sud thence back, by a diderent
route, 10 the city of New York: and it s well
cileulated to arouse the enthusia:m of our
somewhat mercurial people. On the walk from
Portland to Chicago, the distance and the time
to anecomplish it required that the pedesirian
shoonld muke an averange of lorty-seven miles
daily, and that walk, made in & more propitious
geason of the yewr, called forth the wildest
upplaose from the thousands who, night and
day, througed the line of march, In the five
thovnsand mile march Weston will be required
