rPrPECUTIOH OF CnRISTIAXS IN TlJRKKT.
Advices Lave been received in England of
icvere persecutions inflicted upon a Christian
ettlement at MardiD, near Diaibeker, in Tar-ke- y.

This colony was some time ago orga-
nized as a distinct community, and received
ceparate tax lists. In lSb'4 a new and illegal
assessment, more than doubling the taxes,
was ordered to be made by the looal authori-
ties. These proceedings, after an appeal to
the Sultan, were set aside; bat, notwithstand-
ing the-- disapproval of their Buperiora at Con-
stantinople, the magistrates ofMirdin resolved
to collect the tax, and seized aeven of the
prinoipal Christiana, who were sent to the
camp of tbe Turkish soldiers and compelled
to perform the most odious kinds of servile
labor, beinp at tbe same time beaten by their
guards. The sufferers were then driven
through tbe streets and beaten until they bad
made application to money-lender- s for the
amount of the tax, for which an exorbitant
interest bad to be paid.
