the form of government to be selected for the
Spanish people. The government has now becn
in power vearly a month, and sufficien time hias
already ("nmw,'db to rnable it to perfeot the neces.
gary detslls by which a free aud universal ex-
pression ot the will of the people counld be ob-
tained. There is certninly vo rewson why an
election should not have been called before this,
If the right of sufirage is to 1o be enjoyed
by all citizens, it certainly requires bat little
pieparation to enable the volers 1o expreas their
cholee at the polls, The universal wish of the
mwajority of the people has been cleariy shown
throngh the Juntus, snd that wish is for & popn-
lar decision as Lo the torm of government Lo be
ted. The people do not want the pro-
visional goverument alone to decide so mo-
mentuous aquestion, however able'and patriotic
it hins proved iteelf, It is a guestron thal rightly
belongs to the great mass of the Yopulnﬂ-m and
not to the few who just now hold the reins of
power. Perhaps it" is on account of the very
importance of the subject that the pro-
visional government hesitates to take the

first steps towards a solution. The people
are rendy to select the form of govern-
ment that beat  suils thelr aspira.

tions and des=ires, but the provislonal govern-
ment, holding different views, halts and hesi-
tates and loses ground dailv. The pet scheme
of Berrapo and Prim cannot readily be given
up. They must havea constitutionsal monarchy,
in which tho King and” “the power belind the
throne! are everything and the people, ns here-
fofore, nothing, The people are not ready for a
repuhﬁc. sny the leaders in the provisional
government, aud so they must put up with a
copstitutional mouarchy untitthey sre prepared
by education for something better. But how
they are going to carry outtheir designs without
eoming in contact with the people Is a question
that undoubtedly occesions them many doubts
and fears. Tney must sc¢e, as every sensi-
ble observer clearly sees, that the republican
element Is growing with a rapidity and strength
that will soon overwhelm every other party in
Spain. All these delass in giving the people a
cbance {o express ther wishes strengthen and
deepen the democraticspirit arnong the masses,
While Prim and Serrapo are bolding on to
power and writing leiters to French journals in
which they advocate n monarchieal form of
goverumt-n{, the democratic leaders are organ-
izing, consolldating, avd increasing their forces.
The advocates of & republic are stronger to.day
than ever before, aud more than one man who
never before dreamed of sny other than royal
rulers now belleves that the peeple can govern
themselves, The country has survived for
almost a month without & Queen, and has
rather thrived under tbhe deprivation.

Recognition of the Provisionnsl Governe

X ment
From the London Telegraph, Oct. 28,

At present there s but oue ruling bhody in
Bpain—the provisional government of which
Serrano, Prim, Topete, und other heads of the
revolutionary movement are the members, The
positiop ol ts government hus been strength-
ened, not merely by the dis=olution of its rivals,
the juntas, but ulso by the frank recognition
which it has glready received Irom several great
powers, The United Staies, as it was most
nutural to expect, hastened eagerly to bestow
the right hund of fellowship upon the Hew
republicav State; and Mr, Seward's recogni-
ticn wae fleglied through the Atlantic cable
a day or two afier the provisional
goverument rose  on the roins of
Queen [eabella’s rule. England and France
were somewhat less speedy; bat neither power
could be suspected of regretting the npecessity
which mude 1t recognize a de faolo government
get up by the Bpamsh people. Sanctioned and
strengibened by these marks of confideuce from
within and from withoat, the provisional gov-
ernment has igsued a manifesto to the Spavish
nation explaiuing (be principles which have
hitherio gaided the revolution, and Indieatin
the course which shall henceforth be followed.
Universal sufirage bas been aceepted by the
revolution as giving ardent an alpable
demonstiration of the sovereignty of ihe peo-

le; and the fomdamentsl priveiples that are

puide the politlcal future in Spain are
based on the most cowplete liberty, Tue
applieation of these privciples has neces-
ganly resalted in the establishment ol reli-
fous freedom, and tbat measure, as the mani-
FPII. contends—and let the timid (riends of the
Irich establishment note well the argument—
will not injure the Catholic Church; bat, on the
eontrary, strengthen it, through the bruclnz
oppesition which it will encounter from com-
peling ¢enominations. Liberty of pr]ntinﬁ, of
public meeung, and peacelul association, along
with admipisirative decentralization, are fur-
ther proclaimed to be ivevitable consequences
of the tundamental principle thut animuted the
revolution; and assurance is given thal the
colonles will enjoy the beoetis which are reaped
by the mo*her coantry *'on the strong buses of
freevom snd credit,” Bo far the manuesto
merely pums up the work o! the past six woeks,
and deglares that Spain, buviug delivered her-
sell from corruption and tyranpy, 13 resolved to
coulinge in the enjoywent of her (reedom,

GENERAL NEWS.

