Resignation of Rdward Shippen, Esq.
It is not in the tones of fl attery that we annonnoe
onr sincere regret at the resignation of El-wa- rd

Sblppen, Kq , from the post of Presi-

dent of the Board of School Controllers of onr
city. The formal renunolation of his posl.
tion is made publlo this morning, in a letter
to Hon Joseph Allison, President Judge of the
Conrt of Common Pleas. In losing Mr. Ship-pe- n

the common school system loses one of its
ablest advocates and moBt experienced Direc-

tors. He has been for many years intimately
connected with its administration, and is the
recogL'Wd author of many of its most impor-

tant refotma. Fitted himself by education
for acting as a discriminating judge of all the
requisites of the curriculum of its studies, he
has given his time and attention most
unreservedly to his duties. It is not an idle
statement for him to say that he ha
neglected his private busiues in order to attend
to the onerous demands which his office placed
upon bim. lie has been instigated solely by a
devire to promote the cause of learning to
extend its advantages to every child in onr
city, and thus train up a raoe of citizens on
whom the Republic could rely for intelligent
devotion. Seeing that the accommodations
of tbe buildings in various portions of the
city were not only inadequate but also un
healthy, he became the father and defender
and successful advooate of the million loan
which was authorized by Connoils within the
past two years.

.fudge Ilrad's Opiuiou on Tipstave
Anttiralization Papers.

A ItEri'BMCAX mnming contemporary, is at-

tacking the opinion on the tipstave naturaliza-
tion papers which wa delivered by Judge
Read on the 21 inst. The only apparent pre-
text for this assault is the allegation that
Judge Read "undertook to benefit his party
by wresting the law awry," aud that the party
is, therefore, compelled "to wash its hands of
any complicity in his terrible mistake."
Judge Bead is abundantly able to vindicate
his own opinions, and needs no defense or
apology from us. If, however, he had com-

mitted the imputed error of declaring that it
was better that a seal wrongfully attached
should not be reppeoted than that it should
lie need to perpetrate a fraud, the ofense i
scarcely of a character to deserve the oondem
nation of honest men; aud the Republican
paity must be at a loss for employment if it
can find no better business than the act of
washing its hands of imaginary complicity in
an atumpt to prevent the consummation of
an infamous Democratio fraud. r

Judge Read's opinion called the attention of
the citizens of Philadelphia to a very import-
ant fact, in referenoe to the tipstave naturali-
zation papers, which had not been brought
into prominence by any of the previous

The only defense of the infamous
mode of granting naturalization papers which
was sanctioned by Judges Sharswood and
Thompson, was that it was in aoootdanoe with
the former practice of the Court. It was
clearly contrary to the laws of Congress, and
a manifest outrage upon the rights of the legal
voters of the State, and no man attempted to
defend it on any other gronnd than that il
was sanctioned by precedent. This shallow
defence, Judge Read demolished. A new and
positive reason for disregarding the old
praotice was furnished by his citation o
the act of Assembly of the 4th of April, 1SG8,

which foibid, in the most positive terms, the
proceedings which had transpired under the
sanction of Judges Sharswood and Thompson.
If the law had been framed with express
reference to the naturalization misdemeanors
and crimes which have been freely exposed in
the columns of The Tklkobaph, itooold not
have been more explicit. We reproduce it
here, that all who are interested in this post-

mortem examination pf ante-eleotlo- n eleotion
law opinions may comprehend its full force:

"If any prothf moiary, clerk, or tbe deputy of
either, or any other peison, snail atllx the seal
ol office to any natural l.utlou piper, or give out
llir Burnetii blaok, whoreuy it may be fraudu-
lently need, or furnUn a naturalization certi-
ficate to any person who auuil not have been
duly examined and sworn lu open court, in
pienenceof some of tLe J'.irl)e8 thereof, accord-
ing to the act of Congress, Iih shall be guilty of
a high miademeauor; or if any person snail
fraudulently use any such ceriinoale of natu-
ralization, knowing tliul it was fraudulently
Issued, and shnli vote or attempt to vote
tnereon, he fchall be guilty of a nigh misde-
meanor; and kllDer or any of tbe persons,
their alders and abettors, itullty of either of
the misdemeanors aforesaid, susll, on convic-
tion, be fined in a sum not exceeding one t hou-ain- d

dollars, aud imprisoned in the proper
penitentiary for a period not exceeding threeyears."

If the section quoted is a binding law of the
State of Pennsylvania, as Judge Read deolares
it to be, it is impossible to resist the conclu-
sion at which he arrived, that the whole issus
of tipstave satnralization papers was illegal)
and contrary to the act of Assembly as well as
to the aot of Congress.

While Judge Read expressed the oplntou
that the fraudulent certificates referred to
"should be rejected at the polls," he issued
no explioltdireotions requiring that they should
be excluded, and, protiolly, election officers
were left free to accept or reject the seal of the

Supreme Court as evldenoe of a fact which it
did not realty prove. The only ordr which
acoompatied the opinion was that "no more
aliens shall be naturalized in this Court," and
the Republicans will scaroely read Jadge Road
out of the party for thus destroying the
famous and favorite Demooratio factory of
Illegal voters.

