Under
the old law, &t $2 1ax per galion, tue disiillery
paid $2000, It 18 now piying, at the redaced
rate ol 60 cents oun the vallow, over $8000 per
month. The-e ditilleried wre both located in
the First district, A week ngo there were some
gix or geven o operation i that distriet, bot
owiLg to the low price nt which New Yark city
made whisky s elling 1o thig city, they have all
slopped runniug.
