COURT oF ComMMoN PLrAS—Judges Alllson,
Ludlow, Pelree, and Brewsier.—As per agree-
ment of Sainrday last, conusel appeared In
eonrt this morning to argue Lhe motlon mwde
by the reapondent Lo sirike out the pelitious of
the contestants because of tne lnsuficlency of
the affidavitas supporting them,

Willlam H. Rawle, Ksq., stated to the court
there were sevgn contested election cnsom here
five of which were in the Common Pleas an
two lu the Quarter Hesalons, snd the court nad
considerately consenied to hear them all tos
gether, and, In responss Lo tnle consideration,
himsell, Messrs, Meredith and Manno,repressnt-
lug the confestanta in ail Lhe cases, had agresd
in order to make all Lhe cases almilar, to with-
draw the last specification In the District At-
torney’'s case, ¥eiting forth the prevention of a
fair election Ly Lhe Sherifl’s depulies,

William [, Hirat, Iisq., on the part of the ra-
spondents, sald be wuuld consent to this, and
thought thet the withdrawal of all the spacli.
calions would save the Uourt a great deal of
trouble,

Tue Court granted the application; Judge
Ludlow dissenting,

Mr. Hirst, opening the argument on the part
of the respendents 1o support of the motions
Lo guash, sald he would argue no question that
bad airéeady teen overruled, Here wers seven
different petitlons of seven different pariles,
necessitnting seven examinations; and he
thought it would be of use 1o examine the his-
tary of these contests. Alfirst contesis wers con-
fined to ope otfice, butof late yeurs the numbar
of offices involved had inecressed wonderfully.
Now parties had thrown into Conrt the ean-
vasaes of seven eandldates, forty-four election
districts were brougat in, thirly or forty thou-
sand votes wore 1o ve serutinizesd, the sonduaet
ot seven hundred and sixty- sixelection oMoeers
1o be irled. Disappointed candidates would
rush anywhere, and, like pariies who had re-
oelved a verdlet annfmit toem, would hasten Lo
ask for & new trial, which subsiantially this
proceeding was,

As hesuld before, he would nol ralse any
question already declded by the Court nnless
specinlly invited by the Court to doso, In the
cuke coming under the jurlsdiesion of the Lourt
of Common Pleus, the law applicable conglated
first of the Acts of Assembly of Jaly, 1820,
wliloh referred to the ofMices ol the Prolthono-
tary of the Common Pieas and Register, and
referring to the 1ule contesting county aud
townsulp offices; and secondly, five of them
depended vpon Lthe Acl of February 2, 1854,

There were Lwo classes of exceplions Lo Lthesea
petitions, the one nuder the law applicable to
the Prothovotary and the Districl Attorney,
and the second under the law . respecting mu-
nleipal officers. All of them ;ralsed questions
ne 10 the legality of lumulug specitfications,
and he would compress Lhe entire argument
into the four questlons; the first, as to lamplog
specifications; the second a8 to the speoliica-
tion that hed already been struck oni; third,
whether Lhe afidavits had beensworn to before
lawinlly authorized ofMoers, which referred to
the csres of the Prothonotary, Clty Controlier,
and Recelver of Taxes; and, fourth, as to the
valldity of the body aund substance of the afil-
davils themselves which referred tothe Mavor,
City Commisslioner, Controller, Recelver of
Taxes, and Clly Bolleltor,

The petetions here presented twenly-five
specifications, the firgl twelve of which asked
the Counrt to throw out twelve entire précsinots,
85 10 which he would not =peak unless the
Courl desired, as they had already been ruled;
apd Lhe last thirteen sald thal voles to the
pumberof five and upwards, which were ille-

al, bad been recelved in various precinots.

hese latler specifications arralgued the vote of
the following precinols:—

All theso specifications complained that un-
qualified voles to the number of five and ap-
wards bsd been taken and counted. The
bounds of Inqulry had here been prescribed by
the petitioners in & most opllonal munoer and
withi u partiality that he tbhought perfeotly
wonderfal,

The next question was as to the valldity of
the uMaavits, Were Lhe perkons before whom
they were subseribed suthorized Lo adminlster
oatls? In the Prothonotary's case the aMdayit
purporied to be sworn and affirmed, bul It was
Impossible to tell which, and & prossocution
conid not ke maintained for perjury thereon.

