The New Presldents
Fyom the Londan Spretalor,

Even now, that long and dreary interval of
goverument by a calamitons Acvident, from
which the Upited Buates have soffered for
{hree years and a half, Las not qoiw coma to
an end. General Grant (s sleoted and Me.
Jolingon is condemued —for Mr, Seymour, who
was a more hopefol eandidate than Mr. Johu-
pon, aud réceived all Mr. Julinson's sapport,
hisg been rejected by the people, and Mr, Joha-
gon persoually was only not rejeoted beoanse
he was not worth trying. Bull, in spite of
this, in virtue of the strangest and silliest
gubtlety of a too aubtle Constitution, for four
weary months longer Mr. Johnson, whom the
peopls distrnst more than they distrust the
rejected candidate Mr, Beymour, is to hold an
oflice for which he was pever ntended and
pever [it, and fo which ha has dooa all that
human obstivacy could do to ]}l‘nl g the
diseords of an alilioled eanutry, Howavar,
the Unlon, which hus borps the avil for near
four yearg, will not be destroyed by this arbi-
trary delay ol four months in giving ellsct Lo
the people’s decislon. Goneral Grant, if he
lives four months, will be President of the
Union, aud now the patisent people ses at least
the beginning of the end; the dawn befors the
day. The lovg interval durivg which the
Executive has been the ohiet obstruotion to
the execntion of the law—doriog which it has
gonsisted in & mere force of friotion to embar-
rass government, instend of a force of voli-
tion to carry it ont, will now roon ba over.
The vote, nevertbeless, which elsots Cleneral
Grant and Mr, Colfax very natorally shows a
smaller Republican strepgth than there was
at the moment when Mr, Lincoln's Adminis-
tration was on the eve of its great
guccese; for not only have the first bright an-
tioipationa of peice been necsssarily a good
deal disappointed by the connsion, which,
earefully prompted by bMr., Johnson's favor,
hias prevailed in the SBoath, bat tha Republi-
eans themselves liave been badly led—led by
violent men who did not kvnow their own
minds well—men without dignity and self-
restraiut, These oauzes have led to a certain
diminution of the Hepnulican enthusiasm of
1804, a dimipution shown chisily by the loss
of New York State and Marsland to the Re.
publicans, & diniinished majority in Peonayl-
vauia and Ohio, aud a decidsd redustion of
tke Republiean majority in Congress, so that
in the House of Representatives the Republi-
vens will no longer have, it ia #aid, the two-
thirda majority neosssary to pass a bill over
11 @ head of the President. That, however, be-

aied of less conerqnence, aven if it be not for-
{ uate, now that the ['resident is to be not
For. Jubhipson baot General Grant. On the
¢ :ber haud, New Evglaud has cast a larger
¢ ad more solid vote than either in 1584 or
1276, and in Ilineis the Republican party has
mwado epormons strides not only since 1860
bnt since 18(4. Taken as a whole, the vie-
tory is singularly complete, Considering the
violence of the late Mr. Stevens, the partial
gupport givem by the Republicans till guite
lately to the disoreditable and dishonest policy
of General Butler, aud the blauders mads by
them during the impeachment of the Presi-
dent, the vote of the couutry has been mar-
vellously decisive. General Grant, when he
does sssume power, will feel that he hLas the
nation behind him, and that the great
majority he bas secured may be made
even mors sure and more united
by an adminisiration of moderate firmness
and sagacity. Althoongh the ounly properly
Southe:n States whioh have voted for him are
Arkavaas, Florida, and the two Carolinas,
Bouth Carolina being, of eourse, oarrisd by
the negro vote, whils Lountsiana and Alabama
have both voted for the Dewoorata, it is some-
thing to bave broken in unpon the monotony
of the Southern disaffection, and to have got
at leust two of the principal Siates of the
Bouth to get the example of united action
with the ruling party of the North. This
will do much to lighten General Grant’s task
in inducing the other Southern Btates to ac-
eapt the politioal situation and terminate the
ebronio war between them and Congress,

