Approaching Triple Execution of
the Chesapeake Pirates at
Princess Anne, Md.*

he Desperate Crime for
which They are to
Suffer Death,

Prom Our Own Correspondent,

wirsixarox, Del,, Nov, 30.—0u Friday next,
Decembor 4, there will be s gala day at Princess
Apne, the county seal of Somerset connty,
Maryland. 8o frequently is the scaffold brough
Into u=e in that despernte reglon, thut 1t is kep
sipoding a1l the year round, and, moreover, |s
made large e ough to swing flve miserable
human erestnres into elervity st one aod the
pame time. It is suld, nls0, that the seaffold
stands ot open ground near the jail, in full view
of such as choose to witness its praciiesl opera.
tion. 1If this be true, a gravd concourse of the
unterritied and unreconstructed denizens of the
town nud Ws vicinity may be anticipated on
Friday uext, for on that day three men will
pufler the extrome penalty ot the luw, and each
of the three is & negro.

The circumstavees allending tlie crime for
which they are to be executed were as follows: -

On the afternoon of Menday, March 30, 1868,
the oyster pungy Brave was seen by several per-
sons in the waters of the Chesaprake, with
eversihing going rizht, to all appearances. The
pungy was io command of Uaptain Benjamiu
F. Jounron, onc half owner of the vessel, John-
gon was & white man, as was also Henry Caunon,
the mate. Io addition to these there were four
colored men on board, as sssistants, named
Willlam Wilson, Willinm Wells, Frank Rounds,
and George Bailey. The pungy, which belonged
at Crisfield, Maryland, was engaged In dredglag
for oysters at Lthe lime mentioned, Subseguent
developments, and the confessious of two of the
bands, show that the four assalled the caplain,
and [ after mutilating him horribly threw
him overboard. The mate then received their
bloody atteution, but was thrown overboard and
disposed ol without the vse of deadly weapons,
@s his body, when found, dil not bear suny
marks of vidlence, Huving put the two white
men oul of thé way, the pegroes rifled the
vessel, opining everything that could have been
used as a receplucle for wouey or other valua-
bles, and turning things upside down generslly.
Over five hundred dollarg in money and a
guantity ol clothing were sccured by the despe-
sadoes, after which they eflected their escape
for the time. Up to the Tnursday evening
fol'owing the night of the murder the wind was
bigh and the weatber extremely rough, for
which reason it is thought that the wretches
rewained on board until that tme., They
finally ran the vessel aground on the bar at the
mouth of Cave's Riraits, in Somerset county,
and then took thelr leave in & small rowboat
which was on borrd (he pungy,

The Brave was fivst poticed subseqgaent to
Mounday in her stranded position at the mouth
of Cuee's Siraits, deseried, bul with mainsi] aad
Jibstill iging. Oa belng boarded, the evidences
of the terrific encounter with the Captain were
geen on all sides, the eabin and the deck balng
covered with Llood., As the negroes had shipped
at paliimore, it wis supposed tbat they woald
return to that point, News of the murder wis
sent thather without delay, and a large police
force was detniled to wateh for the moarderers
io that tocallty. Two ol toe deperndoes, Low-
ever—Wilton nnd Wells—proceeded South, and
on the (th und 7th of April they were ecaptared
fn Actomae county, Viigiula, one at aud the
other near Drummondtown, These two wers
taken to Priveess Avne, Marylund, aud lolged
i0 jail to await their winl, contessing that they
and their companions had perpetraled the
bloody deed. Befote the trigl commencsd they
malte desperale attempis to escane irom ¢asway,
but at that time fatled, About six weeks ago,
while their trial was in progress, Illounds was
also secnted and taken to Princess Aonne for
trinl. He was caplured iu Baltimore, after o
desperste resiclance of the police, who were
obliged to disable Lin by lodging o bullel in his
back belore Le eould be taken into custody, He
had been detee’ed o oan effort to involye n
-colmwl lad i & robbery which he coutemplated,
and this cucumilance Jed to Lis identifioasion
as one of the murderers, and his arrest as staled.
As et the oilher wvegro fmplicated, George
Balley, hns eladed the vigilaues of the authort-
ties, Two different persons have been urrested
and takeu to U'rineess Aupne, bat o each onse it
wus found tha' the wrong man had been secured,
and both were immedintely releasad, belog far.
ssbed by the swutborities wilh meaps to resch
their homes and also compensated for Lhelr loss
ol e and veiatiow,

The three men who were caplurad were casily
gonvicled of a participution io the pleatical oat-
rage, und sentenced to aeath, The death wur-
rants of Wilzon aud Wells bave already beco
aigned, their exeouticn be'og fixed for Friduy
next, Decemb r 4. It s also expected that
Rounds' case will be dispo<ed of by thes Governor
o!

Aler their trisl and ecouviction, Wilson and
Wells made auother desperste ntiempl Lo escape
in which they succeeded, On Wedpesday.

On Supday, November, 15, Wilson waz again
eaptured by two private citizens In the woods
belouging to one of them, He was found sit-
ting by & Ore eating parched corn, in a half-
slarved condition, and suffering grontly from a
wouud In the foot which he had sasialuned i
effocting his escape. In such a pitinble condi*
tion wue the poor wretch (hat he made no
attempt at resistance, bat qoletly submitted to
being beavily ironed and tuken back to cerlain
desth. On Wednesduy, November 18, Wells, the
other fugitive, was discovered tn the woods near
Beaford, Sussex county, Delaware, and recog-
nized by acouple of citizens, He started to
run, but n threat to shoot brought bim toa
etond, nud ke was peaceably led back to jall.

