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The Natives of Gulana,

The general type of the Galana natives is
uniform. “Their skin is of a copper ,tini, &
little darker than that of the natives of South-
ern Earope, The hair i straight and coarse
and contivues Jet black till au advanced perio
of life. Their eyes sre also black and keen,
and the pight and hearing very moute.”! The
men wear uothing of their own sccord buta
strip of cotton abont the loing, and on festivala
ooronals of feathers; and the women small
aprons of beads, and necklaces sither of bhaads
or teeth taken from wild animals; buat the
Migsivnaries teach them soms rolea of dresa
a8 essentinl to godly, or at all eventa to de-
corong, life. They dwell in thatohed huts
with sloping roofs, which usually contain two
spailments, ove for the man and his goods,
the other for the women and ohildren, Most
of them allow polygamy, throw the drndgery
of life on their women, and are expert both
with the bow sud arrow and the blow-pips, a
weapon almost peculiar to themselves, Thus
far they differ little from other savages, and
eepecially from the aborigines of India, bat
they have a few customs peculiar to them-
gelves. The most remarkable of these §s thuir
mode of avengivg murder. When any one is
put to death the sorcerer of the tribe indicates
the murderer, aud the nearest relative then
goes through certain cersmonles, which end
in bis becoming & “Kanatima,'' that j8, & man

ofperred with the deity of that name. e
Revol.oa bimsell to ths slanghter of the mar-
derer, or come one of Lis faniily, lives by rula,
and appenrs to work himself up to a state of

madows, in which he ia as dangerous
a8 u# wild beast. When Lis vio-
tim ia fonnd he first renders

., him duoinl by pressiog puison into his month,

then kills bim: aud then if the relatives re-
move the body vikits Lis grave to ran a stake
through his beart, in order that he may taste
it. If he exn fullil all these ceremonies he
geed bome compoged; if not, he wanders on
till overtaken by madness or starvation. This
custom i dyiog out oo the eoast, bat is still
preserved in the iuterior, and, psrhaps, ac-
counts for 1he dislike of many tribas to quar-
relling. The uniformity of the native clans is
only apparent, as the word “‘native’’ includes
geveral tribes, notably the Arawiks, Acawolos,
Waraung, and Caribs, The Arawiks, or Lo-
kono, are a gentle tribe, much favored by the
Dutch, who take readily to Christianity and
eivilization, eeldom quarrel, and would, bat
for & tendency to get drupk on chewad cas-
gava, very much resemble the less oivilized

inhabitants of Bengal, They are
willing to learn, are interested in
maps and pictares, and exhibit, as we

gather from several anecdotes, a liveller con-
geience than most semi-oivilized people. The
Waraus seew Lo be preoisely like the Sonthals,
cling to ths coast, are indolent, but eapabls of
hng labor, sud, nnlike most American sava-
ges, are of & jovial disposition. The Acawolos
are a fiercer trite, who combine the avocations
of traders and pirates. They undertaks
immense journeys, which they make in armed
parties, to Venezuela or Brazil, usually mas-
sacring the people of any village en route not
strong enough to resist them, They are
brave Lo andacity, and are greaily dreaded by
their nsighbors, and exhibit the phenomsnon,
rare, though not uukuown among savages, of
discontent with their own oreed. In 1545 an
impostor, supposad to have been & white man,
summoned them to encamp in & sort of para-
dite, as he desoribed it, and they marched in
in hundreds from all parts of their territory,
received orders from a conecesled voics, and
remained encamped, waiting apparently for a
new revelation, till after twelve months’ delay
thiey came Lo the conclusion that they had
been duped by the Devil. Once sivilized, they
become excellent Christians.
It appears certasin that even in the wild
glate their women are chaste, and they are
robably tke only savages in the world who
Blbltuuliy speak low, a mark of acharaecter
iven to self-reitraint. Even the Acawoios,
owever, yield both in eourage and cruslty
to the Caribg, the warrior tribe which onoe
roled the whole of thia region, was declared
by the Dutoh to eat its enemies, and was
nnquestionably fleree and courageous beyond
any other in America. The Caribs are now
somparatively civilized, though still lisble to
ferociong bursts of passion, and in Guiana,
as everywhere, they are rapidly dyiog out.
Or the Corentyn, the eastern boun-
dary of the ecolony rude earvings are con-
stantly seem in places whenca the
buman ruce has died ont, the Caribe having
apparently worn themselves out with war,
glave-hunting, and the orgies to which the
latter habit gave rise. They had probably
adopted, moreover, some habit of infanticide,
for in 1506 the average of children among a
few scattered families which still remained
was on'y ope per conple. In ome place whera

they bad been numerons, ouly 29 Caribs re- |

mained, sti!l honored by the Inudisns of other
tribes aa the deseendants of a oncs irresistible
race, The same deeline is visible in all pro-
vinces, and this not only within our rule, but
in distriots which no white man has ever
visited—a strange faot, as it disposes ol one
plausible theory, that the presencs of Ka-
ropeans impresses the native imagination till,
hopeless of rivalling or enduring the invaders,
they perish of melancholy. At all events,
unlike the aborigines of India and the ne-
groes, Lhey are perishing, and officials expect
gpeedily to reoord their extinction,

The oreed of all these races sesms to be of
the sawe kind, a general belist in a Supreme
Being, and a epecizl beliet in evil spirits,
faries, or dvmons whom he allows Lo torment
mankind—an idea almost universal among
yaces who have found nature hostile, They
hold that man was created by God, or His son
Bigu, and tell wild avd postio legends to
account for the patnral facts around them.
They belleva in the future lifs, aud bury their
dead upright to show that they are not beasts,
and have & traditiom of & deluge, and, like
other American Indinns, repeat stories of great
men who taught them improvements and then
“iwent upwards.”! The Waraus are said to
hold a belief about the fall of man not widely
differing from that of the author of Uenesis,

Thery is, however, little evidence that any
tribe in Guiana bad ever reached & civilized
stage, aud sowme that they were once wilder
than they sra. Great mounnds of shells have
been discovered filled with the skeletons of
men who had evidently been eaten, the bones
havivg besn carefully eracked to extract the
warrew. The modern Iudians speak with
horror of oannibalism, They will be replaced,
it geems olear, either by & composite race,
with negro blood frndomiultiug in its velng—
& race hardy, proliflo, and somewhat untama-
ble—or by Clinese, whom the Europeans

reatly prefer to all other imwigrants, as
fhey briog with them, at all events, tus capa-
