Piison and their winters in the Almshouse.

Tbe recommendation of many pre-
vious Grand Juties is thus forcibly repeated
and endorsed. Councils have so fully recog-

nized the wiEdom of these appea's, that the
only alleged cause for delay ia complying
with them is the difficulty in obtaining a
proper fcite for the proposed new building. A
committee Las already examined several loca-

tions, but they Lave tot yet arrived at a
definite coLilusion. No practical business
men would loDg be puzzled by
this pioblein. What is needed

municipal boundaries. There has been
quite enough circumlocution about the
House of Correction, and it is high
time that sinoere and earnest efforts were
made to ensure its completion. It would be
nearly as ridiculous for the United States Gov-emine- nt

to say that it would erect a hospital
for sick and wounded soldiers after it found a
suitable site, to ppend years of Investigation,
through committees, of this and that pieoe o
land, located at points between Maine and
California, and to excuse its delay in providing
the neoessary building on the ground that a
proper location could not be seoured, as it is
for Philadelphia to persevere in the procrasti-
nating polioy which has hitherto prevailed.
