The Seenes nnd Incldenis nt the Recent
Colliery Explosion,

T'ne English papers have detalled accounts of
the recent disaster;—

The explosion took place beelween § and D A,
M, November 20, in the Arley Mine of Hindley
Green L'mm-rf'. near Wigan, belonglug to n
Hmited labilily assoclation, called afler the
firm which lormerl owned the plt, Messrs,
John Beoweroft & Company., The Hindley
Green Colilery 18 one of the oldest mines in
the nelghborbood, but the particalar seotion
of the workings In which the explosion
tvok place, nand to which It was confined,
hag only been opeuned out some four or
five years, The down-casl shait 1y twelve feet
in diameter, and three hundred yards deep,
AL the pit bottom there are workings extending
in three or four direotions through the seam of
conl, which {8 & level one, and about four and &
balfl feet In thlckness, haurly thres hundred
men and boys are employed In the mine, Of
these, fty-nine were in the working on the
west side, where the explosion happened, Thoe
explosion would geem not to have been a very
violent one, It was, however, sutliclent to canse
the reversal of the alr current, but the proper
ventilation was soon restored by means of
waler belng pumped into the downpcast
abaft by engine power. None of the machinery
ol the shaft was injured, and, therefore, as soon
a4 the ventilation was restored, those who wero
on the pit bank were enabled to descend and
secertain the extent of the ealamity. la the
conrse of seven or elght hours they broaght out
ffiy-four dead bodles, Two men were resoned
slive nearly four hours after the explosion; a
boy who was also rescoed alive and removed
to his home dled there shortly afterwards,
and two bodles are reported to be in the sump
An underlooker named KEills was close Lo the
upcast shall, near the furnace, at the time of
the explosion, and he it was who (lrst went to
the sutface. The mannger, Mr. Thomas Soath-
worth, was not tar awuy. They, In company
with an actlve band of volunteers, at once
commenced the painfal task of ascertalning
the extent of the disaster, The flirat who were
found to bave suflered were some persons at
work near the upceast shafl; they were burned
owipg to the flames from the furnsce haviog
been driven along the workings. The labors of
the explorers were both tedions and arduous
for the explosion had &0 completely -lustroye(‘
the ventilation that It was necessary to pro-
ceed with great cauntlon, and of conrse every
delny only Increased the fears of the safoly of
thoke walled lu by the deadly choke-damp. A
few succeeded In \Juuelmlmg the saflocating
vapor, and escuped with thelr lives: and one
who was apparently dead was brought back to
Itte by the employment of artificlal resplration
for nearly ten minutes. A4 the explorers pro-
ceeded, they were jolned by n number of gon-
tlemen from the adjscent collleries, willing to
render all the assistence io their power, Mr.
George Gliroy, of the Ioee Hall Coal and Iron
Company, was among the number, and shortly
aflter poon the Governmont Inspector, Mr. Hig-
won, renched the pity aud at onoce desconded Lo
tale part in the search. It was slx hours after
the explosion when the lastbody wasfound and
the extremity of the worklngs was reached,
Most of the decensed had left thelr working
places, and were found in the maln pony road,
nlong which evidently they hud bgen trylong to
eheape, ‘The condition of the corpses varied
conslderably, Many of the boys who were
killed had clean faces, and the features ware as
placid as If the henlihy looking lads were
slumbering, - Some of the meén were dreadrally
wounded; olthers wore much burned, and in
one iugtavce the flesh had been burned Lo the
boneoff s man's fingers. Many of the killed are
roelatives, In the workshop last night lay the
corpees of Lwo brothers named Tyldesiey. Tney
were two of four sons of o widow who only lost
ber busband quite recently. The other two
sons were In Lthe pit at the time of the explo-
slon; one escnped without lujary, bul the other
hnd 1o be taken home, One man bhad hls hat
blown off his head and his lamp extingaished
by the explosion, but escaped uninjured. The
dead number sIxty, and 1t is expected that the
Hst will be increased Ly other cuses, several of
the injured men and boys belng In great dan-
ger. A boy named Hiehard Highton, aged
twelve years, son of the fireman who was i lled
in the explosion, died the next atternoon. His
mother has nine other ebhlldren remalning
The calamily has deprived twenty women of
thelr husbands and belween Ay and sixty
oliiidren of thelr fathers,
