The following letlera (rom Major-General
Bheridan, with the accompunying lelter from a
white female captive in_an Indinn lodge, were
received yesterday at Genernl Sherman's head-
quarters, It will be secn that the recent chas-
usement of Black Kettle's baud by General
Custer e justificd on the ground that the Chey-
ennce had killed and scqdosd reveral whites, nud
bad white women in therr lodges ns caplives:—

view to-day, throogh the intcrpreter, Mr.
Cortle, with the sister of “Black K-tile,” from
whom I learn as lollows, and which seems to be,
uiter close guestioning, a correct suutement of
the Jndwns who were loouted o the vicluity of
whete Coster had his oght ou the 27th ull., ou
the Washita river, about 756 or 80 miles norlh
wesy of Fort Cobn, and {mmediately south ol
the Antelope Hills, The Indians there were
encamped on the Washita, as follows:—

Fust, “Black Eettle” and other chiefs of the
Chesenncs, and s small pariy of siwux, in all
numbering fifty-one lodges. Eight miles down
the siream were all the Arrupahoes and reventy
additional lodges of Ohejennes; also, the
Kiowas, and then the Avaches and Usmanches,
While thus encamped, three war parties were
sent out porth, Oue, composed of Cheyennes,
Kiowas, and Arropaboes, went north in the
direction of Lurned, saud the trail of which we
ercesed in coming down; it wus stili oat.
Another party was gomposed of €heyenunes and
Arrapahoes, which party retarned, and the trail
of which led General Caster 1nto Bliack Kettle's
village, This party brought bace three sealps,
one of which was the expressman killed and
borribly mutilated just before 1 1#it Fort Dodae.
The mail on his percon was found in Black
Kettle's camp. The other psriy was s mixed
pln‘lf, and weut oul 1n the ducecion of Ljon
and is still out,

Abeut tbe time the first of these parties left,
HBInck Kettle” aud a representation of one sub-
ohief from each of the bands visited Fort Cobb
aud all brought back provisions from Genera
Hazen, or tome one else there, aud while they
were gone, or sbout the time of their return,
the last war purty was sent out, which is the
one first glluded 1o as going in the direction ol
Fort Larved, and whose trail we passed,

The women are of the opimon that they will
all sue for peace, av Coob, swwee (he blow res
ceived by them on the 27th.  They would have
come here had \he opening thera not beea held
out to them.

I wil) etart for Fort Cobb assoon as the trains
from Dodge arrive. If 1t had not been for the
migloitune 1o the Kunsas regiuncutof getting
lust from the trail, while enrow’e irom the Lattle
Arkapras 10 thie place, and the heavy snow
storm which redoced and faded their horses so
as to render thesn on arrival uniit for duty, we
wonld bave closed up this job before this time,
Asitis, Ithiuk the fight Is preity well knocked
put ol the Cheyennes. Thirlecn Cheyenne, two
Bioux, aud one Arrapanoe chiel were killed,
making sixteen in all.

The Government makes a great mistake in
glving these Indians any eonsiderable amount
of food under the supposilion ot nezessity., The
whole coun'ry is i ernlly cavered with game,
and there are more butlalo than will last Lhe
Indwiene for twenty years; the turkeys are &0
numervus that locks a2 large as from one to
two thourand have been seen, nud the coun'ry
is full of grouse. quall, and rabbite, Herds of
solelope and deer are secen everywhere, and
even ran throvgh the wagon trains of General
(C'oster on hie march. ae budalo here are a
geparate baod from those ranglog doring the
tall vorth of the Upnion Pucific Ratlroad, where
I have secn myself not less than 200,000 in one
day. The reservation lald off for the Arrapahoes
snd Coesennes by the trealy of 1867 is full of
game, aud the most laxuriaot natural grasses,
us reported by Colovnel Crawford of the 19:h
Kansas, who just passed the reservition in

Letter frem n Fomanle Captive Among the
Cheyennes.

The following letter was forwarded to head-
quarteis by General W, B. Hazep, in command
ot the Sonthern lodian Disttict ut Fort Coub,
It tells its own story, and will be read with
interest, The lester, it will be observed, is
dated previous to the batile ol the Washita,
The person wao first commauieated with the
writer of the letler was autborized by
General Hazen to trade among the Cheyenues,
with direction to spare no trouble or expense
in bis ellorts 10 replaim the Caplivos: «

BATURDAY, Nov, 7, 1868 —~Kind friends, who-
ever you may be, I thank you lor your kinduess
to me apd my child, You want me to let yon
kuow my wishes, If you could only buy us of
the Inmans with pontes or apythine, and let
me come and stay with you until I could get
word (o my fmends, they would piy you, un& {
would work and do &ll I could for you. 1fitis
not 100 fur to thelr camp, aod voa are not afeaad
10 come, | pray thut you wil try, They tell
me, as near as I ean understand, they sxoecl
traders 1o come, and Lthey will =¢ll us 10 them.
Can you find eut by this map, acd lel me know
if it I8 white men? I itis Mexicans, | am strewid
they wonld sell as loto slavery in Mexigo,
If you can do no'h'ng for me, write to W.
T. "Harripgton, Oltawn, Franklin counuoty,
Kavsss, my father, Tell him we are with the
Cheyennes, and they eay when the white men
make peace we can 2o home, Tell him to write
to the Governor of Kansas avout it, and for
them to make pesce, Send this to him. We
were taken on the Hh of Oclober, on the
Arkaneas, below Fort Lyon. [ csonot tal)
whether they klled my husband or not, My
name s Mre. Clara Blino, My liltle boy,
Willle Blinn, I& two years old, Do all you can
for me. Writeto the Peuce Commizsioners to
make peace this full. For our sskes do ull you
oan, snd God will bless you. If you cau let me
bhear from you mealn, let me know what yon
thiuk aboutit, Write Lo my father; send hilm
this, Mzs, C. F. Braws

tory. Un theadamaunt of its eterpal puge will
be ‘written 1ts record for good or tor Wl Tt
spenks for §tsell,uot only to this countryior whicn
it legislates, but 1o an oulvok ng world, ani 1
may =ay here, without even veuturing into the
urens of controversinl quesiions, that whatever
eritleiemid bave befullen us on the right haud
and cuthe lot from impatient friends or lrom
hoetile adversaries, we who bore part and
parcel in that great record in which is writtun
tne decds of esrth, the blessings of Lthousands
rendy to perish have been  invoked
upon our hends, (Oheers,) God gravt that
the Congress here ol the fulure may be as
lnithtul 10 duty and to principle wad 1o the
down-trodden mnd the oppressed, as the Con-
press of the past, (Cheers,) 1 siand here
nmongst you, my fricuds, not as one entitled to
membership in this famed Society of the Sous
of the Pilgiims; neither by birth nor by desoent
am [ a New Englapder.

civilization seems ever to aweep like that
which brought the Pilgrimsof the Mayilower
from the east to the west., But altboueh | nave
uot a drop of New En%laud blood In my velos, 1
stund here willing to bear my testimony to the
worth of New Eugland priociples. They are
the veiples of  which you are jusily
proud, that I had cheristied as the apole of my
¢ye, that I believe with my soul and streneth

CONFEDERATE PIRACY.

How aDanish Conrt Regards the Selzare
of the RBoanoke by Braine and Jis
Confederates,

A very interesting cace has jost been declded
fn the Marioe Court st Copenhincen. Denmark,
which decldes the lollowing question:—A Mr,
{.ouis Brameen had a lot of ¢igars on board the
steamer Rounoke, which jett Havansa on the
20th of Septemiber, 1803, for New York, A
Lumber of Confederates, under Braine, had gone
on bonrd as passengers, aud when in the open
gen attucked the eaptain snd crew, killing some
ol them, and tsking possession of the steamer,
which they a'terwards destroyed oif Hualifax.
Mr. Bramsen had s policy ol insurapce on his
cigats in Copeubagen, but the losurance Com-
pany refused to me the insursoce, as Mr.
Brumsen’s policy did not include “war risks"”
the Company pleading that the cigars were
destroyed in “war.,” Mr. Bramsen ook adif-
ferent view of the cuse, Insisting thut the
persons who took the steamer and destroved
the goods were uot encazcd in a laxfal war,
but were rebels. aud their act was an Act of
piracy. The Marioe Couort of Copenhagen has
just come to the pame conclusion, and gives its
decision in a very anle and forcible manner,
sbowing that Bramme and his tellows were
pothing but & set of pirates, and that the
mauncer ol faking the sieamer was an act of
piracy, and then decided that Mr. Bramsen
must be paid his insurance,

Remarkable Jumping by a Traln of Cars,
One of the most fortunate escapes from a
serious rajlroad aceident occurred on the Erie
Rullwey on Friday morniug, the 18th instant,
Train No. 1. the day express .or Batulo, which
lenyes New York st 8 o'cluck, wheun approaszhing
Middleiown, and travelling at the rate of tweuty
wiles an hour, was tbrown from the track by a
misplaced switch, Dashing slong over the
sleepers lor a distance of two hondred feet, the
engine finally struck wn iron frog, and was vio-
lcutly placed ounce more on the rafla of & eide
irack. having in this distauce erosced two sets
of intervening rsils. The teuder and all the
cats, five lu number, followed Lhe engine, aad
when the terrified passengers came rushing out
the tralo wuas all prepuued to ran back to a
switch and be transferied to the main line.
