There are, I believe,
three Ittle children of the late Auo-
gustus Dickins living in  Chicago, who
vow, In mddidlon to thelr other miafortuncs,
are deourived of the loving care of thelr
mother, Thi¢ cireumetauce deterred me from
telling what 1 kuew, when my eye fell mpon the
telepram abnonuoing the death of Mrs, Dickens,
Bince the eesemtinl Iacts in the case haye
become public withoul any sgency of ming, |
shull ntiempt 1o do justice 1o the living, without
oisreepect 1o the dead, by #iving you so much of
the history of thls case w8 has bacn commalonted
e me,

Mr. Augustis Dickens was & brilliant seape
grace, who abandoned bie owo wife in Boginu
and ran away 1o Awmerien with Miss Uerthe
Phoilips, the daughter of an ipsuiaooe ngent o
Londou-—a yound lady of lunny sitractions and
sccomplishments. I bave beard that atter
arriving st an interior town iu fitinols, and
haviog restded there & sulliclent length ot dme,
he proocured a divoree from his wife, aud mar-
ried Miss Pholtips, but of this I bave no per
poval knowleoge. 1t is certuin that she was
thenceforsard wreated by her own parents ns
Mre, Dickens, and that goe received w swmall
bequest fn ber father's will as *Mrs. Bectha
Puiihips Dickeus.,” Nevertneless, tue formev
Mra, Dickeus hved, snd sl hvee, in London,
Bue 18 vow alllicted with blindeess, and 1s
supported oy Charles Dickens,

When Mr, Diekeos vistwed this coantry last
year, and recejied o lwee sum of money from
his readings, & portion af which e bestowed in
eharity unan sirangers, the press of Chicagd,
includizg thie jourmal with which I sm con-
nected, commen' ed unou the fant that he bl
dove nothing tor those who had the most ob-
vious‘claims opou him, and of whose negrssitics
he enula mot be ignorant. The Eas'ern press
gtiributed these remuarks to apite because Mr,
Diekens had not iocluded Chicago in the et
ol oities In which he wus to give his readings,
1 am sure there wus no esuch feeling ne
this eyinced at any time—certa'uly not in my
own case, There was, however, sl lmporisut
misapprebension of fucwa,  ItNs ensy now to see
why Mr. Dickens conla not visit Chicago, 1 he
bhad done g0 he must either recogu'ze Mrs,
Bertin Phillips Dickens, 10 the lnjory ol the
other Mre. Dickens, or by his refusal to do so
expose her bo contumely, 1t le cusy Lo see nlso
why he con ributed nothlug to lier sapport. A

lhimmering of the trioth was given to tne publie

o the London correspoudence of the Boston
Daity Adveriiser, but without the koowledge or
privity of Mr. Dickens.

These faots camue o my knowledge through
the kindness of a 1Werary fiend 1o Londou, o
few duys belore Mr. Dickens' departure from
this country. Much as T desired to repalr the
injury that had been done him, it was clearly
impussible 1o do g0 withoatinfliciing the grestost
Rarm upon Mre, Dickens. 1 nonderstand that
Charles Dick 18 has alwavs been solicitous that
the lpdy in qu:stion shonld reccive no olher
injury from his fumily than she hadalrendy re-
ceived: that he wishod ber well; snd that he
wis willing 1o do, or forvear doing, anylhing
not inconsistent with his daties 1o the more
afllicted woman whowm his brother Augustus had
left in Fuglund,

It only remains to add that Mes, Broriha
Phillios D'ckens (whom | never saw) bore an
mnblemished reputation at Chieago, Upon the
decease of her husbund, she was left destitate,
with three infant children to support and edu-
eate. Bhe was faithiul to those whom od com-
mitted to her care. Her poble strugele with

verty was allevia'ed fu n great dezree by the

ind-hearted geutlemen ot the land depart-
ment of the lilinois Central Railway, of which
Mr. Augnstus Dicseus had been an employe:
and it 18 sufe to wssume that ber dear chitldien
will not come to want, [t appexrs 10 me that
Mrs. Dickens died of a broken heact, and thst
po contributions of mouey itom Churles Dickeus
or the people of Chicazo could have healed her
wound.

Itis true that 4 small pecunisry loss
ircurred on Wednesday preyed apou her mind,

In reply to the first
slate thnat the forlieth
CUonsolldation ack glvea o Counnells the
"“'power 1o presoriba by ordinanoca that
the paving of streets, except at tohe Inler-
gection thereof, snall be done at the axpeasa of
thie owners of the ground In fronl whereol
such work ahall be done.” It was sappised that
the consent of the owners of & majority of the
feel front must be obtained before any paving
could be done al thelr expense—for whioh, how
ever, | find no law. Wuen this supposition
arose 1 eannot say. Butln 15861 eertain partles
had Lthe aet of April 3, 1864, P, L, 324, passed,
which provides *that the requestin writing of
a mojorily of the properly ownera only on the
line of any sireetl, lnne, or alley, shail be reqal-
site to lmprove the same, and that all wots
which coniliot herewith be and the same are
hereby repealed,

Counclis therefore have Lhe power to pave n
sireet at the expense of the properiy owners
only on the request In writing of & majority of
the owners along the llue proposed to be paved.

In reply lo the secoud guesiion, I would state
that [ am of oplolon that before the resolation
to pave 18 passed, apy or all of the petitioners
for paving can withdraw ' heir eonsent, and re-
aunce the majority In favor of paving to a
minority, ILisin no senge a contract botween
them and the cliy,acd | sex no reason why
there eonld not be n roveeation in this as In
olher transactions between men, If a conseul
or power 1o do & certaln aot1s given, and that
act 18 done, the copsenal or power cau be glven
In evidence 1o sustaln 115 but I revoked, unless
there 19 an express contract that It 18 not re-
vokable, il acls which are subsequently done

In this case Counnells cannot, after this ravo
calion, order the street 1o be paved Al the ax-
pense of the properly ownpers, uo matter how
Lhe contract with tho paver may be drawn.

In reply to the third gnestion, I would stiate
that altbough the fortleth section of the Cons
eolldation act and theact of 1884, above gquoted,
look 1o & general application to the whole oity,
yel other acls of Assembly look toa diserimi-
nailon between the lmproved and raral por-

fons of Lbe elty In paving. .

The twelfth sectlon of the act of April 21, 1855,
provides *'that Counclls shall not impose taxes
upon rural portlons of the city * * for paving
% glreels, and shall make an allowance Lthere.
for of at least one-third of the whole elly tax
Subsequent laws provide for a disorimination
between Lbhe burdens on lmproved snd raral
property. The act of April 1, 1864 (P, L. 187).

rovides especinlly that streeis In the Firar,

cond, Twentleth, Twenty-second, Twenty-
tourth, aund Twenty-fifth wards shall be maca-
damjzed lnstead of paved.

The act of March 18, 1868 (P. L. p. 816), pro
vides that guch aocts of Assembly a8 anthorlze
“Ihe owuers of & majority of feet npon strests
in the city of Phlladelpnia to have the same
paved, be Rnd the rame Is hereby extended to
macadamizing or turnplking such streets In the
rural warde of sald clly.” The act which s
hereby extended to macadamizing, ele,, In the
rural wards, as stated before, has no existenco,
Notwithstanding, however, that all these laws
look 10 a diserimination between the rural and
the lmproved portions of the colty, and ths
Justice that there shounld be a difference as to
Fs\rlnn. thempjority of property owners on Lhe

ine of spy sireel which 18 not within the wards
mentioned in theact of April 1, 1864, can oonsent
to have thelr street paved, and Connolls upon
that consent can order the same Lo be dons and
make the properly chargeable for the expersa,

In reply 1o the fourth questiop, 1 would state
that I have above answerad it, with the excep-
tion as to the choarges for paving anod the char-
acter therrof. The elghtn section of Lhe mot of
April 21, 1865, fixed the charge for paving at §1

The act of March 10, 1880 (P. L 831), repsaled
the limitation on sald oharge, and gave Coun-
clls the power lolix It from time to time.
