There s no reason why Aaoricans, whose
Keen anprecintion of ull thol s appropriste i
artas we!ll xs materinl development lins been
demonstealed time atter time o Hlastrations
appenling directly to the intelleet, should be
content to borrow perpetially when they bave
the ability to build upon o bisis unnmmi upon
an intimate knowlodge ol artand it reguire-
ments. We hase seen fu a single branch ol
orngmental nrt whot perseveranes, egergy, and
study cian aceomplish, 'This brauch combines:—
First, decoration, having jor i1« gbicot ornument
and pleasuics. Sccond, iHostraton appeaing
direclly to the intellect,  Lhird, porely imaei-
natlve expressions exhibiting reveiations of the
arlist's ipuer conceprions, Al the:e are emho-
died in the avb of ginss staimng, 1o the middlo
ages the art ravked second to pone, All that
was allempted o landscape and  historeal
painting was seized upon eazerly by the glass
stainer, adapted to architeciure, and buorned
into glass Lo endure torever. When the arlists
died their secrets died with them, The in
creased demand for the prodoction of skilled
arlista in this profession [a demond which i uot
confined Lo our contivent alone), however, leuds
us to indulge the hope that this urt, pertinlly
lost, will agaln be res.ored to the world fu its
perlection.

The American people are suseeptible of the
nlghest culture. There is u dlsposition evinced
to demonstrate this fuet, which is nowhere
more apparent than in the revival of a pure
architecture in our church editices, In the
purely ornamental and decorative srt the pubiic
are beginning to demand something better than
tawdry, meaningless destgns and glaring colors
that viclute taste aud larmony. Toe very de-
cided demaud for appropriste and symmetrical
orpnmwen's, adapled espoeiaily to public build-
mngs, bigs tuwr to be supplied by native maun
facturers und artists, A single frm in New York,
Messrs, Page, Zellers & Datf, devole thelr ener-
gles to the tack of supplying the demand, Thus
far they have been successtul iu (heir efforts Lo
place the art upon o permanent foundation,
That they will be able to restore 1t to {15 glory,
when the rulers of tle world bowed before the
genius of the adept fu the art, is more thua we
ean ressopably hope, Hut that they will sue-
ceed in tiwe in rivalling the fnest productions
of modern timwes in Earope is within the scope
of possibility. Whoever will take the trouble
to examine the plass stalved by this drm, will
be gratiied to perceive how nesarly the artist ap-
proachas the perfection only to be found in the
oldest Buropenn estunlishments, He will slso
form some idea of the possible achievements in
the art under the fostering encourngement of
an appreciative people,who have only to will it
in order torival the Old World fu all that is
harmonious lo art as well as muterial progress,
There is nothing in the art of ornamentation
feasibie that this Arm will not attempt. They
bave succeeded In producivg Isvger =heets of
glass, upiform in culor, =off, bhrillvant, and ex-
abiting a rare hurmouoy, thun can be thuod in
any other estublishment m the country, Matu-
facturing their own glass, they obiain .
clear sheet of any given size, for u basls,
facilities enable them to prodace nsheet yarying
from Bity 1o sixty inches In Jencth in the time
ordinariiy ogcupled in staiuhre aod ensmellivg
the smullest sheet, Disearding stercotyped pat-
terns and old-furhloped deslgns, thoy lave suc-
ceeded in perfreting s proress which ennble:
