sternation through the great and npoble army
of office-geckers. There are probably uot
less than half & million of men in the United
Siates who expect to get appointments to
office, on the atrengih ot Bervive rendered 1n
gome lorm or other, and at some tme or
other, to the Republivan party and its nowmi-
nees, Abomt haif of thew probably thiuk,
and will olaim, that they wers the first to
pomiuvate General Graot for President; the
other bhalfl will ba prepared to prove that
nothing but their «fforts eaved the towa, the
county, and the State ia which they live from
voling agaiust him. They have all apsut

time, money, aud strength in securing bia
eleotion, and they all agree that such efforts
and such saorifices can only ba flily reqaited
by an office—not a big one, perhaps they will
be modest enongh to say, but ene that will
give them & comlortable Enpport, aud snable
them to lay up a little something for a raiuy
day. And certifioates of suoh servics, daly
attested by local commitiess, by lesders of
the party, ﬁ}‘ mewmbers of Copgrass and other
men of eredit and remown, are now ia clron-
lation for fresh siguatares, in every town aud
village and &t every cross-roads hamloet
throughout the conutsy,

Is it possible tbat all this i3 to go for |
nanght? Most all this lsbor be wasted?
Will thege credentinls avd recominendations
be thrown aside as of no availio the graod
goramble for office ! The bare possibility that
General Grant masy prove thus ungratefal to
his friends, and thas oblivions of their servicas
and olaims, will luelive thoasanda of thewm to
forswear politivs altogether, and lot the party
and the conulry go to the dogs in their own

way—which soms perbiaps will thiok a betrer l

way on the whole than tha: which thess han-
gry politicirus would prefer.  Bat that both
the party and the conntry will go to the dogs,
if any such policy as thia is tollowed by Gene-
ral Grant, the politiciuug of Lhe glass in qnea-
tion wili all moet vehemently assert sud sin-
cerely believe. No party, they will assura
you, can poseibly live wbich doss not take
oare of it friends. What wotive sz auybody
to work for & party which will pot reward
those who work for it by giving them office !
How can & party be kept slive snd bailt ap
and made strong bat by jast such efforts —and
why should snybody weke suckh ellorts if they
are to get nothivg in retorn f

These are very practical guestions, and
they will put, with terribld earoestness, to
Gepersl Grant, wore or l-a8 direstly, by a
great many thousands of bis frisnds before ha

a8 been in offios & piugls monith.  Nor cau it
be doubted that there 15 a good desl of forve
in them. A political party can ouly be kept
up by a great deal of hard work, and the
amount of time avd epergy snd teil given to
politioal parties in this conutsy is enormona.
A great deal of it ia gratonitons —given by men
from the interest they reslly feel in the
government of the couutry. DBut probably
the greater part of the work, that whick tells
most directly and powerfally on the result, is
done by men who canoot affurd
the time it costs, and who do it in
the hope of gelting anoffive which shall reward
their labor and make up for the time
and money they have spent.  And one of the
worst results of the prevalent system of dia-
tributing cflive as a reward for party servica
is, that it builds up this olass of professional
politiclans—that it increases the nnmber of
those wko look to political work &s a regular
reliance, and abaudon all other modes and
forms of industry, The exi:tence of a large
olass of men with whom politics is o bnsinesa,
and who seek in public ofibe the reward for
their labor, isalways injurious in any country.
It is always a source of vorruption, oparates
alwayg as an obstacle to needed reforms, and
greatly enfeebles the administration of gov-
ernment and the execntion of the laws,

While General Grant will not, we are con-
fident, be nnmindful of the merits and just
claims of thoge who have rendersd wvaluable
gervice to the party In power, wa hope it is
true that he intenda to make all snch servive
& secondary consideration altogsther in mak-
ing appoiutments to office, and that f'ness,
oapacity, energy and honesty will have the
firat nntf stroopgest claims on his regard, as
credentials for office.

It is the general opinlon that nothing is
easier than to get good, qualified men f(or
ofice. No man dreams that it is in the least
diffionlt to find plenty of wen, at & moment’s
notice, capable of fliling avy offive from ths
Presidency down, and competent to perform
ite doties as well as draw ita pay. Wa sus-
pect thid is & very great mistake. Thera oer-
tainly is no difficulty in fiuding men who will
take office—any office, no watter what; bat
there are but few, we suspect, who thoronghly
understand the duaties of Government offi &
and oan perform them readily and «ficiently.
The work of the Guvernment, iu all i
branohus, in small as well as in large affairs,
{8 at least ag much & bosiness to be learnsd,
and requires certainly 84 moch training aud
capaoity, as the business of a railroad corpo-
ration or & bank or a large commearvial esta-
blishwent. Yot who wonld think of Rlling
auy poeition, in any of these concerus, as the
various offices of the Goverumsnt are Hilsdf
It I8 not an easy thing to fod a first-rate
mannger, or oachier, or subordinate of sny

rade, for any great business establishment,

he number of persons not slresdy engagad
to whom snch interes's can sa'ely be intrasted
ls always emall, and they are to bs found,
when wanted, only by Inguiry and carefal
pearch. Why ghonld it be ditfersnt whan par-
gons of the eame gualifioations sre wanted for
gimilar service under Government |

Wae shall ba very glad to know that Genaeral
Grant intends to introduce iuto the watter of
appointments to offios 8 new system aud new
standards of fitness. Appoiatments for party
gervice, and on paity groands, have bsan
made long enongh. The working of the sys-
tem thus admioistered is o bad that raform
is absolutely imperative,  General Grant will
be sustaiped by the great body of tha paople,
even if he Is opposed and resisted by tue
whole clags of professional politicians, in in-
angurating the chsvge which it is sald hs
jntends to make, He has the streogth and
yopular confldence whivh the task requires,
snd he is the “rat President who has hsd
them for many yeara.

The past year has been in faol the closllpg
or

year of the groat pro-slavery Rebellion,

when Rebel arms wore atacked at Appomat-
tox, and the lsst gasp of Gopporhul’l:ﬂm |
was vented in the assassination of Lincoln,
only our superior physical foros, the not
often, as in this oase, of moral force, was vindi-
o Caunon and bayonet had restored the
Sonth to the Union, but had not solved the
nestion of the soolal condition of the two
classes of the Bouthern people, the late
masters and the Iate slaves. This problem
bhas now been solved by the enforosmant,
though imperfoctly, of the Recoustruotion
laws, the virtnal impeschment of their great
adversary, the readmission of most of the
Houthern States to the Union on the bnsis of
¢qnal rights for all men, and the elestion on
the rame platform of Graot avd Colfax. Waile
the Sonthern Rebsls hoped to return to the
Union on the basis of oaste and the renswed
subjugation of the black race, a large shara of
the Northern Demooracy hoped to punish by
repudiation the leaders whose wealth had
bought our victory. This hereay also is dead,

Lookivg baok on these sigonal victorins of
justice and truth, they seem of such import-
ance and beneficence as those now living may
pever hope perhaps again to see crowded into
a single year. hese tramsition epochs in
which ancient strata are broken np and new
fonndations laid, are too destruotive to cowme
olten, and too far reaching and permansuatly
gnlutary in their effoots to bs often needed,
The revolutions of the pa:t weight years are
Jike the upheaval of Karopa under Napoleon
or of England under Cromwell. We have the
guerantee of internal peace for the remainder
ol the ninetesnth century, in the fact that the
whole of that period will be required to re-
gover from the exbanstion of this conflict and
to acenmulate forces for another. The moral
and phygiosl orurage with which the caunse of
truth anpd justice has besn suctained daring
the past yesr has insured us peace for the
next hall century.

Hisd the South been restorsd with all politl-
cal power in the hands of the whites, the
pelitical subjeotion of the negro would have
goom  restored him to personal elavery.
Elavery of the pegro wouald have queuched
freedow, education, discussion, religion, aud
progress for all classes. We shounld agata |

| have bad a defiant and ool ed Sonch, s divided

North, repudiaifon, secession, a new rebellion,
and this Lo o sncesssinl ons.

Hud Congrees yiolded to the n-arpations of
a President determined to recousirupt the
South aud recieet himeell on the singls basis
of scorn for the pegio, regardlezs of law and
of the law-making power, onr Government

would bhave becume un aulosraoy. Never
without a bloody revelulion iid  the Chilef
Execntive have been compelled to obay ths
law.

go stained by decedt aud polluted by vice that

we donbt whether they wmost deserve abhor-
rencs or contempt,
we wish this bundle of treacherias had bsen
removed, DUnt the «ifvet of the praved:at
on the fulure will be hardiy less valnable than
if his impeachment Lkad resulted in conviction.
For the flrst time in the world's histery, the
chief extcntive officer of a great ew pire, com-
mendivg the army and pavy, was calmly trisd
at the bar of the Benate, on Lhe chargs of the
Represeutatives of the people, for a disobe-
dience of a statute. He appeared by couunssl,
bowed to the jurisdiction, and, through couu-
gel, higgled, *“‘shystered,’” begged, ploaded,
twiated, sand wriggled for days and weeks, and
at last, by a majority lacking only ons of being
two-thirdg of the Sepate, he was morally, vir

tuslly, and historically convisted, thongh
technically acquitted. The prinsipls is viudi-
cated that the President ia responsible to Con-
gress for his obedience to the law, and this
was as importaut as to vindicate the sove-
reigoty of the Union over the States.

The discussion in what mode the Sonthern
Btates shall return to the Uniou is nobly and
bappily euded. All rights for all men are
essential to the highest prosperity of the Sonth
as well as the gafedy of the conutry. Thue
Southern States will enter on the practical
enjoyment of these rights on the fourth day of
next March. In the turmoil of the past threa

ears indastry at the South has nearly held
ts own, and nothipg more serious than

overty Laa resulted,even to the suffering class.
‘rom the present year the South, as a whols,
gomes out better than in many former years
of peace. Having raised all itsa own foud, it
has pot consnwed the cotton crop in advauoe,
as formerly, but will net & substaatial profit on
the year's industry. A better condition of the
South than was ever before koown will be in-
angurated du, ing the comingjyear. Ouarincom-
ing President, in the course of his four yesrs'
tour through the Southerm Stster, won the
respect, though he did not enjoy the hospital-
ity, of the Bouthern peopls. We believe he
will continue to deserve it. Freedom, peacs,
aud that seourity to capital and prosperity to
industry which result therefrom, will epeedily
cover the wasted flelds of Virginia with the
cultivation aud wealth of New York, and
muke of Georgla a more genial and sanny
Ohio. Texas will arise from her rags and
vermin and bound forward like the yonougand
glaut Jows of the Northwest, and the wmoun-
taipg of Tenuussen will form the Penpsylvania
of the South. These great changes are not to
be the slow growth of years, No wmoss will
gatber in ths path of the great march of ewl-
gration southward. Heads now gray will live
te see the Bonth mot ouly &3 loysl but as pros-
perons and wealthy as the North,

The prosperity of industry at the North

formed one of the marvels of history. Bankers
and economists tried for a tims to warn the
people that this prosperity was uorea! and
delugive; but as everybudy mads monsy, bailt
houses, puid their debts, eplarged their busi-
pess, legeened their labora, aud increased their
comforts, the cry beoame stals, Thess visibla
and tapgible results are oertaioly sonnd, We
bave jvstead of & onrrency redesmable in
gpecie at par, ove whivh 14 redecmabls in
specia at abont 75 cents per dollar. We have
a disuse of specie, but not & suspeusion of
payments. The people gecerally were nsver
wore vearly on s cash base, n-ver had fower
long or izflated oredite, The only deblor who
bas borrowed more than be can pred-ntly pay
is the Governwent; aud the depreciation o s
credit epnres a llke deprsviation in the our-
rency im which business of evary kiod is
trapsaoted. DBat a8 this depreciation is now
uniform end alwest without variation, stability
6 fuw great dogres sectored to baslpwss; and
however bullifoviats sud ceononists may argas
thiat we onght not 1o be prosparons, the psopls
huve a sort of stolid faith in the fact that they
Ale Prosperons.

That the country will speedily resnme tha

[If, how-
ever, it is the ohbjeet of the great powers to
remmove the ocauses which have led to the
threatening aspect of aflairs io the Rast, the
congress, notwithstanding the altered attitude
of Greece, 18 #8 much a necessity as ever, and
the presunmption is that it will be held. Now
that the question has been so much agitated,
and that the bopes of the Cretans have been
excited, something dsfluite must be agreed
npon with regard to the island. The best
thing, perbaps, that could now be done won'd
be to grant the Cretans complete independence
and to allow theéem to try their hand for a
time at self-government. To this ocounrse
neither Turkey wpor Greece counld reasonably
objeot. Moreover, if the grest powers agres
upen this or any conrse, objection on the part
ot either Turkey or Greeve, or both, will be
upavailing.

Good Advice to the Sonth,
Fromthe N ¥, Herald.

Oeneral Lobngstreet has writlen a letter
which is intended to give instruotion to the
cisorderly elements in the Sou h, in advance
of the new policy which is probably to be pur-
gued by Grant’s administration. The advice
comes in wisely and properly, and has a tone
of good gense abont it which, if the yonng
blcod of the South comprehends and aots upon,
will do some good.

We are too imitative a peopls in siyle, na the
long rows of buildings to be fonnd every-
where tco plalply aitest by their wearisome
upiformity and &  sterllity of ornament
thist tha exigenoles of inorensed
population gave them existonos. Time,
bowever, 8 waking waterial olhanges, as
ths poesesiors of mammoth fortuues, haviog
lovg invested in proporty for ths hand
gomie percentage it mu.lruo-d. Are now ocom-
mepcing to pratify their tostes irrespeotive
of such pecuniary considerations, Mr. A
T. Blewart bas led the prospscting par-
tive im0 uew felda of domeativ grobitectors
by the erection of & costly private vesidonos of
a somewhat dilferent style from the conven-
tloual brownstoue honsea, to dwell out of
which wa bave lopg considerad to ba nttarly
ingompatible with trus genlility, Others are
coring to bis Fupport, a8 wa hewr of siveral
of thoge “men who thionk in willions' loosen-

ing thelr puree-strings, and devoting surplas
fonde In besutifyiog the olty. This is as it
sbould be, for onr nmomad rpla onght to be
moie  permavently  looated, for even oaor
wealthient fumiliss are 100 much given to
vhavge of homes, and, vcongeguently, to inhabit
bouses whers they fesl they but take up &
mere tewporary residemos. The delightfal
aspociationn that hoger around the “happy
homes of Eogland' are entirely foreign to vhia
city, Those many comforis and adornments of
art, which can only be fonnd in homes long in
possession of the pams (amily are very rare in
this conniry, except, perhaps, in New Eoglani;
for our destrootive aystem of moviog often com-
pole an entire ochangs of furnitare. This mania
for buildivg substaytial, bandsome houses,
marks & pew ¢poch, and though the absencs
of luws of entail and primogenitura may aven-
tuelly cauea the salw of such homesteads by
the necessity of division of property, still thara
is & very convenient and popular way of keep-
ing & mansion for some time in the family, by
leaving it to the grandohildren. There ia littls
danger yet of the following aphorism of Dr,
Jobpeon becomivg applionbls in this city: —
*‘He that has bailt for nse till use is supplied,
must begin to build for vanity, and extend
his plan to the ntinost power of homan per-
formapoce, that he may not be soon reduoed to
form another wish."” Lut wanlty, then, have
ita sway; we are too practical a peopls to
permit it to roin ns, as it bas done the ambi-
tions Venetians, whose marble palaces, though
fuvolving the ownera' ruin, have yet made
that charming ecity the architectural wonder
of the world.
