bome in Conuecticut, where it artived 1o s lew
hours, The purcha.er, havice beeome very
much attached to the hird, srote tor it, sud in
this manver the facts wore ascextained, us |
bave related them,

During Wabsted's time, and on the oceaslon
of one ol bis grent epecelies ln Boston, some of
the New York papers sent carrier pizcoas to
your city to bring home the speech, As goon
as delivered aud prepured it was attunched to the
bird, aud he wus staried.  Upfortanaely he
encountered o hawk, and atrer a deal of
maveuveing, be succeeded in elading his pur-
suer, and tived, exhausted, and haviog lost bis
way, he settled in the varnyurd of Judge ——,
who, atlracted by the parcel he hnd on Bis legs,
cavght bhim, annd wfter reading the epeech,
scarce delivered two hours, he took the bird to
Bridgeport, and gent the specchforward Lo 1is
destuntion,

Before the day ot iclegraphs, the carrier
plgeon was somewhat extensively used by the
enterprising vewspspers. If I am not mistaken,
the New York Jowrna! of Commerce, Courier
and Enguirer, sna the Herald relwed upon them
for the transrmission of certnan kinds of news,
Excopt by the meeting of hawks, they seldom,
it ever, tnil to go strafght to their destination.

The busivess ia divided
and subdivided into several distinet branohes,
50 that there are only five firms in the town
that mavunfacture complete clocks, while
twenly Orms are engaged io making the dif-
feremt parts of the same. The New Dritain
Record gives the names of these firms as
followg:—

“The Brigtol Brass and Clock Company,
where the brass isrolled into plates; the brass
foundries of Lester Goodenongh, where rateh-
ets and sockets are cast; the works of the
Bristol Foundry Company, where the weights
and alarm bells are cast; the works of L. F, &
W. W. Carter, where movements aud cases
are put together, and the finished clook with
Lewia’ patent calendar attachment is pro-
duced. Clock springs and springs for toy
movements are made by K. I, Danbar and
Wallace Barnes. 8. E. Root makes sash and
paper dinls patented by himself. W, H. Nat-
tleton makes lovk works and pillars, and
straightens and outs wire. A. Warner and
Mr. Taylor make verges, peudnlom rods, and
wire bells. N. Pomeroy, L. Hubbell, and 5.
E. Root mannfacture movemsnts. I N, Welch
Manufacturing Company, Atkins Clock Com-
pany, K. Jograham & Co., and Mr, Partridge
are lurge manufacturers of both movemasnts
and caces. George W. Brown & Co. have
algo a large factory for the manufaciure of
clockwork toys,

“The clocks are producsd in great varisty,
aud range in prics Irom one to eighty dollars
each. Some are o constructed that by ona
winding they will ruoo respeclively thirty
Lours, eight days, thirty days, and ons year.
A eelf-winding attachment is also made at
Brigtol, which fis placed io the draft of the

than the draft, operating a fau, winds it ap
again. This little inventionis a gonrce of graat
income to iis anthor. A perpstual calendar
attachment, which will correctly indicate the
day of the week and month, is also mads, the
patentee of which receives ag royalty for the
right to manufacture an iucome of 3000 per
year. An importanl improvement on the
original invention has lately been made and
gecured by letters patent.

“Most of the workmen employed in clock-
making are ‘specialists,” who have labored
wany years at gome partionlar part, and
thoogh they have become experls at their
buriness, their wages are lower than those of
most other mechanios, rauging from §1°75 to
#2206 per day. Much of the work is ‘put out’
to be done by wowen and girls,

““At present the clockmakers ara buay
makiog movements for a walking doll, a New
York firm ewmploying five hundred girisin
making the dolls to which they are to bs at-
| tached., Many other mechanical movemants
for various purposes are also made, smong
which are movements for lamp-lighters and
faus, oradle-rockers and baby swings, in which
the baby ie the pendulom ball, cotlse roasters,
works to ignite torpedoes, and works for a
variety of animated toys. The first clockwork
toy ever made was & toy engine, invented at
Brigtol, but the inveutor never took out a
patent, aud probably escaped the miseries of a
large fortune.”’

Old Houses.

If Lis Louge is an anvient one, or ancastral,
Iiy 80 much the stronger are the ties that bind
his affections to it; espesially if it stand in an
orchard, and have a good garden, Even it in-
copvenient in some respects, he will Lesitate
about pulling it down in hopes of pleasing
himsell better in & vew one. The genins that
repairs an old house sucovssfully may fail in
building anotber. Desides, thers wsre many
comforts provided for by our ancestors, who
were old Eoglishmen even here in Naw Eog-
laud, and koew well what a house was built
for, and they built for that, against any odds
of counsel or expense, Then ‘tis fatal to take
time out of a bailding, which go consecrates it.

An old honse, well built, pleases more
with the repairs rendered necessary than a
costlier new ope. There are good poiuts
abont it which lhave been proved by a cen-
tury or two, and these may be adopted as
parts for preserviog, while any additions may
be made for holding the whole in keeping
with the eriginal design or as improvements
upon it. Yerhaps there are suug recesses
aud window seats, spacious entries, hospitabls
stairways, wainscoting, finished summers
running acroas the ceilings, a dry vellar, a good
well, fence rows in natural places, shrabbery,
which if not well set oan be reset in the
grounds; an orchard and garden whose mould
i# infosed with the genins of yesrs and ha-
mavized for oultunre. Then the tensment has
1 genealogy, and belongs to the race who
have built iuto it histery.

‘ several small pieces of ice. They floated on

An fos wheel turning on a surfaca of fos re-
freezes at the point of contact; during the
rotation a serled of oracks are heard, which
shows to the ear that sucosgsive freszing is
constantly taking place, The phenomenon of
freczing Is easily explained. Al the sarface of
u plecs of foe, the atoms which are no longer in
eguilibriom on the outside tend to leave their
neighbors, a8 happens in boiling and evapora-
tiom. Melting ensnes. Bat if two pieces of
fce are brought togsther, the atoms on the
surface are restored to their equilibrinm, the
attractive action becomes what it was, the
atoms resnme their relationa with their neigh-
bors, and juxtaposition ensmes. In ocouss-
quence of this propsrty, loe is endowed with
sipgular plasticity., A rope and a knot, or a
buokle, may be made of jce. It may
be moalded. The schoolboy who filla his
bhand with snow and compresses it into a ball
produces the phenomenon of refreezing, and
forms an ice-ball gufliciently bhard to prove a
dangerons projectile.

Ifsnow be comprassed In monlds icas, statn-
etles may be oblained. Iill a hollow ball
with gnow, pressed in as hard aa possible, and
yon may obtain ice-balls admirably translucid.
Nothing would be easler than to dine with a
gervice made of moulded snow. A gentleman
in Paris recently served sherry wine to his
friends before a hot fire in beakers mada of
spow. Bnow compressed in this way does
not melt so rapidly as might be thought. lve
requires a great deal of heat befors it mela,
A laver of ice often becomes a protection
against cold.

A tres wrapped in rags, or in moss satn-
rated with water, does wvot freeze aven wlhen
the thermometer is gaveral degrees bulow the
point. 7The slownese with whioh ica melts is
well known. Daring the winter of 1740 the
Czar built at 5t. Petersburg a magoiticent
palace of ive, whioh lasted several years, Since
then cannons have been madeof ice, and they
have been loanded with balls and fired. They
were fired ten times without bursting., It is
congequently indisputable that ice wmelts
slowly, and may be turned to good account ia
the Polar regiouns. In Siberia the windows
bave panes of ice. The remarkable property
with which particles of ice are endowed of
mwoulding themsclves into diffsrent shapes by
freezing, easily explaing how glaciers make
their way through narrow gorges and expand

| in valleys.

Yolcanoes in the Moon.

A ourious communication from Dr. Mon-
tucel appears in the recent report of the French
Acndemy of Sciences. M de Créty, who ob-
gerved the solar eclipse of Augnst last on
sSargh  Islaud, opposite Aden, describas as
follows & phenomenon hitherto apheard of in
the aunals of astronomy:—*‘Ope-third of the
gun’'s disc being already uncovered after the
totality,” Le says, ‘I observed three luminous
protuberances on the moon's limb; they wers
feebly illuminated, and recembled the tops of
mouutaing receiving light from the solar rays.
Fifteen minutes later, two-thirds of the sau'a
digo having emerged from the moon, the sams
pppendages were seen more strongly illumi-
pated, aud beiter distinguizhable from the
luuar dise; their summits bad the apprarance
of a metal in a state of fusion. After another
quarter of an hour, the central proluberance
uad diminished in altitude, ete.”

This strange appearance Dr. Montneel ax-
plains as follows:—1. There is no optical illa-
sion here, M, de Créty having bsen enabled to
wake gaven disgrams of the phenomenon. 2,
11 other observers do mot mention it, it is ba-
cause their eyes wers fatigned from observing
the eclipre, while M. de Créty was prevented
from obrerving any but the latter part, owing
tothe state of the weathier. 3. Tha protubs-
ravees were either gaseous, or compozed of
matter in an extremely fine state of division.
4. 1f on the poslerior part of the moon, in-
visible to ns, there had been thres voloanoes
in activity at the tims of the eclipze, and closa
to the moon's border, the smoke or ashes
ejected by them would have been visible, and
would have presented ths appearance ds-
soribed by M, de Créty. DUr. Montaoei
sliows by calenlation that an observer’s eye
could just ekim the crest of a luvar
mounntain 780 fest high, at a dizlance of ona
degrea from the border, or 6000 feat of elava-

{ tion at five degress distance, in which case the

whole voleanio jet would be visible from the
earth., 0. The jets would be lancet-shapad,
becauge the wmoon's atmosphere, being infl-
nitely thinner than ours, conld not, by its re-
gistance, force the #jected matter into & mush-
room form, as ig the case with our voleanie
eruptions, Dr. Montucci proves, by the laws
of meohsnics generally, and friction in par-

| ticular, that the jet must necessarily end in
| & point, and rige to an enormons height. The

Attraetion soon brooght all lhai

thres gupposed voleanoes may very well have
been in communication with each other, as is
often the case on our earth., Henoce, most
probably, M. de Créty witnessed a volcanio
action en the posterior hemisphere of the
moon, for the first time manifested to us in
thiz slrange way.
