Under these
olroumatances, is it not natural that we have
an ineffiolent and frequently a corrupt forge
The office is a political reward, and filled by
irreaponsible men, who are liable to losa it,
despite all their merits, st an hour's notice.
However, if it was koown that the place of
policeman oould be secured by good men, who
would hold daring good bshavior, wa wonld
al omoe seé A change a8 amasing as it
wonld be delightful. It would then be to the
Interest of these officers to be honest. Thay
meed not corraptly accept of money from
rogues in order to seoure suflicient to have a
little ameunt on hand. They would be faith-
ful becanse it wonld pay. The admirable
manner in which a similar law works in New
York olty is the best argument possible for
its adoption here.

secure all the desirable objecls which wouald
pave been attained by the former law. Toe
draft of such & law bas been prepared with all
poksible onre, and 1s now Lo the hands of several
of the most eminent mw¥an of the Biate, IriL
passes the ordeal of thelr legal scrutiny, it 1s
expected that it will also be aole to pass that of
the State Leglalature and of the Supreme Conrl,
