The greater portion of tue Ku-Klux of this
ounty are young won, who have beeu oulled
{lmn by these “hightoned gentlemen” and
“law-ab.ding eitivens,” and fovited w ride with
them ot night, and 1&8ken out in the woods and
sworn io, witbout kuowine what the nuture of
the orgauization was until thoy weee in it, The
bondquarters of Bub Shaver, while in this
vicinity, were at my beuse on the Jacksonport
road, sod they stole and destroyed everytbing,
1uking away the last thing in tbe house, wod
every horse and muie ou the plice. The citl-
zens now are in (vor of the Administration ns
itis. I oau, the tust of this wees, proceed to
Cra'ghead snd Green. I would respectfully
recommend tne regtoration of owil law in this
connty at an eprly day, wnd (hat wartial lsw be
prociaimed in Juck<on county, | have ordered
the arrest ol Bob Shaver, and report says he is
now upder sarrest, Next mml will convey to
you # healthy state of aflawrs in Woolrai

LAND GRANTS.

Another Dnmaging Exposare by n Oor-
respondent,

The Cincinnatl Gazette, on the authorlty of its
Washington correspondent, has another damag:
ing exposure of the alleged fraudulent grants of
Government lande to rallroad corporadons und
others, Itanys:—

Congregs up 1o March last had granted in all
to various Western snd Boutbhera Siates over
57,000,000 scres of lands for rallrond purposes,
It has piven besides over 17,000,000 aores to
ennale and similar iprovements, The Pacitie
Rallrouds and bravcehes have recelved 124,000,000
weres, and if to this is added the even numbered
sections along these routes, which the Secretury
of the Interior decided to be closed tor goltle-
went, it will appear that nearly one thied of the
entive publie domuin has been mude over to the
control of rullvosd comproies,

“The quantity of lands conveyed by these
grunts,” says the Commissloner of the General
Land Office, *‘is of empire extent, exoeading
in the sggr gate, by more than five millicos ot
icred, the envire areas of the six New Englaud
Ktates, adided to the surface of New York, New
Jersey. Pennsylvania, Ohbio, Delaware, Mary-
Innd and Virginle.! He says the grants o the
Pacitic Hailway Lnes alone *“‘are within ab)at
s fgurth of boing twice the ooited aren of Eog.
lnond, Scotlund, Wnles, [reland, Guaerns:y,
Jursey, the 1ele of Mao, and tne 1=lands of the
Britieh r ens, and lessthan a tenth of being equal
to the Freneh empire proper.”

In 1860 and 1841 the Government =oll 284 000
neres of Delaware lanids to the Loaven worth,
Pawnee aod Western Road, Io 1866 o sold
02,000 neres of Delawnre lands to the Missari
River Hoad, nnd In 1850 it disposed of 278,200
neres to only thirty-six purchisers. Among
them were the following:—Hou, Hogh MeUul-
loch, 7014 acres: Perry Fuller & McDounald,
J0.068 acres; Johu McManus, 142,015 acree:
Hobert 8, stevens, 61,089 acres, aod o on,

Iu 1865, Benator Pomerey, being then Presi-
dent aud one ol the priveipal owners of the
Atchigon and Plke’s Peak Railroad Company. a
nill was carried through the Senate, by which
this road puorchaved 123 832 acres of as rich
Jauds as there are in Kausas,

The above facts and deares were brought to
the notiee of the House by Mr, Juliag, Charman
ot the Committee on Public Lands, fn March
last, and Mr, Clarke, of Kavsas, has givea dirent

The New York Herald's correspondent has
been talking with the deieated Democrat, Genes
rul Blair,

1he conversation turning npon the probable
reeults of the Presidential election, General
Hluir snid he was lied with apprebensions for
ipe muture, General Grant1s un able and saga-
ctoug mun and provea bimself to be by far the
wioet skilful gencral in the two urmies which
fought vut the great Rebellion; but he ls also a
very wmbitious ninn sond cunning to the last
degree, He has an objeclive polut towards
which nJl his plans and exertions teod, far
clevated, In persousl agerandizement, nbhove
thut ever simed at by auy other Amorican,
Jivivg or dead,

He believed that his modest deportment and
his appareut wversion to beiag Jsuded nuod
teasted us 8 hero are the efdects of deap digsimu-
lution and the surewd messures ol a wily and
ambitious mwun, wssumdd tor the purpose of
gaining the object sought, General Grant is too
wise 10 ralse opposition; he reaches the object
e his in view by means of masterly stritegy.
He protests against belog made the recipent ot
houvor and power, conlesses his unwortbiness
snd Incompetency 1o meet the responsibilities
sought toloe i pored upon hirm; bat bhe 18 fully
aware of the limitto wbich he can carry Lis
modest opposition without incurring the danger
of being taken at his word, snd graciously pers
mite bimselt to be drugged into power, His
motives o resisting the oder to make him a
ruler were slmilar to those which actuated
Julius Caosar when be thrice refused the Roman
Crowll.

When General Graont commanded in the field
he displayed his wisdom and secured sucoess by
never happening in the way of o'her umbitions
men who were 1or the time belng his superiors,
This was the mistake which proved fntal to the
hopes of mauny of our military leaders, When
fieveral McClellun wus within & few .miles of
Richmond gwith & large and well-appointed
army, bhe did not muke any attempt o
couceal his politice! aspirations. The radicals
saw that i he weot o Richwond they
would have to evacuste the White House
in 18656, He thue excited his opnonents luto
action, His plans were deteated and he was
overthrown, He afterwards made a bid lor the
Eepublican nominution by writing i letter de-
cluring 1t as his opmmion that slarery ooght to
be abolished as & military necessity in his
digirict,  This buld stroke wuas parried by
President Lincoln, who appropriated ull his
thunder, abolisbed slavery m every district,
aud cut off Geveral MeClellan's offloial head,
General Grant never committed such blunders;
Liig mavsgement was 8o skilful thal he obliged
others to perform, seemingly sgatost his wishee,
the very ecivices for the atisinment of whigh
be bad becn munwavring,

Huviog been asked what sct of Geceral
Grant's could be selected to furnish & (air proof

of the daogerons ambition that General Bia r
thought he possessed, ho replied that the very
position he now oecupled wus an unmistakable
indieation of it. From an earnest proslavery
man, has he not permitted himself to be pledged
to the support of negrosufiraze and domination?
General Grant & remarkable for a stesdfast
ndherence to principles, and to Lis mind it
seemed very clear that Grant must have been
controlled by an inordinate desire for power to
thus abandon his llfe-long principles snd pledge
himselt 1o thelr utter destruction. 3
