The eause of the explosion, It s afMrmed, was
an absence of water In the boller, whioh was of
ten horse power, It in alleged by many who
olaim to be aequainted with the facis, that the
boiler was old and worthless, and that 1t had
been condemned as unfit for use. It was, not-
wiltbetanding, in charge of a boy Lwelve or
fourteen years of age, who had run It suocess-
fully but hazerdously fer some time previous Lo
the saccident. An Investigation was commeanosed
sl two o'cloek this afternoon, before Dr. Lewls
Bmith, ccroner, by whom the degree of thae
cnlpnblilty of the owner will doubtless be de.
wermined.
