tor thus purpose io the spring, The root is the
patt used in the adutieratioa of cotlee. and the
plant 8 exrensively caltivated for this parpose
- Belginm, Germany, Englaud, and tor our
home mutket on Long Islapd, Itis taken up
in Septembper, sornpad aud gurefully washed,
then #pht and ecot into leveths of two or Wiree
jpches, dried in un oven, saud sent Into the
murket in bugs, For the puorposes of the colles
wdulterstion 1t §s atterwards out into small
preces, toasted, and grouud Lo & colr- e powder,
resembling ordivary collee; ang in this sipte
sold lor about tifteen cents & pound, good collce
being worth forty-tive or diLy cents,

“The decotion of the unuroasted root Is
bitter, and wus lormally given as av aperieat
sud sttepunting wedicine; that of the roasted
powder hns & mawkish tuste, between molasses
and Houorice, T4 Is hardly necessary 1o say
that the market value arizes solely lrom iis
employment for the purpose of sdulleratiog
coflee, It bis none of the valeable properlies
of that berry, and I8 virtuslly o mizoaee of
woody fibre, guw, aod sueur, As regurds lts
physiclogical properties nothiog cun be sa:d in
its lavor; but, on the conirary, It & very apt to
produce nauses snd dyspepsia, It is pot, there.
fore, the harmloss substuoce tbhat some would
bave us think, but to many it is positively
burtiol, and should be avoided by all, and

e5 it mhy by those who are liuble to sitacks of
indigention,
