vicinity of Vicksburg, the correspondent says:—

for the Army of the Teunessee,” and was
assigned to an jpuependent command, The
old rumors about Grant's persousl character
.were revived, de was pronouuced uttecly des-
titnte of genins or eneragy. gven Lincoln's
Hmitless taith did not extend beyond “‘irylvg
him & little longer.,” Woen fioslly he ran the
gauntiet of the batteries and torned eastward
1o invest Vicksburg from the rear,the audaclous
enterprise called forth condenination from head
quartere, The kindly President sfierwards
wrote him thal Le thooght **he hod made o
mistake.” Tt may be imazioed that the dissatls
faction was not decreascd by the occurrcnees
that attended the curly period of thasiege.
