esrance of idews and po=sions which were
lieved to be extinguished; but on the other
hand, the nation, remsiniog losensible to the
most violent exaitement, aud relying upon my
firmness for the muintenance of order, has uot
felt {te Jalth in the Inture shaken,

Remarkable coincldence! The more adven-
turous nod subversive minds coueht to disturh

game the pence of the country) commercinl
transnctions reassumed a freitfal activity, the
pubile revenues Increased cousiderably, the
public Interests were resssured, and the groater
art of the recent clections gave o new support

Conslderable importance must be atlached to
the mavner in which tbhe varlous claims are
submitted to the commission. 1t an unhmited
investigation weore 10 be held In esch case, we
ghould have the prospect of an Interminable
geries of trinle for dawages, and the ubors of
the commiesiouers might never be concluded.
Accordingly, o has been wiacly determined that
the cummﬂslonrrs shall form their decisions
upon such evidence and informativn only us
shatl be tornished by the two governments, Every
glutement or document presented to them
under this ambority they will, however, be
vound to recelve, and also, If required, to hear
one person on each #ide, ue the counsellor or
agent of such Government, Here, agnin, when
we remember the many points Mr, Soward hins
brought forward st warions times, this may
seem romewhnat too elastic n permission: yet 1t
would, no doubt, have been ditlicalt to retnse
to cither Goveroment the power of submitting
uny juformation they maythiok relevant to
tbeir case, The evideénce and the documente
thus auathenticuted by the two Govern-
ments will of necessity be in & great mes-
spre  condensed and arranged. Thongh
the commisaioners will bound to pesuse it,
they will not be bound to treat 1t ail as rele-
vapt: and It is not pefhaps uorcasonable to
expect that they will have saceceded in deeid-
ing upon every claim within the two years
within which, by the terios of the conventiou,
they nre reqnired to conclude thelr Inbors.
All clnims are to be presented within six
months from the day of thewr first meeting,
except In specisl cascs, for which three months
tore may be allowed, Compeusations nre all
to be pald within elgnteen movtis of the de-
citlon, It only remuins to mention that the
two parties wake o solemn deelaration that
the proceedings of the commission shall he
copsidered s fingl settiement of all claims since
1843,

such, we believe, are the maln outlines of
this ¢ouvention. Even if it should be lesd suc-
cessful than we antieipate, It will renain as
en fndisputable monoment ol the readiness ol
the Britieh government to make every possible
concesslon, not ounly to internationnl obliga-
tione, but to the susceptibibitics of & lughs
spirited people.  Forther than this it I8 impos-
sible for us 1o go; but impartisl opinion will,
we are confident, a2kuowledeze we have here
offered all that equity can demsud; sud we are
equally confident that the Urited Btates Senate
is incupable of demanding more. We shall
awalt with interest the discnssion of the cone
venlion Gy the legislative bodws of the two
countiies,

The Armies nnd War Material of the
Centinental Fowoers,

efficlency of the various continentsl urmies.
The cyenis of 1806 set n=ide the old theory of
war. Recopstruction ab orwine became &
pecessily for every arwy in Kaorope xcept that
of Prussin, No State has ueglected this work,
and all the stronger natiops have pressad it
forward as rapidly as possible. It would be
idle to deny that st the present moment the
general result s of special lmportsuee, The
correspondent of the Jimes ostimates ghal two
of the Buropean Btutes are thoroughly prepared
for war, with splendid armies snd abundant
materie;; the rest are more or less in arcear,
Frauce could put iuto the teld fally balf a mil
lion of men, armed with bresch-londere, which,
witbont being perfect, are decidedly superior Lo
the Prussian needle-gop. Bebind this great
grmy ls n vast array of reserves, more or less
earelully equipped. making altogether & million
combatants, The lutest improvements o or-
ganizgation have been carefully attended to.
The French artlllery is good, Toe Prosslans
liave greatly improved, too. But sbe fofantry
tghting s Jm open to some fnults, which have
been ayoided by the Premen, The Prossian
cavalry and artiliery axe not all that they might
be, the laiter being in particalar indidereutly
hendled. In 1866 the Austrinn artillery proved
decidedly superior. Prussia’s great strength
lies in her Intantry, which has oo lte side all
the prestige of recent succesecs, sy well a3 con-
fideuce and experlouge in s weapon. Toe
South German armies, tog, would be at the
commend of Prossig in cave ol war, thouzh
thelr movements arc slow and thelr ediolcoey
somewhut below ihe avernge, They numbor
200,000 on peper,  The North German Conlede-
tocy s fnferior In mvmencal torce to Prance,
but the diflarence In the feld would be pracli-
cally small,

Tho great powers, then, are ready for the
combat, haviug commund oI men, mongy, and
the apirit ol ntrgonistic races, Fhe rest of the
European natlons sre unprepared for o groat
strugele. Austiria i belund, but ls yet more
formidable thun In 1868, Tue new ormauisation
glves o pesce st th of 959 000, aregular army
for war of BOO0 welndne the reeryves—
border troops 683,000, and Landwehr 200,000,
besides the Laundsturm, pot yel conpletely
orgnaized. The feld arsillery did rignt well in
the war, and bas npeeled no chwnges, The

As to Turkey, she has got an Baclish-
mnn to take charee of her feet; when shie does
the sawe with her army, there will be some
intercst In counting its numbers, The writer
sums up, that if Fragee and Prossia would
shake hande, or Prossia saod Aunstria form o
striot offensive and defensive alliaice, there
