deep aud wide, thoneh at present of unknown
width aod depth,  OF thisgap Mr. Warren has
ounly yet been able to exnmine a portion, bt
enough to reveal nsubterransan arcade runping
apparently along the whole length of the plat-
torm (250 foet), uwnd about 35 feet In width,
