MARINE DISASTER.
Loss of the Brig Brilliant—-No Mercy
from the Waves,

The steamship Burope, of the Aunchor llne,
arrived at New York yesterday morning. Cup-
tain Craig reporte that they experienced very
slrong westerly gales during the entire passage.
On the 28th of Javuary, iu latitude 50 deg. 46
min,, lopgitude 27 deg. 14 min, a ship was
obeerved about five miles to the westwaed,
which proved to be the brig Brillinnt of St.
Joln, N, B., bound for Liverpool, having on
board Captain McCart, R. Desomond, mate, and
wcrew of five. The brig had sailed from Cape
Fear river bar on tke 8th of January, with a
cargo of rosin and Torpeutine. The following
is the statement of Mr. McCart, captain of the
brig Biilhant:—

Weeailed from Cape Fear River Bar January
8: hud fne weather for two daye, after which
we experieneed & succession of gales from the
westward until the 19th, when we eucouuntered
s gale of grest violence from the 5. W hauling
round to the W,: took in lower topsails and
foretopmast stayeail; at 7 P. M. blew away
foretopsail; during the night several sens
bosrded us, staving our best bont and waler
cheks on deck; about 8 P, M. the vessel began to
leak badly, and at 10 A, M. on the 20th she hud
four fect of water in the held; the wind was at
this time moderating, fnd we threw overboard
a portion of our cargo. The pumps had been
kept constantly going since the night before,
and we found we gained on the water
a llttle as the gale went down, From
tbis time until the night of the 20th, the
gale continued from the westward, uatil it n-
creased to one of the beaviest gales that I had
ever seen. At 750 k. M., the foretonmast stuy-
sall was blown away. At 2°80 A, M., 27th, the
topeail parted. Between 12 and 4 A, M., several

under water, the sen waking a clean breach
over her; cat away the foremast 10 ¢nge her,
and the wreck of the foremast holding on for-
ward by the wire stuys made her lle with her
head more to sea; between this time and 12 M,
many very heavy seas bonrded us, breaking iu
the forecastie doors, and @ilhug the cabin with
water; were obliged to lush the men atthe
pumwpe, which we kept constantly going; iu the
afternoon we got the lee anchor of the bow,
and pavd out about 80 fathoms chalu to kecp
her head anore to the gea; the wind was mode-
rating, and we had been working the
pumpe for 36 bours, without & dry stitch of
clothes, or anythipg to eat but bisenite and
water, and without sleep for over 48 hours; tho
brig, baviog more thun four feet of water in the
hold, I determined lo abandon the vessel on the
first opportuoity; at 10 A. M., 28ih, we saw a
sleamer to the eastward, which proved to be
thie Burope, bound from Glasegow to New York:
we were taken off and brought to this pore. 1
beg leave, on belhalfl of myeell and wmewn, to
tender my mostsincere thanks to Captain Craie
and his ofMcers, not only for saving our lives,
but also for the great kinduesses which were
shown us while on bogard the stenmer,

duction of this view atthis time, beeruse he
belleved tbat the deobate would be continued
on this ground for the purpose ol defoating the
present amendment.

Mr. Yates expinined bis position upon the
suffraga guestion, and contrasted it with Lhat
of the Demoeratio party, much to the disid
vantage of the latter,

Mr., Morrlll (VL) urged the friends of tho
pending nmendmont Lo come ko a voio without
jurlther debate, a8 they would probably have
future opportunities to be eloguent in the
Bonale chamber,

Mr. Hendrloks made & birlef defenss of (ha
Demoerstio parly from the attack of hia ool-
league (Mr. Morton) and Lhe Bepator f[rom
Illhmln}mr. Yutes), whienh he thought unpros
voked by anything that bad bean sald by the
Democratie Benrlors.

In the course of the debate Mr, Norlon sald
that if this amendment was adopted It would
be aldopted not by the will of the panple bat by
the will of & party, and by the operation of
party machinery.

Mr. Yates reminded him that he had been
elected by the Repablican parly.

Mr. Norton. | was, sir.

Mr. Yalos, Then permit me to say that I think
the party made a mistake. (Laughter,)

My, Norton said he falt greatly complimented
by the remarks of the Seaator from Illlnols,
and went on to tell al lenglh the reason wuy.
