This certainly 15 no great display of intellec';
but candor constrains us 1o suy that it s vo
ordinary exnibition of charocwer, General
Grant's resolute decigon of charncter will save
bhim from n grest desl of lmportunity and do-
noyanee, and perhaps trom some opposition.
Bome moralist has rewarked that it s wonderiul
how space clears wround n wan when 1t comes
10 be seen that he possesees & very decided will,
11, as is so often suld, money s power, It is more
enphationlly trae that choracter 8 power; and
whuatever may be the wisdom or unwisdom of
General Grant's admiuistration, it seems
tolerably certain that he will impress his own
mark wpon i, His methods may not be the
pest metbods, but they are pretiy likely to be
his methodes,

It deserves to be remarked that he says no
word, snd givea vo bing, that be cares woy-
thing for tho distinctive principles of the
Republ can party. He ignores ita peculiar
dogu.as entirely., He says be will bend his
efforts to secure, ‘‘economy, retrenchment,
farhfal collection of the revenoe, sod pay-
ment of the public debt.,” The spread-engleism
of equal rights, the current glocitication of the
negro race, the justice and necessity ol unl-
versal suflrage, are toplcs which be passes
over ln silent contempt. How different aun
addriss would Mr, Bumner or Mr. Wade have
made in the same cirecumstunces! Mr. Pruyn
was doubtiess too sanguine snd complaisant, or
at least a little premature, in promisivg General
Urant the support of the Democratic party,
when be hus not yet delivered his inaagural
address, nor shown his haod jn his appoint-
ments; but he was certainly correct in assum-
ing that Demoerats will ond nothing to object
1o, snd mugh to approve, in the tone, temper,
and t?lca‘of this' speechs If General Grant
should as carefuily weed Repubhican fauaticism
out of his administration as Le hus out of his
speech, Democratic opposition would have less
ground to staud upon.

The President-elect not only withbolds his
indorscment trom the KRepublican pnn&.ohut he
oontintes to withhold ms conilidence from the
Republican leaders. He tells them that nobody
will be permitted 1o know what he Intends to do
until be has actunally done it, when their advice
and suggestions will come too late to have any
influence. They are just as mueh outsiders as
the leaders of the Democratic party, We, of
couree, base no complaint to make of this;
indeed, we are a great deal bewer satisted
10 have General wrant, who has uever been
a Republican, follow his own judgment than
accept amy wdvice from the party that
elected him, Whether they feel as much
satie'sotion with his cou'empiuons indepen-
dence an we do, s u question which they arc
competent to decide, General Graal intimates,

lainly enoueh, that he does uot wish to be
gampored by the Tenureol-Olicelaw. He says
he mesns (0 turn out his own appointees us
freely as those ot his predeces«or, it Lhey do not
suit hims and he thinks it may be nesessary, in
some case:, to lry vot once, but twice, and even

severnl times, before he gets the right man in
tbe rigut place, Now, the theory of the Tenure-
ot Office act ¥8, that e may Ly ounce, but bis
lUperty of cholee 18 then exnausted, That law
permits bim to select a  Cabioey, bat it
sucnres them their places for tull four years
wuless the Senate sbull be pleasel to have it
otherwise, There is no more reason, lu the
pature -of the case, why the law should be
repealed o relation to the Uabipet than there
fs tor the repesl of the whole et it. The
President is no more responsible for the Cabinot
than he is for nll the other executive otficars,
1he heads of departments he can walch; they
ure constantly under his eye and subject to his
personal influence; but he cao restrain distaut
Yevenue officers ouly by the terror ot removal.
He is more likely 10 have to tey several times
Jbefore he gets the revenue boueslly collected,
than before be pets u dotiful €abinet. The
fgﬂbudn of his speech s u virtual demand
for the repeal of the Tenureot-Oifice act. Wil
his demand be complied with? If it is uot
complied with, will not the new administration
start with a mutual want of confidence between
the President and the Republican Senate? Apd
can the Regpuolican party stund the shock ot
sunh & collision.

Why oot,
he inquired, do away entirely with the privi-
lege, and require members of Coogress 1o pay
thelr own postage—allowing them therefor in
the sewtlement of their accounts? This
Isthe rule, be added, as to the generals of the
armles, and it is the right one for all cases,
“Membersol Congress have m‘c‘uwnllg qropoml
to give me the iranking privilege, but I bave
upiformly declined; the Quartermaster allows
mwe for my sclual expense of postage, and I
don’t want the Government to do uny more than
thie.,” To # suggestion that there secmed tobe o
propriety mn admitting members ol Coogress to
|runnm|l’ 10 their comstituents dociments of
public interest and value, Geueral Grant replied
that, secordiug 1o his obscrvations, the great
majority of those who recelve the doouments
vare little or pothing for them, thongh some
wrobably feel flattered by thelr receipt, and in
Llﬁ judgment the people would be quite willing
1o lorego thelr share 1n the benelits of the exer-
clse ot the privilege for the sakeof getting rid of
the apose to which it has glven rise. It jeads to
a0 enormous expense, I# unnecessary, and
should be tore up by the rooty,

In reference to another matter—the ¢xIravi-
gauce of Copgress in the printing of docunents
— General Grant expresaes himsell with equal
cemphasis, One ol the visitors expressing o
wish that the subsidiging of the Congressional
lobe might be stopped, and " a Inw passed re-
quiripg every member 10 pay tor the printing
of bis own specches, the General snid that thas,
while desirable, would abate only a small part
of the evil, Tous ol documouts are printold
overy year which are of no conceivanle interest
Lo any one, aud have no value outside ot o very
limited ephere. Why shonld money be wasted
in printivg what no sane publisber in the land
would think of touching for & moment? Toe
whole thing is wrong, snd ought to be stopped.

There can be no doubi at all that General
Grant gonrm the repeal of the Tenure-ol-Oflice
law. e feels that so long as it remains upon
the statute-book he will be unnecessarily ham-
pered and restricted in purging the various
branches of the Government service ol corrupt
and dishounest officials, who, having got into
power by appointment of Mr. Johnson or the
complacency of the Senate, are now able to
command mflaential supporters in the latter
body. Itis a well-known fact that even the
clerks of the departments bave bern able, by
menaces and otherwise, to drive members of
Copgress into the support of their scheme for an
advance of their pay; and if this could be done
by pereons of incousiderable iufluence, what
might not be done by the wealthy "‘rings” in
whisky, in Indian affuirs, etc,, towards prevent-
ing the removal of corrupt men and the ap-
pointment of honest officials in their stead?
General Grant said that, so far as he know,
every thief in the Government employ, and
every ‘‘riog” which is exgaged in debauching
legislation, wanted the law to stand asat is,
Relerring 1o the objection made by some that
to repeal the lawnow would amouunt to & con-
fession that it was passed solely 1o embarrass
Mr. Johnson, General Grant remarked thut this
was undoubtedly the object Congrcas had in
view—the preservation of the purity of the
publie service against the inroads of rascality

An Interview with Grant)
Hon. Johu M. Francis, the editor of the Troy
Times, has gone South for the benefit of his
health. Iu & plessant letter to hie journal he

speaks of his stuy In Washington, aud says: —

**‘Acvompanied by our popular representative,
Hon, John A, Griswold, we pald our respects
to General Grant at his headquarters, A peti-
tion from patriotic citizens of Wushington
county had been  placed in Mr, Griswold’s
hande, n:king Conmress to appropriste a
nomber of bronzed cannon cuptured from
Hebels by the Jate Gemeral Russell, to ve used
in making a sultable monument for the de-
ceased, General Grant's opinion was asked
in the matter. He replied thatl General Rasse!l
wias one of the best officers in the Army
of the Potomac, and his memory could
not be 1oo highly honored. But, said he, many
other heroic generals lald down their ves for
their country during the war. And the gues-
tion is, have we cannon enoogh or mouey
enoogh to make monuments for all? He anid
that whatever we are able to do ebhould be
done to honor the memory of those brave men
who died for their country; but what we do
for one we must do for others equally deserv-
ing, and here Is the difficalty mm the case,
Reterring to the great topic, General Graut's
forthcoming Cabiuet, we slated that we were
periectiy eoutent %o ablde the Geperal's own
selection, and to publish the same on the Gih
o March., He replied that some editors were
in advance of us in that respect, but it was
perhaps well enough for newspapers to give
free expresston to their preferences. And here

CARRICK'S WILL.

Final Decislon of the Case on Saturday,
On Baturday last the will case of Robert Car-
rick, of Pawérson, N, J., which has for a long
time beev before the courts, was terminated by
the decision of Judge Bedle, of Now York.
Roubert Carrick made his will on November
14, 1866, m whieh bhe bequoeathed to his wife
$00,000 snd all his personusl estate, goods, cha
tels, books, elc,: to hisniecs Margaret, 3.»600. 10
ibe children o! Dr, Neabetﬁ $5000; o the chil-

dren ot John Worden, : to his own olil~
dren, Robert, J. T., Obarles, and Catharioe,
$5000 each; and to Edmund N. Pigot, his book-
keeper, $6000. This amount, It wus supposed at
the dme, wonld not take all of the estate, and
be directed that out of what was lelt, after all his
deb s were paid, that $10,000 should go to Harry
Freest Joucs, a police officer who kbad been
employed by the old man to apprehend the
rubbers who hed troubled him a short time
previons, and who evidenlly won & place In the
atfections of h's employer, and, ae was sabss-
queotly proved, those of his wile als), as the
widow and policeman were martied 8 very
short time alter Mr., Oarrick’s death,

On February 14, 18687, Mr. Carcick added a

PANAMA.

Cate Cushing’s Recent Mission—-Napo-
leon's Connterplot—freaty forthe Nicn-
ragun Cannl,

Correspondence from Pavaan, dated Fabrairy
hy EAYHI—

The most important vews from the Tsthmus
i# the mission of Genersl Coshing, who réturnad
fiom Bogola yesterday aud léaves on the steamer
1e-dny for New York. Duoriug his short stay
General Qushine has been the guest of F. W.
tice, the United States Consal at Aspinwall.

00 Jesrming that Genersl Cashing was in the
city, the President of the state, General Cor.
18060, very courteously sent his compliments to
bym, and later in the cvening General Cushing
called on his Exovllency and was received with
military honors. The party was received in the
government sala in the most courteous and
friendly manuver by the President and his suite,
and an hour was #peut in  pleasant con-
versation, Ot course his Exceliency was
auxious to oblaln some inlormation in
regard  to the Genersl's mission, of
which the latler made no specisl secret, He
staled frankly that oue of his principal objects
in visitiog Bogota was to confirm the basts of
an arraugement already entered into at Wash-
ington, to open A canal scrosd the isthmus; that
his propositions were recelved by the Govern-
ment in the most friendly spirit, and that he
had so far been successful In his mission as 10
enter Into & trea’y for that purpose, which he
now takes bhome with him, and whiok only
pwﬁ;ha the ratidcation of the Cougress in Wash-
mguon.

la connection with this matter let me call
your attention to the news from Central
America, by which it appears that Senor Ayon
bas just returned from Frunce and perfected a
treaty with the French Governmeut, as Com-
missioner from Nicaragus, to open & caonal
across that Siate, This 18 Napoleon's pet idea,
and he does not sleep over such notlons, If he
once gets his schome into market it s bound to
compete with the istbmus canul scheme; so
there is no time to be lost, He hasa mupie ol
bundred miles to conlend against there, while
we have lesa than ffty bere; but he has enerey
and pride while we bave only personal aggran-
dizement to urge us.

Let peity jealousy and petty specolation give
way to the great national scheme of opening a
capal acro:s this isthmus which will be the
world's pride, and the United States ean stick a
feather in her eap that will call forth the admi-
ration of all nations. Burope and Asin will join
bands acroes our Isthmus, both by sea and laod.
Evgland must commamoate with Australia and
the East throopgh this chanuel. France must
look to us for a ehorter route to her Pacitic pos-
scsslons, The North and South Amerlcas will
become closer allies. Columbue’ great idea of
finding & passage from ove ocean to another will
be at last realized, and there will be no more
necessity for enterprizing Individuals to lose
their llves and be frozen to death in buttin
round the North Pole to get into the tropies. 1
iny man cau build this caval in & harry Geoeral
Grant ought to be that man, and the sconer he
builds it the better, if he bas any ambition to
mike his mark,

When 1 wrote you last 1 thought the tax
question, so tar as it reluted to ths foreigners on
the isthmus, had been settled, at least for a
year; but it secems 1 was disappointed, The
Government came to lerms with the Panama
merchants, but left those of Aspinwall out in
the cold, snd now refu=es lo deduct & ¢ent from
the original amouunts levied on them, although
they natorally espected to be placed on the
fnwe footing as their neighbors, and therefore
wok no trouble to muke protests, and so on,
Now, however, that they find they are to be
moleted In the whole sum, their danders
rise, and they refuse to pay a dollar
beyond that stipulated in the law, They are
backed up by the energetic Uoited States Cousnl
Rice, who s doing ull in his power 10 helo them
with his advice, and who it 18 10 be hoped will
be able to obtain some justice tor his coantry-
meén. Were the money demanded o be spent
for anyfood purpose, people might be williug
10 pay it; but when they see that every oot
they pay, and more o0, {6 to be squandered in
Keeping up an army of idie, lazy soldiers for the
#ole purpose of keeplug one man in power, and
that & dollar is never spent for the public good,
they naturally kick against the lnjnstice. It
will take st lesst upwards of halt the entire
ingome of the Btate to support the militia
force to be kept under arms in time of peage,
when a body of seventy-five police wonld do far
more efficlent service,

An 0ld HMan of Fourscore Years Shoots
nt his Grandsons.

Bat yesterday
wé met & promivent citigen from Mississippl
Irtmt gave us Lhe followlng authenole siate-
ment:—

Last Monday one John Clarke, aged elghty,
o! Lafayette countr, Miss,, and his son, & man
of yeara and family, had & daficalty at Aboves
ville with Mr., William Wimberly aud Wim.
berly’s two sons, both yosog men. Now, Wim.

bence the jousg Wimberlve are tbe grandsous
ot old hr.Clatke, The fracas lheg had was the
result of an old family feud, which has been on

They met in towo, nerbaps by chance, per-
chunce by a concerted ﬁhm; ANy Way they mer;
they skirmi=ped, they Hoari:ned revolvers und
bowie kulves, Ored several sho's at each otner,
and slashed vigorously with their koives, It s
to be regretied that the speciators interferad
before auy work was made for Lhe Coroper,
When the smoke of battle eleared away, 1t was
gsoeriaived that 1here was  kil'ed, none;
wounded, five, Byery one envaged was
wounded.  Old  groudfasher Clarke re-
celved & zbot 1o the brad that wight have
killed & younger maun, bat he will prob.oly
regover 8na live yet to ki) nis maw, e allec-
tlonate son-in law, old mun Wimberly, was well
ghot in the neck; be also may recover, The
thiee youne men, Clarke vergus his vephow
the two Wimberlys, were sliced and huacke
with the knives, bot not dangerously.

was beaten nearly to destb, but his sops came
to his rehet and the two Clarkes were shot Jown
like beever, The Thomasens fled 10 Arkansas
and never returned to Mississippl.

Fuasd Pashe, Tarkish Minister of For-
elgn AfMatrs.

By the eable we have tbe spuouncement of
the death of Fosd Pasha, the Torkisn Mimster
for Forelgn Atairs, ot which news has been re-
received in Pame jrom Nioe, where the event
wok place, I'he name of Foud Mchmed Pasua
has occupred s distipguished place in the annuls
of the Turkish Empire tor the last qoarter of a
century, He was born at Constantiuople in the
year 1814, and spept his early youth Hrev cult-
vating eratore, and anerwards o studying
modicine, 1he profeegion of which be adopted,
serving for & short time in the Turkish
navy. Upon aultting the service he entered
the Ioterpreter’s office of tbhe Government, lo
which he spent several years quublying himself
for the daties of dip'omney by the study of bis-
tory, the modern langoages, internatonal Inw,
snd polinnes economy. He began nis diplo-
mutic earcer In 1840, as firdt secretary to a
special mission sent by the Sablime Porie to
kpgland, in which capacity be guve such
evidence ol ability of a very bich order that in
1843 hie wos sent on a special wi«ion to Spaln 'o
congratulate fsgbelln 11 on her accession 1o tue
throne, being at the same time intrusted with &
mission to the Court of Portugal. Again he gave
com plete gatl:faction, und returoned home dego-
rated with Spanish snd Portuguese orders, o
1848 he was Ottoman Commissioner 1o the Prin-
cipalities durtng tbe troubles which followed
the Revolution of 1848, and he was subsequently
employed on epecinl missions to 8t, Petersburg
and Egypt.

degree tbhat he openly insulted the Tarkish
Minister by refusivg to show him certaln tokens
of respect required by etiquette, and chargivg
hiw, o the presence ol a lurge concourse of
people, with being gullty of several acts of bad
faith 1owurds Russin, Fuoad Pusba immediately
tendered his resignation, which he could not be
induced to withdraw; und not long after the
Crimean war commenced, the ex Minister
naving successfully emplosed lis abilities in
seouring the wlliunce between Turkey, France,
snd Evpgland against Russia, In the first

ear ot the war he was Commissioner at the
eadquarters of Omar Pasha. In 1856 he
waa reappointed to the office of Minister of
Foregn Affaire, dlschunzinig the duties to the
close of the war wilth signn nhilnt{ 3 In 1850 he
was autrusted with (he task of pu ting aa end
to the outrages committed by the Drases against
the Christiaus in dyris, which bhe speedily uc-
complished; und alibough he was deslﬂnlt&d by
the Paris Confereuce of that year Goveroor-
General of 8y1ia he preferred to returo to Con-
stantinople, where he was shortly afierwards
placed at the heaa of the Couuncil o Justice, wnd
a few months later appointed Qraod szler.
with the entire control of the fiuances of the
empire. In 1863 he resigned as Graud Vizier,
aund was made War Mioistor, which office he
subsequently relinguished for his old post
ol Forel Minister, He represented the
Porte at the late Paris Coolerence for
the scttlement of the recent troubles
between Turkey aud Greeee, Fuad
Pasha wos an honorable exception to Turkish
slatesmen, his views being remarkably enlight-
ened and liberal, both as regirds religion and
pollitics,
contributed largely to strepgihen the amicable
relations of the Porte with forelgn pawers, and
a8 regards the internal adminisiration of the
Fmpire he was alwaye in favor ot a con-
cilintory course of action towsrd the Coristian
population of Tarkey.
