quire a§bloe coloning—both those that
will finally appear blue aud those which
are pext to receive a color that will combiue
with blue. Neuarly the whole of the third stone

The rescmblance to the original s thon suen
that it i doubtinl i Mr. Enstman Johnson
could pick out bis own boy il Lie were aur-
ronnded with a number of coples, It is not
every pleture that admits of such successful
trestment as this, nor does every chromo-
lithographer bestow upon his productions so
much paine and expepse. A salable picture
could be made of thisa boy in len impressions;

smuli quarey of stones had been expended upon
him, Bome landsoapes bave beenexecuted which
required flltytwo slones, and such pictures
fadvance locompletion by i process extremoly
similor to Jint employed by an artist, That is
o say, color is applied to them very much in
the same order, in the same minute quantities,
and with au approach to the same intelligent
delicacy of touch, It Is an error to regurd
these interesting works s mechanlenl, A mere
mechanie, it s true, by a certnin Chinese gor-
vility of copyiug, can produce an extremely
close, bard imitation of an oll paintiog; and
much work of (his Kind is done in Germany
and Enpglund, But fn our Boston establishment
o mechanic puts pencil (o one ot the stoues
caployed in producing fine pletures, The
artistic  work 8 executed b nrtints
of repule, who have {hem
producod respectable paintings of
the kind which they are employed to Imitate,
Any one who watclies Mr. Harring transfers
ying to a long series of lithographle stones Mr,
Hill's painting of the Yosemite valley will per-
ceive thathe s laboriug in the spirit of an
arlist.
