It has
hud an exlstenoe of less Lhan o score of years,
for in January, 1864, 1t wak started on ILs charss
by the résolve made in A& amall and Informal
gathering of gentlemen interested in the flour
and graln business, Suat an essoclalon of por.
sons engsged In thelr speclal trade suould be
formed, for vhe doubie purposs of advanocing
the interesis of that trade and fostering kindly
relations mon‘lhma who oarried 1t on, From
thatl mesgre beginning grow the present large
and infloential "Oommercial Exchange,” Tnoe
meoling to which we have adverted was held
