President Grant's father met with & severe
acoldent yesterday. He becnme sepurated from
the Presidenvs party while on tue platform,
efter the innnguration, and sccostiog Mr, Driggs,
exmember of Congress from Michigan, sasked
bim to conduct him out of the Capitol, saying
that when be reached the gronnds all would be
right, Mr, Driggs replied that he would accom-
poni bim, aud proceeded to couduct him out
ol the rolunda, and through a private doeor on
the eastside of the Capltol, Approsching the
staire Mr. Grant withdrew nis arm from that of
Mr. Drigae, and reached It torth as if to guwde
bhimeelf by the side of the wall down the stairs,
Just atthig time he made s musstep, and fell
backward down ¢ight or ten 0! the stoue steps,
siriking his bead aguinet them ard budly injurivg
Bis right Lip sua sustainiog other damage, but
pot breakiog auy bonrs. A gencral inguiry was
made as to who the elderly gentleman was, wund
when the name Uraot waeg mentioned, it was
evident that sdoltional interest was excited in
his behalf. Mr. Drigeg, with ascistapoe, carrled

ADDRESS OF MR, BLAINE.

Gentlemen of the House of Representatives:—

I thenk you protoundly for tne great honor
which your votes have just couferved upon me.

A great
chieftaiv, whose eword, st the head of gnllant
and victorious nrmies, saved the Republiciirom
dismemberment noa ruin, has been fAtly calied
to the lbighest civic honor which a grateful
people can bestow, snstalved by a Congress
\biat 0 ably represents the loyalty, the patriot-
i#m, and the pcrsonal worth of the natlon. The
President this day inavgorated will assure to
Lhie country an adminlstration of purity, fidelity,
and prosperity; sn era of liberty regnlated by
luw, knd of law thoroughly lospired with liberty.

FOREFIGN ITEMS.

—Last antomn gqnite a sensation was
created among the Varislans by the disoovery
of a youog and pretty girl in one of the news-
poper kiosks on the boulevards, usaally
occupled by wrinkled erones of nuattractive
aepect. Mad'lle Gabrielle de la Périne, alter
pretiding for gome time at the sale of nawa-
papera—conrenting every now and then asa
spevial favor to gell one hersell—has at last
forgsken her kiosk, and I3 on the point of ap-
pearing on the stage. Bhe had already shown
some little talent as an aotress, but of a pas-
give rather than of an active kind. Har make-
up &8 & Epanish girl—black silk dress, black
lace mantilla, with gold ornaments in the
bair—was charming, and probably correot;
and her favorite attitnde of repose, evidently
gtudied, wasfull of grace. Considering, however,
that she nsed to be at her little kiosk as early as
eight in the morning, and that she went there
again in the afternoon and remained nuotil past
ope o'clock in the morning afterwards, it
would not bs nnnatural if she sometimes did
feel sleepy. Bhe was always quiet and modest
in ber demeanor, but the reputation oreated
for her by Le Gaulois, Figaro, and half a
dozen other papers of the semi satirical and
goipiping kind, made her numbers of ene-
mies among the members of her temporary
profession, who denied her even the right to
foul nlea‘gy_ at half-past one in the morniog.
Suill faithful, Le Gaulois has given its young
prolégée a part in the ‘‘(ianlois-revae.”” An
air from * Rrsmier]our de bonhenr’’ has
been introduced to afford her an opportunity
of displaying her vocal talent, which is said
to be coneiderable.

—A Hungarian paper tells an amusiog story
about the late Prince Metternich—a tale with
& moral, such ag it is, One morning the Dan-
ish Ambassador desired an audience from the
Minister, who ordered his valet to get him the
Order of the Elephant, in which he wished to
receive the ambassador. The valet looked
through all the Minister's orders, but was
voable to discover that of the Elephant,
Time pressed, so the Prinoe sent in all haste
to some brother diplomatist, and borrowed
the decoration in question for half an hour or
#0. This done, he received the ambassador,
his Dbreast duly adorned with the Danish
order. The sight of this, however, seemed to
act as an extraordinary spell npon the visitor.
He oould not take his eyes off the Minister's
coet, hesitated in his speech, and exhibited
altogether such distinot signs of distress that
Metternich could not forbear at last asking
him whether anything had happened to him.
‘Nothing,” the other replied, greatly embar-
rassed, ‘‘but just this, that there must be
gome extraordinary mistake in our book of
orders at Copenhsgen. I had begged an
audience from you in order to decorate you
with the Order of the Elephant, which we
eeemed to have forgotten to bestow upon your
Excellenoy before, and there you wear it
already.’”” The dénouement—that is, Metter-
nich’s laughing confession—ocomforted the
diplomatist greatly, and Metternioch was now
duly, and in &ll proper form, installed a
knight of the great and sagacions quadruped.

—In spite of the thirty theatres now open
in Paris the ‘‘conferences’’ on literary sub-
jects are well attended, and are certainly well
worth attendivg. At the last of these
“lectures’’—as ‘‘oonferences’ in which the
tulkiog is all on one side would be called in
Evgland—M. Louis Ratisbonme, disoussing
the merits and sketching the life of Alfred de
Viguny, told the following anecdote about his
marrisge;—‘‘He married, when he was still

onpg, the daughter of Sir Baunbury (1), an
eglith millionaire, who in his munificence
never thought of his daughter. In the firat
place, he did not like poets, and he was
annoyed at having allowed his daughter to
marry ove. Lamartine mentions somewhere
that one day when he was in Italy he met an
Epgliehman, who said to him:—‘M, de Lamar-
tine, you are a pret, are yon not? Waell,
I married my danghter to a French poet like
you,! ‘Ah| what is his name?" ‘I oan't
remember it just now.” And it was not until
Lemartine, among other names, mentioned
that of Alfred de Vigny, that the ecocentrio
Evgliechman exclasimed, *‘Yes, that’s the
one!'" M. Francizque Sarcey’s “‘conference’’
on “journalism,’ a subject with whioh he, if
spy one, ought to be acquainted, attracted
a partianlnlﬂm!uga andlence. Speak-
irg of jonrnal as a profegsion, M. Barcey
said that to be & jeurnalist in the present
day A man should possess much informa-
tlon, good health, some independent fortune,
snd enough courage not to mind feeling
déclassé in contemporary goolety; and he
thought it a good thing for & journalist that
journslism shounld net be his sole profession.

—The Mayence (lazette publishes, on the
anthority of a Paria correspondent, somse
ourlons revelations as to an alleged attempt of
the ex-Kiog of Hanover to conclude an al-
liancs with the Emperor Napoleon last sum-
mer sgainst Prassia. The correspondent says
that King George offered to le at the dis-
poeal of France an army of 12 000 men, to be
ralged and maintained at his own expenss,
and that this agents represented to the Em.
peror that his contingent would probably be
much increased by Hanoverian deserters from
the Pruisian army. In return for this assist-
ance the King stipulated that in the event of a
successful war he shonld be restored to his
throne, his kingdom being at the same time
incressed by a fmall slice of territory, and
that if fortune did not favor the French arms,
provision should be made in the treaty of
peace for an unconditional amvesty to the
Hanoverians who were engsged in the war,
The correspondent adds that the Kmperor
showed no gispoaillon to accept King George's
overtures.
