THE DEATH PENALTY.

Exeention of the Chesnpenko Pirates in
maryilnnd Fixed for To.dny.

To-day is the time fixed lor the exeontion of
{he Cherapenke pirated, at Princess Anne, the

connty sent of Somerset county, Maryland,
The condemned men are four fu nuwber,
pamcd respeotively Willlam Wilson, Willinm

Weils, Frank Rouods, and George Balley, and
are )l negreoes. The circnmstances stlending
the crime for which they suifer denth may be
briefly related:—

Ou the afternoon of Monday, March 30, 1808,
the oyster punpy Brave was seen by several
persons in the waters ot the Ouesapeake, with
everythiog golog right, to all appearances. The
rmmv was n commund of Captain Beujanin
¥, Joboson, one-hall owner or the vesiel,
Johusen was & white wan, a2 was also Heory
Cunpon, the mate, o addition Lo Lhese Lhere
were lour colored men on board, ss nssistants,

pumed Wibam Wilson, Willlam Wells, Frauk
Rounds, nod George Baley, The poogy, which
belonged at Crlsueld, Md., sns engaged in
dredging lor oysters at the tlme meatloned,

Bubsequa it developments, and the comlessiona
of two of the hanos, show thet the four assatled
the eaotnin, und atter imnutilating him horribly
threw bim overboard., The mate then recelved
ther bloody attention, but was thrown over-
board and disposed of without the use of deadly
wrnl;mv ;as his body,whoutound,did not bearanyg
mnarks of violenee, Huaving put the two white
men ont of the way the negroes riflad the vessel,
openivg everything that could have been msed
us n receplacle for mouey or other valuables,
and turving things upside down generally, Over
five hundred dollars in money and o quantity
of clothing were secured by the desperndoes,
after wlhoch they efected their escape for the
time. Up to the Thursdsy evening followin;
the vieht of the murder the wind was high a.mj
the weather rxlrcm(‘lf rough. for which resson
it is thooght that the wretches remained on o
board uutil that time. They finally ran the
vessel aground on the bar at the moath of Cage's

Biraits, in Somerset county, aud then took their
leave inasmall rowboat which was on board
the purgy.

The Brave was firat noilced subsequent to
Monday in her stranded position at the mouth
of Cage’s Straite, deseried, bot with muinsail
aud jib still flying, On being boarded, the evi
dences of the terrific cocounter with the eap-
talp were seen on al!l :ides, the cabin wnd the
deck being covercd with blood. As the nearoes
had shipped at Baltlmore, it was supposed that
they would return to that ‘m’mt. News of the
nurder wis eent thither without delay. and a
In¥ge police force was detniled to wateh for the
murderers in that locality. Two of the dt::p:-
radoes, however—Wilsou and Wells—proceeded
Bouth, and on the 6t and Tth of April they
were captored in Accomac county, Yirginia,
one at and the other near Drnmmondlown.
Bubsequently both Rouuds and Balley were
captured, the former making s desperaveTye-
sigtance, After their conviction and gentence to
death, Wileou avd Wells established the fact
that an Eastern Shore jail was not impregoable,
by filing off their irons with a brick, barrowing
4 hole throvgh the moer wall or the jul, plok-
iog an aperure in the main wall, and thos
e:caplng.  Wilson was dircovered and cuasio
dized, while in s wood, on the 15thof November,
1868, and Wilson was narrested in Beaford,
Sugsex county, Delaware, by cltizens,

The murderers huve been respited twice, bat
by the ilme (bis article appenrs will have yielded
np their lives as an atonement for the Lerrible
crime they perpetrated,

A Row in a SBlughamiton (N, ¥.) School-

School No. 5, of Bughamton, N, Y., has of
late been the scene of considersble tumult,
The Prineipsl beiog obliged by sickuness to
redsign aguve dutf. the Committee on Teashers
empioyed one Kellogg to eomplete the term, four
week:. The course of Mr, Kellogg scems to
have been unwice from the staxt, The smaller
scholers fesred, and the older desplsed him,
The result was an attempt to expel the teacher,
He resisted, he fought, he knocked heads
togetper, he “‘spanked”— in shori, as near we
can judge from his own testimouy, he showed
bimerelf totally unit to have uunder his cire a
school of children, We quoie & portion ol Mr.
Keliogg’s statement, made belore the Board ot
Education:—

w & # 4 {gld the boy I would give him his
cholce in being punislied that might, or usk my
forglveness belore the echool next morning.
The boy sald he wauted to be punished. I
«conkulted wilh the assistant tewcher aboat the
wode of pusishment, aud 1 suggested spanking
bim. I went back aud took the handle ol &
corn popper, whittled one side flal, wud asked
bim 10 stoop over, He sald he would notdo it
if every bone in his body was broken, I scuffled
with bim, and he got down on the fHoor, aod I
epavked him, The boy prowmised to desist from
furtber bad conduct. When he got ur i
brushed his clothes, washed him, and advised

with him. T told him I did not like to
unish puopils, He asked my forgiveness,
ioviled him to come to school, and

told him he would always receive a kind word
from me, The pext morning I went into the
echool-room nnd pulled off my cont, A lad ol
twelve eummers came forward, and pinned a
puper upon the blackbosrd with the words
Turn him oul' written npon 1t. 1 asked him
who gent him 1o do §t, sod he told me, I ealled
up the boy who eent him,and ordered them both
1o g0 Into another room. Some other boys a'-
templed to go 1y there, but [ kept them out.
After roll-eall | proceeded to offer an extemoo-
raneons invocation, and repeal the Lord's
Prayer. Thie had been the custom, and ail the
upils had bern m the habit of jolming in toe
rd's Prayer, But two or Lhree sentences of
the invoeation had been pronounced, when I
besrd voices that 1 knew groan *Amen.’ Tnat
wade & giggling about the scwool-room, We
weut on with the Lord’s Pruyer, but there was
4 pood desl of uproar., At the close of devo-
Hooal exercises 1 consulted with my
wesldant teacher about re-orting to punish-
meént A% 8 mesns of malntainiog  order,
She suid she saw no olher WAY. then
#nt two of the boys inio avother
roow, and 1 went in there, T asked why the
hoy bad pluned the paper on the board, and
they kald for fun. I procieded to slap bhim with
the corn popper, when suother boy jumped u
and pulled something out of nis pocket,
thought 1t was a slung-shot, | turned apon
him und koocked him down three or four times,
I heard a rush from the sehool room, und threw
open the door.