The Military Committee of Vienna has aoreed,
on the representation of Buron Boust, that (he
army khould be maintained on the war {ootiog
of 800,000 men. Many members of the commit-
tee were at firat opposed to this, bul repsons
given by Baron Beast, under the pledge of
recrecy, finally convioeed them ol its necessity,
The New Free Press states that Baron Benest,
while alluding to the [riendly relationship be-
tween Austria and all the powers, declared that,
in view of the possibility of & conflict between
France and Prussia, Austria was obliged to re-
mwain armed for the protection of her own neu-
irality.

The demolition of the walls and fortifications
of Barcelona hins been decreed in consequence
of the mncreaze in lh(‘l[mpulauuu of the city,

The resiguation of Marshial Niel, and conse
quently the preponderauce of the peace party
in the French Cabinet, is again telked of, and
the likelibood of General Lebwuf being ap-
pointed 1n his place,

On PBaturday night, 24th ult, it ls =a'd an
armed body of Insurgents forced an eatrance
into the house of Mr. William Wigmore, of Bal-
Iyrcdick, Ireland, about twelve miles from
Cork, and look three guns and some plistols,
with which they decampei.

GENERAL GRANT.

Probable Complexion of his Cabinet—
Specnlations unpon his Designs—EHis
Views of the Republicean Platform.

The New York Herald'sspecial correspondence
from Washinglon, yesterday, conlains the tol-
lowing interesting mformation, respecting Gene-
ral Graut's designs,

The Next Cabinet.

At the present time the most interesting top'e
of conversation hereabouts iz the probable
composition of General Grant's Cabinet, On this
subject there are many claiments to the reputa-
tion of being good authorilies, and profound
oracles are not wauting who can foretell the
signs of the times in this respect, They all have
their believers; bat the truth is, that no other
President elect since the foundation of the
Government e¢ver preserved so rigid a silence
in regard to bis future course in important
Slate matters as Geueral Grant, and as & natu-

rial  consequence, the vast number of
ramors now floating around coutains hat
a very few well founded fuects, It is

unmluiaknbl{ clesr thut Grant is desirous
of makiog his Cabinet selections without con-
sulting party leaders, and ot making them to
suit himsel{; consequently all those who voluo-
teer their advice in the matler are treated slike,
from the dogmatic political munsger, who
assumes to dictate, 1o the humble aspirant tor
Presidentind favor, who ventures only to throw
out a suggestion. 'l.'h!'_v are patiently listened to
and graciously permitted to do all the tailking,
Thus all soch lvterviews terminate mghly un-
satistuctorily, without a promise or even & hint
that their counsel has taken sufficient root to
bring forth frmt,

It 15 an undoubled fact that General Grant
has fully decided to hold himself entirely alool
from party restraints; for he feela that in order
to be free to act in all emergencies for the-best
intereste of the country he must uot be fettered
by party ties. He evidently feels that, in both
hie pomioation and election, the debt of

ratitude 18 88 heavy on one side as It
¢ on the other, and he regards hmself
as sbeolved from tbe necessity of accepting at
tbe hands of the Republican paity nomina-
tions to importaut offices and plans for na-
tional exigencies ready made for him, The
earpesiness with which the Republicun leaders
implored him to besr the standard through the
Presigential contest, the consclousness that the
honor was umought aud even repeatedly
declined by bim, sad that when at length he
acceded to their urgent request he did se with
the distinct undersianding that he was to be
independent in actlon and just as free to follow
the dictates of his own judgment as when he
nceepted, under the same coaditions, the chier
command of the armies in the field, Justify his
reticeuce on the subject,

General Grant does not keep his thoughts and
views hermetically sealed, as 1t were, in his own
mind, He bas intimate and confidential friends
who Lhave been long tried in prudence of good
counsel, who still share his confidence to a great
extent; but these friends, knowing the import-
ance that the Generasl attaches to secresy con-
cernlog his futere aclions, are almost as reti-
ceut sud reserved as the General. Neverthae
less, although it Is pext to 1mpossible to obtain
anythiog in regard 1o the formation of the next
Cabinet that may be snnounced by authority,
there sre =ome slight intimations dropped
by those who have opporcunities of knowing,
which, when taken in connection with other
known fncts, form conclasions worthy of men-
tion, Certain of these intimations lead to the
beliefl that both J, Lathrop Motley and Edwin
M. Stanton kave been spoken of by Grant us
excellent men us Becretary of Btate; that Admi-
rul D, D. Porter is the likeliest mao for Secre-
tary of the Navy, and that General J, M, Bcho-
field will most probably retain the control of the
War Department, These numes are based on
something better than mere conjecture; bat in
relation 10 the other Cabluet positions notlhing
more relisble than currest remors can be
found, One statement [ can makes with
grent.  coptidence, which s that the
Cabinet of Geunerul Grant is alrendy *‘cat and
dried.” The men have been determined upon,
snd the chapces that any alleration will be
made in the hst 18 exceedingly small, Another
fact 1o relation to the future conduct of the Pre-
sident elect is that ail such professors of potiti-
cal selence ana the wurt of sharing out paolic
offices a8 Wendell Phillips, Ben Butler, on the
oue side, and N, B, Forrest, Wade Humpton, C.
O, Vallundigham etal , on the other, may as
well eend their advice to the King of Daho-

mey as to Geueral Graat, A word (o the wise s
sufliclent.
General Grant's Views of the Republican

Flatform,

A statement made lust evening by a gentle-
wan in whom may be placed implleit reliance,
and who enjoys excellent opporiunities to
enable him to speak tnhlllgauu& on the subject,

They at once opened
ppon bim with every comcelvable argoment
they could bring forward to Induce him to me
cept, one of which arguments was that the plat-
form need not be regarded by him in so serions
a light—it was simply an enunclation of the
general prineiples of the parlty, necemsary only
tomuke up the isswes of the compaign. They
urged him to accept at all events, and to say
nothing more abont the platform, Many other
arguments of & gimilar characier were used, it
is suid, which gave Grant to understand that
they wanted him to mecept the nomination it
even it had to be on a platform ot his own
andoption.

His Letter to Our President Eleet,

PeETERDORN, Nov, 4. —PRESIDENT GRANT:—
Honored and Dear Sir;—Paraon this lolier.
Pardon my irrepressible impntience to write it,
I learn to-day that you are made President ol
the United States; and I canvot wmt, even uotil
to-morrow, to suy to you what my whole soul
viges me to say to you. Befors the election
your exhortation o your countrymen was, **Let
us have peace!” To this exhortation, as sub-
lime us 1t is concise, their reply, in the voice
of the election, s, also, *'Let us have peasce I
What vou then asked of them, they now ssk of
you. What you then ealled on them to do, they
18ye now put in your power to do, and now call
on vou to do. What, however, is the peace
which you asked for, and which, In turn, you
are nsked for ¥ 1Is it of wsupertcial and evanes-
cent churacter? Or s it that deep and enduring
prace whose foundations are in povhing short
of nature and reason, justiee and religion ?

The chiel thing for which 1 took up my nea
was to remind you of the deep desire of many
hundred thousands who voted for you to have
your sdmiuistiration sigvalized by its cordial
recognition of the cqual rights of all races of
mwen; by its dowuright and eflective assertion
that no man loses rights by being born In a
skin of one color 1ustend of another; and of its
faithful, warm hearted, and successful endea-
vors to rid our country of this low and brutal
anisgonism of races. What your administration
shall be in other reapects s of comparatively
little consequence, Confident, however, may
all be that it right in this most comprehiensive
aud vital respect, it will be right in every olher
ecgential one,

1 ¢aw, in your letter of Angust, 1863, that you
bad not In your early life made human rights
one of your studies. Neverthele=ss, that, in the
high oflice to which you were chosen yesterday,
you will prove yourself (o be thelr sulightened,
impartial, and successiul defender, I canuot
doubt, For, like the martyred and immmortal
Lincoln, you are above the stupidity of not
bemng able to cuange, aod above the weakness of
being ashamed to change. Indeed, while in
your letter to which 1 have referred, you eay
that formerly you had not been * an abolitionist
~—uot even what could be called auti-slavery”—
you do, in thesame letter, acknowledge your
self Lo have advanced so far as to insist on the
abolition of slavery, and on there being no peace
which permits the existence ol slavery. More-
over, in another of your letters written in the
same month, you resch the altitude of declariog
that “Human liberty 18 the ouly foundation of
bhuman government.” tter still is your re-
cent declaration to Mr. Colfax Lhat, in your
Presidency, *'we shall have the stroog arm of the
Executive, representing the will and maje ity
of a miehty people, declaring and [nsuring to
every citizen, black or white, rich or poor, be
he humble or exalted. the safeguard of the
natiop, and protecting him from every wrong
with the shield of our natiooal strength.” Bat
best of wll, to prove your disceroment and
appreciation of human rights and your fddelity
10 them, waus your acceptance of your nomina-
tion and of the righteouns priuciples ot the
Republican party. The grandest of all these
rr}nctph-s 15 not no slavery, but voiveraul suf-
rage; for the ballot is the mightiest protection
of its pos=essor, not only from slavery, butfrom
every other wrong., That universal suffrage is
one of the principles of the Republican party, is
manifest from its belng eet up in the District of
Columbia. Had this party as clear & constitu-
tional right toset 1t up in the loyal States, all
those Btates would slso have been blessed with
it. The action of Cougress on the question of
suffrage in the disloyxl States was under the luw
of war—wns the exercise of the right of the
Conqueror,

Nor in your early life did you take the lead In
Faving a nation. Buot, when the time came ‘or
you to do #o, you did so; and did so successfoll
trinmphantly. Nor m early life had you hear
the call to help drive out of your country this
wean and murderous antagonism of races,
bince, then, however, you have heard it, and
have been obeying it. And now, salely can

our country rely on your wisdom and justice
or what more she requires at your hands.
Thege qualities, o eminent in you, have faith-
fully and fully met all the claims which your
eountry hes, in quick succession, lald upon you.
Not less taithfully and fully will they meet all
her remaining clrims upon you. And well, too,
may she trust that He who has brought you into
the Chief Magistracy ““for such » time as this,”
will both show you your trae work, and give
you head, beart, and haud to do it,

1 cannot forbear H]IBT that ne small ground

of my rejoicing in your election is your charita-
bie ﬁmxmeut and generous treatment eof the
Bouth. Warmly did I appreve the easy terms
on which you allowed General Lee to surren-
der. Your subsequent report of the temper of
the Bouth, after a too hasty tour through it,
showed that yon were capable of formine a
charitable judgment of even a recent fos, Far
{oo favorable as this report was thourht to be,
1t nevertheless would have been horne out in a
bhigh degree, hud not these bad men among the
lenders of the Northern Democracy held back
the South from “aareepunﬁ the sitoation,” and
pustied her forward fo the indecent and prepos-
terous inversion of claiming for the conguered
the right o dictate terms to the conqueror, And
how monstrous these terms!—uvothiug less thun
that the natiou should again put under the feet of
the wicked white men, who had taken up arms
to destroy her, the forgiving and magnanimous
black men, who had taken up arms to suve her !

Wherever there 1a & man who,
recause he became the enemy of his country,
was subjected to political disabilities, there is a
man whom you would have relieved of them as
soon 88 there is proof that he has again become
its friend., But, on the other bhand, yon will
regard no man as the friend of his country whe
wars upon bis neighbor because that neighbor
I8 of & race different from his own, or beciuse
that neighbor stands up for the equal rights of

An Expedition to Annex Cuba to the
United States Fitting out in New York,

The New York Wor d of this merning pub-
lishes the following:—

The highly lmportant events that have
transpired in Bpain during the past five wecks,
which have resulled in the overthrow of one of
the oldest thrones on the Europesn coatinent,
has drawn the allention of adventurous and
filibustering Americans to the unprotecied or
weik state of the defenses of the ever falthiut
isle of Cuba.

An expedilion, or rather series of expeditions,
are now in process of ftting out, the ob{ecute
polint of such belng some central point of gene-
ral eoncentration in the heart of Cuba. These
expaditions are severally belug organized in
New York, Mobile, Boston, and New Orleans,
The object of these severs! expedillons. when
g&i:ed. the anpexation of Cuba to the United

e,

Communication has beean eslablished brtween
the leading msurgents now in Arms agasinst the
authority of the Captaln-General Lersuadl, and
the different chieis ol the movement in the
United States,

In New York city the acknowledged lesder of
the filibustering movement s & Colonel George
W. Gibbons, who has held & commlission and
served In the voluoutesr force employed doring
the late war. Colonel Gibbous is nbout twenty-
eleht vears of age, is a man of powerful frame,
and when a mere iad served under the ill-fated
Gepernl Willlam Watker in lus Nicaraguan
filibustering movement,

The organization ot
follows:—

There will be three points of depurture, viz.:

First. From the city of New York twenty-five
hundred men will embirk in o steamer now
chartered, These men will be armed with re-
volvers, but will not have with them any larger
arme or artillery, as it will be impossible to
evade the United States authorities with a sup-
ply of muskets or ammunition. But the vessvl
will carry twenty days' provisions for the nums-
her of men who will be debarked st some
point on the const, from wkence they will march
to the mountains. Once thers, it will be impos-
sisle 1o diive them from their stronghold antil
the native putriots have rallied in good nambers,

sSecond. The expedition from Bo<ton will con-
sist o/ elght hundred men, unarmed, but well
officered by men who have served New Enz-
laud regimente, Toesc men will also take with
them twenty days’ provisions, so as to eunble
the Cuban palriots to rematn in thelr defenses
and] reelet the Spanish veternos, I possible, a
buttery of emall howitzers will accompaoy this
part of the general movement,

But the maln und most important movement
wll be from New Orleans, the Moblle contin-
geut co-operating with the priocipal column
from Lowsinna. =

Three thousand men will leave New Orleans
in fifteen daye from this date, They will be
conveyed by a large and fust screw-steamer,
and with her, or at a different day or night,
anolber fast vessel will sail, carrylog stores,
art!llery, and I:mvisiona for five thouswond men.
This hod’y will be under General Harry Huys,
or General Charles F. Henuvinesen, o¥ Nica-
:ngunu and Huogarian revolutionary fame.

Yesterdav afternoon the telegraphic operator
at Bandy Heok snnounced the srrival in the
offing oitha steam frigate Franklm, with Ad-
miral Farragut ou bosrd. The Franklin, since
ber departure from the port of New York in the
early summer of 1867, has visited the chiel
seaports of the several countries of Europe, and
everywhere the gallant Admiral, the hero
of s0 many well-fought unaval engage-
ments, had & most cordiul welcome,
Civillans as well as military officers did
him homor on land, and the marine force of
each Government paid him special aitention.
B0 greas indeed was his tame abroad, that at
the time of the reviewsat Cherbourg by the
respeetive uavies of Eopgland and Frauce the
Franklin, the representative vessel of the United
Biates, and which ran the Rebel batteries at
New Orleans and other pluces with such
consummate skill, under the direction of Ler
iutrepld commander, was, sccording to the
chroniclere of those eveots, scarcely less an ob-
ject ol admiration than the noblest veasel In
the fleet of either of these great Buropsan coun-
tries, Crowned heads feasted and (etad Admiral
Farragot, who maintaived his repablican sim-
plicity notwithstandiog the pomyp aod splendor
with which he was surrounded, and nowhere or
on no occasion compromised the dignity of s
natiow, or his own seli-respect as the frst sallor
of our nution. The hewds of the Protestant,
Catholic Greek, and Mohammedan Churches

came down from their high estate and
made reciprocal visits to the Franklin,
und none felt degraded b the
association, Honors everywhere awalted the

Admiral since he left these shores, aud not one
did he receivein excess of his merits, Now he
has relurned to his native land, for which he
labored so zealously and fearlessly durlnﬁ the
Rebellion, sud 1t is to be hoped that it will be
many years before there Is occasion for him to
retire from a service which he has done so
much toennoble.