The United Siatca and G eat Ilritain.
Tbb London Timr of yesterday morning,

to a despatch by the Atlantic oable,
contained a long-winde- d editorial, purporting
to five the basis of the settlement of the ques-tl- oi

at issue between this oouutry and Great
Britain whloh ha been arrived at by Reverdy
Johnson and Lord Stanley. The Time.", after
detailing the alleged basis of this proposed
settlement, deolares that onr Government has
entiiely withdrawn the question of the recog-

nition of the Contederaoy by Great Britain
during the war, which is equivalent to a com-

plete surrender on onr part, and a hutmiiatiag
acknowledgment by ns that the indecent haste
which marked the aotion of the Eugllsh Gov-

ernment in this matter was perfeotly justifia-
ble. A later cable despatch from what source,
tit on what authority based, we are not in-

formed purports to give one of the articles of
the proposed convention between the tw Gov-

ernments in detail, aud argues that its letter
and spirit throw open every question involved
in the Alabama olaim?, including that of the
premature recognition by Great of the
Southern Confederacy.

While we are not disposed to plce much
reliance on either version of the atlYtr, we are
firmly convinced that, if the Times be oorrect
in its acoonnt, the American people will, almost
if not entirely without exception, repudiate
the action of Reverdy Johnson, and still in-

sist, as they have done heretofore, that the
course of Great Britain was unfriendly and
unjust, uncalled for by the interests of that
country, and unwarranted by the law of na-

tions. If Mr. Johnson has, in truth, pat his
signature to any such document as the Times

purports to lay before the world, it will only
strengthen the belief of the whole American
people that the man is unworthy of the posi-
tion he holds, and should pack his carpet-ba- g

at once and return to this country, that his
toadyism to English Tories and English sympa-
thizers with the Slaveholders' Rebellion may
not be productive of any more mischief.

"With his IIeabt in his Hand," Rose-cra-

is on the way to Mexico at last. Bat
we fear that this sea voyage will not have a
very soothing effect upon him, for he has
General Longstreet for a fellow-voyage- r; and
Longstreet, although one of "that body of
brave, energetio, and men"
who did their best to upset the Government
of the Union, has, since the close of the war,
exerted all his influence towards healing the
wounds of the nation and restoring both sec-

tions of the country to a state of prosperity
and peace. In the eyes of Roseorans, Long-stre- et

is therefore a double traitor a traitor
to his country because he is laboring with the
Republican party; and a traitor to "the Lost
Cause," because he ha3 utterly forsaken it.
But this is not the eole cause for solicitude on
the part of the erratio diplomat. On the 4th
day of March next, General Grant will be
inaugurated President of the United States.
For General Grant Roseorans entertains a
hearty contempt, and of oourse cannot con-

sent to represent abroad a nation at whose
bead is placed such a military upstart. There-
fore Roseorans will resign, to take effect on
this same 4th of March. And if he does
not do so through any inadvertence, we have
no doubt that one of the first things attended
to by President Grant will be the reconstruc-
tion of Rosecrans, whose Fpeedy reoall will
enable him to devote his whole time to con-
torting with unrepentant Rebels and the
writing of treasonable epistles in the most
eocentrio style of ham-strun- g English.

Death op the Marquis op Hastings. The
European despatches announce the death of
the young Marquis of Hastings, who died at
the age of twenty-six- . This young gentleman's
career has been well known to the people of
both England and the United States, solely
through his unbounded extravagance and his
fondness for the Southern traitors. As a
sporting character, a bsttor on races, and a
keeper of fast horses, he probably deserved to
be ranked at the head of all the spendthrifts
of this century. Endowed by fortune with
colossal wealth, having, it is said, X'80,000, or
1400,000, a year as an income, he spent it
with a rapidity whloh did infinite credit to his
ability as a spendthrift. It is said that he
staked 40,000 ($200,000) on the result of
one horse-rac- e last spring, and won. Among
the list published of the subscribers to the
Rebel fund we find his name most prominent.
Tbe immediate cause of his death is not
stated, but it takes no medioal profandity to
infer from what we have staUd of the life
he led.

Doh't Go Weu Toobther. A Rochester
paper demands that New York olty, with
Btaten and Long Islands, shall be cut off from
the rest of the State of New York and erected
into a separate Commonwealth, to be known
aa "Tammany." The new State would rank
as the sixth in the Union in the order of popu-

lation, and would rival Kentucky in its tre-

mendous Democratic majority, which at the
recent eleotion readied about 74.000. The
only argument against the proposed change
would be the fact that it would give the reac-

tionary party two additional votes in the
United States Senate, and the same number in
the Eleotoral College, besides rendering Its
eleven Electoral votes a certainty for that
party. But the other side is not without
argument. While there would bs a Demo-

oratio aocesslou of two votes in the Senate,
there would likewise bs a oertainty of two
Republican members from the old State of
New Yoik, as a counterbalance a disadvantage
to the Republican party at present, but a
guarantee for all time to oome that the full
weight of the present State would not be
thrown in,the Senate against the party of pro

gress. The same advantage would result to
the Eleotoral College, eleven votes being se-

cured beyond all doubt for the party of fraud
and corruption, while twenty-fou- r would be
made equally sure for the party of justice and
equal rights, whloh would be deoldedly better
than to have the thirty-thre- e votes of the
State, aa at present, thrown in favor of the
former. Tammany has lon been groaning
under lbany legislation. Let it break loose
from it by making a bold strike for independ-
ence. We imagine nobody will object.

No more melancholy evidence of the politi-
cal decadenoe of old Virginia oould have been
given than the miserable devioe of her Demo-

cratic politicians to hold a secret election for
Presidential electors. Forbidden by law to
participate openly in the contest, the degene-

rate eons of the men who wielded a .potent in-

fluence in all the early political struggles of
the Republic oontented themselves with pre-
paring by stealth for the introduction of a
treasonable element of strife into the halls of
Congress, if there was any possible chance of
aesiHting tbe deoperate fortune! of Seymour
arid Blair by a petty pretext for 3 a new rebel-
lion. Grant's overwhelming triumph has for-
tunately made this scheme ridiculous.