In tbhe cage of the Cliy Solloltor the oath was
rdmipistered by George P, Deas, pro 'vothono
lary, ‘I'ie gentleman wounld like 0 know the
law nutborizing & clerk in the Prolhonotary’s
offico to administer oatlis for the Prothonotary.

In the cases of the Recelver of Taxes aod
City Controller the osih was administered by
James QGivin, Recorder. This Involved the
question whelher the Recorder was empowered
by Iaw in w olvil causs,

The Court here reminded the gentlaman Lhat
Lhis tribupal bad alieady declded Lhat he was,
in the divorce cake of Snomberg vs, Bhomberg,
argued by Mr. Gustavas Hemak, Mr. Hirst
sald that this declsion colneided entlrely with
Lis views, for Jt hela that the Recorder coald
admipister onths In clvll cases As & common-
law Justice of Lhe Peace, and he was such Jua-
Lice of \he Pence or nothing, so far as this gues-
tlon was concerned. He then sntersd iulo a
biskory of the office of Recorder, malntainiug
bt sines 1558 noone appointed ’by the Gover.
por could act as a Justice of the Peace, for the
Coustiintion of tomt year maode the Justices
eluctive.

Then as to the valldilty of the afMdavita

“aight at the headguurters in Broome strest. A
considerible nnmber of Cubauns were presenk,
and scemed to evinces the utmost destre V0 aid
the insurrcctionary movement in thelr native
tstand, Jeuportant news was eyldently expected
by those precent, but the leader, General Ker-
rigan, malotained profound secrecy regarding
tueir plan of operation wnd the exael \ime ab
which the first expeditionary corps will leave
these shores.

It is believed that this will be at o very eurly
date. Another meeling of tohe American
leaders aud of the most prominent Cabans
intercsted In the movement in this eity will be
hield ro.u, and decisive notion will, it la
belisved, poou follow, At the meeting Inst
pigbt gevernl persons eurolled themsclves as
ready to join the ranks of the Glibusters, aud
eome of them pledged thempselyes to ralse a
large number of men for the cause. After the
mecting bwxd dissolved the leaders occupisd
themselves in examining the reports from the
military organizations in this city and Brook-
Iyn. - These reports were declared to be highly
salisfactory. Au offer has becn received from
s prominent ex-Confederate general to joiu the
mosement und furnish ten thousand men,

Genernl Sherman's Annunl Report,
Cemtinued from (he Seeond Eadition,

The Commission, in it& annual report of De-
cemmber lust to the Presideot of the United
Bintes, hss full tesllmony on this point, to
the effect that all the officers of the urmy and
all the troops with whom they camein con.act,
had fully and cheerfully co-operated with them
in their efforts to bring this difficalt business to
a peacelul couclugion. 1| need nol here
refer to the deliberations and acts  of
that commission furtber toban to slate that
its members were unanimwous in Lhe con-
clusfon, that I we would maintaln =»

eruapnent peace with the Indians east of the

ocky Moontains, Lthey should be eollesied on
rescryations, ns 18r removed ns possible from
the white settlements and lines of travel, and
that there they should be maintained st the cost
of the DUnited States, until they could wholly or
partially provide for thewselves, Thetwo prin-
cipal reservations indicated by the Comaission
were norith of the State of Nebraska, and weass of
the Missouri river, and south of the Btawe of
Kuuvsas, and west of Arkansus,

Toese districts are the only parts of our vast
patiovnal domain at &ll edapied to the purposs
not slrendy appropristed. The Commission
furtber recommend that tor each of these reser-
vatlons a sortof governmwentshould be provided
bF law. lookiug 10 & time in the !ulure when
all the Iudisns would be redaecd to the peace-
ful condir on of shepherds, herders, and farm-
ers, This genernl plan was justiGed by the then
state of fects, and 18 wisdom has been demon-
strated by more recent events.

A sens=e of nstiovsl justice dictates that, in
tuking from these savages the lands whose wild
gate hus hitherto fed, clothed, and sheltered
them, we stould, in restricting them to the
exclusive use of & part, make them compensa-
tion ot some sort for the remuinder aod, if
possible, proeure thelr consent, Influenced by
this consideration the Pesce Commission durlng
the iall aud winter of 1867, and the spring and
summer of 1868, held a couneill with all or
neariy all the tribes und purts of tribes east of
the Rocky Mountsios, muking liberal provision
for sna preseunts to all who came o the ap-
poiuled places ol council, accordiog to the
forms und ceremonles to which they were loag
accustomed.,

Formal written treaties were made with each
geparate tribe, sigued with all jorwality, and
transmitied to the Senate of the United Siates
for ratification. The treaties with the Cheyen-
nes, Argpatoes, Kiowns, Camanches, Nuvajoes,
aud Crows were duly confirmed, but those with
the various bauds of Sloux, Spakes, etc, were
not confirmed, simply, it Is inferred, because
tney were not complete when the Sepate ad-
journed; but for some resason Congress did
vot tuke any wction on the chief proposition of
the 'eace Commission, which was embraced in
thelr report of last December, viz., that whick
relates to the seltiog apart of Lthe two reserva-
fions hereinbefore referrad to, aud providing
governments therefor, which was designed to
precede the confirmation of any of the treaties,
and was the ovly vital prineiple of the bitl. 1
regret that 1 feel compelled to refer to this
fact, pecause WALy persons attribute te it the
resson why we failed to secars a lastiug
pence, and why we are at this momeunt
engeged in o cestly war with four of the
prineipul tribes, with which we have
to deal, viz,;—The Cheyenues, Arrapahoes,
Kiowas, and Comnanghes, It hus al-
waye been most difficult to discover Lthe exact
truth concerning the cause of & rupture with
auy Indians, They never give nolice beforehand
of & warlike Intention, aud the irst notice comes
after their rifles and lsnces have doue much
bloody work. All intercourse then vpecessarily
ceasen, and the origina! cuunse soon becomes
buried in after events, The present Todian war
i General Sherldan’s department s no excep-
tion, and as near as I cun gather it, the trath 16
abouot th.e:—

Last yesr, in the several couvncils held at
North Piawte and Fort Laramis by the Pewes
Commission, with fragmentary binds of Sloux,
the lndians ssgerted thal they were then, and
had been always, unxious to live at pesce wi.h
their white pelghbors, provided we kept falth
with them. They claimed thet the building of
the Powder river road and the establishment of
military posts along it drove away the gam=

from the ouly Luntivgground they had
leit  after the occupation ol Montans
and Nebraska, and that the road hal

been boilt 1o tbe face of their protest, and in
violation of some old treaty which goirantees
them that country forever: thst the road and
the posts wlong 1L bad been constructed in 1865
and 1+66, lor the benefit of the people of Mon-
tapa, but had almost censed to be ol any prac-
tical use 10 them by reason of the buillding of

the Uniod Poacifle Ruillrond, whose Llermious
west of the Bluck Hills mude b easier for
the wagons to haul nu  oller

and Dbetter rond west of she moununtaing,

For this reason, avg begaurs the furtherex-
tensicn of this raldrond under rupid progress
would each your muke the Powder River road
less nod less used, the Comimission yielded to
the carnost enireatly of the Bloux, aad recom-
wended the abandoument for the time being,
of thie read. On the 2d day of last March
General Grant gave the necessary orders far
breakiog up the poste Forts Reno, Philip Kear
pey' and C. F. Buith, aond it was well Lo waris
Auvgust before the stores and material could all
be bauled away.

As we had reason to apprehend, some of the
Bioux atiributing our action o tear, followed
up oor withdrawal by eseh to Lhe line of the
Pacific rosd, andwo the south of it into Colo-
rado. Others of them doubtless reached the
cawps of the Arupihioes on Jean creek, and
the Oheyenve camps on FPawnee Fork, near
Fort Larned, and told them what had ocourred,
and wade them believe that by war, or threats
of war, they too could compel us to abandon

Thesublime strutegy which procured for
the receiver of the Brie Kaillway the power to
purchsae back the overissued stock was too
mueh for them. It was the declsive munweuavre
of the batue, The cligue could now ruan
Erie up to par, which contingency would be the
certain baukrupicy of the “soorte,” A flug of
truce was sent aud & settlement arranced by
which the Drew party paid for the stock at au
average price of 57 to 68.