Now that General Graot is elected, no omns
can help overleaping the interpolated fonr
months of prolonged misgovernment, aud
arkiog what we may look for from the new
President. First and foremost, we expect
from Lim s strong government—a government
before which the daily %nurders going on in
Texas, and Louisiaua, and Georgis, and the
South generally, will cease, and gome law will
be enforced in each State—by the Btate au-
thorities, if it may be #o, by the military an-
thoritiee if it musat. That has besn the recent
object of Congress, which Mr. Johuson has ds-
feated go far as he dared —to give every State
a8 miuch independent civil life as was possibla,
but to keep the military power in reserve in
cage the civil diecords were so violent as to
lead to the habitual bresch of ordsr and eva-
glon of justive. The United States have shown
an alpost mervous horror of open wmilitary
ooonpation even of rebellions States —a
healthy Yorror, mno donbt, in its gonrcas,
but nnbealthy in its reznliz gince it has
enkblid the membora of eithor party
in the South to break throngh all restraints,
whencover pastion ran bhigh. Covgress in-
tended 1o nee the military power as at least a
dous ex wmachind to restrain this, snd would
have succerded far better than it has dons,
had it not besn thwarted by Mre. Johuson.
General Graut has pever shown (he slightest
last of wilitary power. o I8 & genuive
Amerlean citizen, with far mors respect for
oivil o1der than for military prestige, But he
will at Jeast folly carry ont the deliberate
purposs of Congreds to put an end to the
régime of violence, And the result capnot
but be wholesoma to the sxoltable States
themseives. They will fiud it a great seda-
tive to exvitement to fesl snre that thair iltile
outbrenks will not snoceed and will cost thew
desr The repnte of a c'rong hsud is xlmost
a8 great n preservative of order as the strong
haud itzelf,

With General Grant's
pU'.iL y not \'.'rl.l.ly of order,
been fecnred. The attewm
evade paying the debt contracted for the graat
oivil war will now donbtless din away., The
Demooratio repudintorsa of the Norih traded
on the aversion of the South to paying the
o8t of their pwu snbjugation. Ilut now that
General Graut bas been oleoted on tha polisy
of striot lntegrity—a polioy which {5 tha onoly
one tulerable to hisowan aplisity of
charncter- the Northern adrvocates of diaho-
nesty will ba beard no more. The restlessness
of the Bouth was yeally thelr only foraldnbla
ally. If General Gragt ean subdae that, he
will drain the policy of repudiation of all i13
gupport.

No one who hai read the history of
hig firgt year's service in the civil war can
doubt this. When unuvjustly censnred and
superseded on untrue charges ssorstly mads,
which were pot even explained to him by
Geperal Ialleek, he sequiesced withoat o
n urmer, and only did hiz baat to aid the man
promoted over his head, remarkiog dryly
that 8o lopg as the object of the war was

There is no point of view from which these
words can be considered in which they van
appear to rensible and unjaundiced eyes as
olber than geditious and threatening. They
practically assnme that the adwinistration of
Geperal Grant may be guilty of acts so orusl
and tyranzous and iutolerabls that men mad-
dened thereby may become involuntary mur-
derers, It the intention of this writer were as
congcientious as it is probably otherwise, the
fact vould be pleaded with but littls effect in
extennation of his lustigations; the best that
counld be reasounbly said for him would be
that lie was the vietim of howicidal demeantia,
avd might himeelf easily become one of the
death.desling avengers of the Boath, whose
advent he foratells. As s is probably as nearly
in his right miod as passion will permit him
to be, it may be judiclons to point ont to him
that a publication like that upon which ha so
re Lly ventores wsould bs ths bedl exonss
which any Governmient bent upon severa mea.
Enres could desiro, Ne rezpectable President
eculd pernit him elf 10 be bullied ent of auny
sourse which he might have intended honestly
to adopt withoot an intolerable imputation of
cowardlos. No Administration allowing itself
to be o controlled fn its omissions sud com-
misgions conld ¢asape depo-ition at ths handas
of av indigpant pation.

Heunry Wilsou was among
these thoughtfal wouen, Wowmen were fore-
most o vy F:{‘.'IN_':;'I.I‘.;; ill"l'-‘ 'I, Lulizabethh Ca iy
Ftauton pomewhat eontewpluonsly sams up
the whole ot the thoughtial a3z the *“‘fore,
wowen of New Boglaul whose nawes are
always appeuded to the call for autislavery
festivals, " which sre kuown to be festivala of

the most hilerions charsoter; and she says,
woreover, that she has hesn trying for seve-
ral years to rongs the thoughtiful and
festive forty to & sense  of thelr own