SBuch are the particalars of the tragedy, and
of the despernte pttempts which its perpetrators
have made to olude justice. The enme ercated
the most Intense excitement throughout the
penin=ala, and when the three desperadors are
finally disposed of vext Fridav, the peninsu'a
will experience o seusniion of profound rellef
The fact that the culprits are of dusky hue adds
to the prevailing cry for vengeance.

OBITUARY,

Commaodore Lawrence Kearney, U, 8. &

We regrel toannounce the death of thile dis-
tipegulshed naval ofecer nt Perth Amboy, N. T,
‘esierday. Commodore Kearvey was born at
'erth Amboy on the 30th of November, 1780,
apd would have completed his seventy-ninth
birthday today had be lived, He entered the
paviel service Az & midsipmun on Jaly 24, 1507
and afler servinpg on guonbonsls for Lwo years
was ordered to the frigate Qonstiintion, avd
subsequenily to the frigate Prealdent. After
serving on various olber vessels, and belng
promoted to the rank of lleutenant in the
meantime, he was, ln 1818, placed In comimnand
of the fNotlila of galleys nod barges, and dis
tinguished himsell by cnpmrlnT A lenderunder
the guns of the British frigate Hebrus, ior the
performance of this exploit he recelved graat
pralse and galned an enviable ransutation, ‘I'ne
war with Ureat Hritain closing soon afler,
Lientenant Kearney wunpl:wud in comumand
of the brig Enterprise, and engaged In the sup-
pression of piracy in the West Indles. It was
throngh his énergetic conduct that the noto-
rious pirate Gibns and his band were broken
up. 1o 1824, as commmander of the sloop-of-war
Warren, he was despatebed 1o the Medlterra-
pean for the purpose of protecling American
commerce from the Greek pirates. During the
following year he bombarded Miconi, in the
Levant, and ocompeiled tae reatocatlon of
American property that had been plunsered
upd despolied In the town by the plrates, who
were algo surrendered to him, In 1510 the de-
cepsed, who had become a captain befors Lnis
time, was placed in command of the East ladla
squadion, and rendered imporiant serviee Lo
the conniry inopening an lutercourss with the
Chinese Government, and thus alding Awmerl-
cans 'n thelr eflorts to obtaina part ol that
commerce with China which was then wholly
monopolized by Huropean powsrd and prinol
pally Ly Great Britain., Io 1862 he was piaced
on ihe revred st sopd altnough there 18 no
ofMolal record of hils having been 1o active ser-
vire subsequently, the Navy Register for
1568 names Moy, 1861, s the tims whan
his last crnlse explred, 8y that he muost
bave held some commund afier belog re
tired. He did not, however, take an active

part in bostllities during the Reballlon, In
| 1568 e was commissioned Commodore, which
rank he held at the timeof his death. With
the slugle exception of Hear-Admiral Cbharles
Stewart, tho deceased was the old officer in the
puval serviee of the Unlted Suates, His precise
Loy of gervico was sixty oneyonrs four months
aud fve days, of which twentv-four years and
three montus were spent at sea, Toe brillisot
achlevemenis of other oflicers of the navy dur
‘ngg the lebelllon, when old age In & measure
rrevented Commodore Kearney from shariog
the dapgers and nonors of bis enmrades, have,
foir seme years past, Keépt his names io the back-
ground, aithough the briltiant promise ho gave

An Important Document—The Opinion
of Attorney-Genernl Evarts Upon the
Eight-hour Law.

The Attorney-General has jost submitted s
opinion to the President upon the Eight-hour
law, [i81ext 18 as follows: —

ATTORNEY GENERAL'S Oriice, Nov, 25, 1808, —
To the President—Siri—~The Presldent recently
rejerred 1o the Attorney- General a commuulon-
tlon padressed to hlm by A, D, Hrock snd two
othere, siyllog themselves o CUommiviee of
FPrinters etnployed in the Goveroment Printing
Office, and requested an oplolon &3 to the
proper constraction of the Ilaw mentloned
thereln. Thelaw 1 lind to be the act of June 23,
1808, entitled “"An not constitnting elght hours u
dry's work for all Iaborers, workwen, and me-
chanpiecs employed by or on bahalf of the G v-
ernment of the United States,"” which reads as
follows:—

“hat elght bours alinll conatitnte s day'swork for
all luborers, workmen, and mechanles, now empl yod
or who may be heresfter employed by or on behal? of
the Goserom eut of the United sta'es, and that nil
wcls snd parts of sots lndopsistent with Luls net be
pnd the same are hereby repealed.”

The communiention of the Commities Is Lo
ihe following ellec;—That the Committee were
surprised 1o learn that the Secrotary of War
hus been led Lo consirae the above law, in u
recent order promulgated by him, 80 a8 Lo re-
duce the puy of employes in the War Departs
went o currespond with the reduction of nours,
he bhaving declared ln sald order tbat in bis
oploplon iL was never Lthe intention of Gongress
to give ten hours' pay fin elght hours' work:
